In this current circumstance
many people have been
affected by trials of different
natures and | address my
solidarity to them.

Viral spread speed surprises
experienced epidemiologists.
COVID-19 reaches significant
population contingents and its
effects on the human body,
forms of treatment and means
of immunization are being
assimilated little by little.
Relevant and consistent
information is always crucial.
In the current scenario,
informationinfluencespolicies,
decisions and actions for life preservation and to
mi nimi ze the pace and volume of contagion.

Thus, the general perception on the value of the
qualitative or quantitative information made available
arises from the obvious connection with urgent
objectives, such astheidentification and effectiveness
of COVID-19 prevention and control measures, the
monitoring of the virus spread and the establishment
of guidelinesfor social and economic protection by
national governments.

Nowadays, the term infodemia appears to refer to a
crucial and general problem caused by the
dissemination of inaccurateor falseinformation. Ina
pandemic situation, it corresponds to the risks of
incorrect orientations that deviate from the
prescriptions obtai ned under the scrutiny of scientists
and health experts.

campo. Laintensificacién de los procedimientos de
recopilacion de datos por teléfono y por Internet fue
adoptada por diferentesinstituciones nacionales.

Estadifusion delasexperienciaseiniciativasde dife-
rentes paisestiene por objeto aportar sinergiay pro-
mover el intercambio de conocimientos, apoyando
estudiosy disefio deinvestigaciones rel acionados con
lapandemiaen nuestraregion.

Los cddigos de buenas practicas son instrumentos
degestiony abarcanlacarasocia delasestadisticas
oficiales, que también pueden aportar lecciones para
combatir y prevenir la infodemia. Los " Principios
Fundamentales de las Estadisticas Oficiales",
adoptados por la Comision de Estadistica de las
Naciones Unidas desde 1994, son labase de dichos
codigos.

En 2013, laComision promovid laratificacion delos
"Principios’, queson diezy sepresentan enlasiguien-
te secuencia:Pertinencia, imparcialidad eigual dad de
acceso; Normas profesionalesy ética; Rendicion de
cuentasy transparencia; Prevencion del uso indebido;
Eficiencia; Confidencialidad; Legislacién;
Coordinacién nacional; Utilizacion de normas
internacional es, Cooperacioninternacional .

Sin embargo, laexperienciaen laesferadelas esta-
disticas oficiales confirma que laexistenciade un

Official statistics have a high potential for the
monitoring and control of the pandemic and for facing
the infodemia. They are valuable for defining
preventive policies and for understanding the real
scope of the disease in different geographical areas
or according to different socioeconomic profiles.

Such statistics are public goods that have an evident
techni cal-scientific nature. They also haveinvaluable
socia valueinfavoring democratic relationsin which
the human right to quality information is essential.
Experiences linked to the management of official
statistics add reflections that can also act in thefight
against infodemia. Therefore, a wide range of
demands for studies and action is set for statistics
professionals.

This IASI Newsletter highlights the achievements
of organizations responsible for official national

dtatisticsin dealing with conditions of social isolation,
teleworking, travel limitationsand commutingtofield
work. Theintensification of datacollection procedures
by telephone and via the internet was adopted by
different national institutions.

Thisdissemination of different countriesexperiences
and initiatives is intended to bring synergy and to
promote knowledge exchange, supporting studiesand
research designrelated to the pandemic in our region.

Codes of good practice are management tools and
encompassthe socid faceof official statistics, which
can also lend lessons in combating and preventing
infodemia. The"Fundamental Principlesof Official
Statistics", adopted by the United Nations Statistics
Commission since 1994, arethe basis of such codes.

In 2013, the Commission promoted the ratification of
the "Principles’, which are ten and are presented in
thefollowing sequence: Relevance, impartiality and
equal access; Professional standards and ethics;
Accountability and transparency; Prevention of data
misuse; Efficiency; Confidentiality; Legislation;
Nationa Coordination; Useof internationa standards;
International cooperation.

Experienceinthefield of officia statistics, however,
confirms that the existence of an agreement on a

Sin embargo, la demanda de registros telef énicos
por parte delosoperadoresdetelefoniacdular para
realizar encuestas de hogares ha sufrido un revés
en Brasil. En este episodio, el recurso a un
instrumento legislativo (Medida Provisiona dela
Presidencia de la Republica a ser aprobada por €l

Congreso Nacional) no fue eficiente. Las acciones
de difusion de lainformaci On atribuidas a sectores
gubernamental esreforzaron lapreocupacion delos
diferentes actores por laprivacidad delosusuarios
deteléfonos méviles. Laexigenciade mecanismos
gue garantizaran el uso exclusivo de los datos con
fines estadisticos prevalecio, incluso en ladecision
legal final.

Lalecturacriticadel contexto nacional sefialaque
se podrian haber adoptado las medidas de gober-
nanza tradicionales y eficaces del instituto de
estadisticadel Brasil. El debateindico quelosactores
involucradosbuscaban € g ercicio del control social

sobreel uso estadistico estricto delosdatos solicite
dos. Para atender esa solicitud, seria pertinente
aplicar d "Principio” derendicion decuentasy trans-
parencia, elementosinherentesalagobernanza, que
incluye el establecimiento de acuerdos formalesy
no formal es con entidades publicas o privadas. En
declaraciones recientes de los dirigentes del

organismo de estadisticadel Brasil, hay indiciosde
gue se estan realizando esfuerzos en este sentido.

El hecho de abordar a los distintos agentes segun
una configuracion de gobernanza fortalece las
asociaciones. En el ejemplo mencionado, esta
configuraci 6n puede sensibilizar aestos actores so-

code of good practiceisnot sufficient for the effective
adoption of the values contained in the code, whichis
iinterconnected with the social context in whichitis
inserted. In other words, theintention and commitment
of the National Statistics Organizationsisnot enough
to comply withthe"Principles’. Theinformational and
cultura environmentssurrounding such ingtitutions must
be carefully observed, asthey affect the concrete use
of the"Principles’.

For example, in the context of a pandemic, accessto
telephone records to enable non-face-to-face surveys
was necessary. This would be away of applying the
"Principle" of efficiency, in view of the pressing need
to maintain the production of statistics. Who could
disagree with this use of telephone records?

However, the demand for telephonerecordsfrom cell
phone operators to conduct household surveys has
suffered a setback in Brazil. In this episode, resorting
toalegidativeinstrument (Provisional Measure of the
Presidency of the Republic to be approved by the
National Congress) was not efficient. Infodemia-
spreading actions attributed to government sectors
reinforced the concern of different actors with the
privacy of mobile phone users. The requirement for
mechanisms that would ensure the exclusive use of
datafor statistical purposesprevailed, eveninthefina
legal decision.

Thecritical reading of the national context points out
that the traditional and effective governance actions
of the Brazilian statistical institute could have been
adopted. The debateindicated that the actorsinvolved
sought after the exercise of social control over the
strict statistical use of the requested data. To meet
thisrequest, it would be pertinent to apply the" Principl€"
of accountability and transparency, elementsinherent
to governance, which includes the establishment of
formal and informal agreementswith public or private
entities. In recent statements by the leaders of the
Brazilian statistical agency, there are indications of
effortsinthisdirection.

Approaching different actorsaccording to agovernance
configuration strengthens partnerships. In the
mentioned example, this configuration may sensitize
these actorsto the social benefit and to the perception

Con €l objetivo de ofrecer estadisticas sobre la
evolucion de la enfermedad y su carga sobre la
poblacion, IBGE decidié lanzar PNAD COVID19,
lamayor encuestatelef énica jamés realizada por €l
Instituto. Esta encuestatiene como objetivos:

*  Proporcionar estimaciones semanales de perso-
nas que sufren sintomas asociados con
COVID19 y medidas tomadas con respecto a
estos sintomas, tanto a nivel nacional como
meacroregional;

* .Proporcionar estimaciones semanales delatasa
de desempleo delapoblacidn en edad detrabajar
(14 anos 0 mas) tanto a nivel nacional como
macroregional;

* Proporcionar estimaciones mensuales de nivel y
cambio para un conjunto mas amplio deindica-
dores del mercado laboral paralapaoblacién en
edad detrabgjar, parael nivel naciona y estatal.

Contribution of the SAE in relation to the
pandemic. The Argentine Statistical Society (SAE)
makes available to the statistical community a
selection of databases, scientific articles and
conferences on data methodology applied or
applicable to the COVID19 pandemic.

Brazil

Measures taken by IBGE because of the situation
created by the pandemic. As this is written (May
21, 2020), the COV I D-19 pandemic continuesto grow
in Brazil, despite a sustained period of measures of
social distancing being adopted in many parts of the
country. This has led IBGE to suspend all face-to-
face data collection in its household and prices
surveys.

Aimingto offer statisticson the evol ution of the disease
and its burden on the population, IBGE decided to
launch PNAD COVID19, the largest telephone
survey ever conducted by the Institute. This survey
amsto:

*  Provide weekly estimates of people suffering
from symptoms associated with COVID19 and
actionstaken with respect to these symptoms, for
both national and macroregional levels;

*  Provide weekly estimates of the unemployment
rate of the working age population (14 or more

Cifras Laborales para los Municipios de México,
2017-2019. Estimacion para Areas Pequefias. El
Instituto Naciona de Estadisticay Geografia(INEGI)
ha tenido la necesidad de realizar diversas tareas
encaminadas a la busgqueda de nuevas opciones
técnicas y metodoldgicas para fortalecer la
infraestructuraestadisticacon informacién quefacilite
la toma de decisiones en materia de planeacion,
disefio y evaluacién de programas sociales.

Considering the need for timely information, the
weekly estimates will be provided by Friday of the
week following the reference week (Sunday to
Saturday). Monthly estimateswill beavailableno more
than 10 days after the closure of thereference month.

Thesurvey will be apanel survey, with the sampled
househol ds asked to provide information every four
weeks, for at least four months. This will help get
good estimates of change over the duration of the
pandemic.

After someinitial assessment of alternatives, it was
decided to use as the frame to sample the set of
householdswhich had previously participated in the
PNAD Continua, the Brazilian continuous national
household sample during 2019 and the first quarter
of 2020, and which had compl eted their timein that
survey. This sample had close to 211 thousand
households, for which IBGE managed to obtain
telephonesfor closeto 193 thousand (92%). Thetotal
samplewasthen splitinto four replicateswithin strata,
preserving the overall structure of the design, one
replicate for collection in each of the four weeks of
the survey cycle. Therefore, samples of around 48
thousand householdsare being contacted by telephone
each week.

An important reason for this choice was that IBGE
would have arich set of covariates availablefor the
sample of 211 thousand households before the
pandemic. These should enabl e using richer models
for non-response compensation, given the expectation
of larger non-response due to the collection mode.

Labor Figures for the Municipalities of Mexico,
2017-2019. Estimation for Small Areas. The
National Ingtitute of Statisticsand Geography (INEGI)
has had the need to carry out various tasks aimed at
finding new technical and methodological optionsto
strengthen the statistical infrastructure with
information that facilitates decision-making on the
planning, design and evaluation of social programs.



Como ejemplo de ello, se utilizaron técnicas
estadisti cas paralaestimacién de variableslaboral es:
Pobl aci6n EconémicamenteActiva (PEA), Poblacion
Ocupada y Poblacion Ocupada Informal para los
municipiosde pais, 2017, 2018y 2019.

El propdsito ha sido responder, de formaeficiente y
eficaz, ala creciente demanda de informacion esta-
disticabgjo exigenciasde oportunidad, confiabilidad y
comparabilidad, pero con presupuestos generalmen-
te acotados que obligan a cambiar los esquemas de
trabaj o previstos, siguiendo en todo momento lasten-
denciasdeladinamicamundial deinnovacion continua
de métodos y formas para registrar la realidad.

The purpose has been to respond, efficiently and
effectively, to the growing demand for statistical
information under demands for opportunity, reliability
and comparability, but with generally narrow budgets
that force the planned work patterns to change,
followingat al timesthetrends of thegloba dynamics
of continuous innovation of methods and ways to
record reality.

The statistical work carried out with the application
of Small Areas Estimation (SAE) techniques
responds to the requirement to have information on
the main labor characteristics related to the
municipaitiesof Mexico, andthat itisnot possibleto
obtain directly from current sources of information.

Combined informeation was used from existing sources
of information, from which statistical models were
constructed in which the PEA, the Occupied
Popul ation and the Informal Population, were taken
as dependent variables, the information of which
comes from the National Survey on Occupation and
Employment (ENOE) in thefirst quarter of the study
years. The auxiliary variables were selected from
the administrative records of the Mexican Institute
of Socia Security (IMSS), the Institute of Security
and Social Services of State Workers (ISSSTE) and
the Popular Insurance, as well as from population
projections.

The results obtained by SAE were compared with
those calculated by applying the percentage
structures of the Population and Housing Census
2010 (EPORC) to the figures provided by the
ENOE at the federa entity level, and with the
very dataof thissurvey obtained by direct estimation
for those municipalities where it was registered
sufficient sample, with acceptable coefficients of
variation (CV < 20%).

INEGI isin the way of generating labour statistics
fromthe demand approach. Until 2018 the National
Institute of Statisticsand Geography (INEGI) offered
employment-related indicators from the supply
approach through the National Survey on Occupation
and Employment (ENOE) and indicators from the
demand approach through sectoral surveys of
construction, manufacturing, trade and services.

Faced with the need for global labor indicators
from the demand approach, INEGI analyzed
international practices and found that the United
States Bureau of Labor Statistics (BLS) has for
decades generated the Nonfarm Payrol| Employment
(https://www.bls.gov/news.rel ease/empsit.toc.htm)
indicator, which isused to measure U.S. non-farmed
staff on payroll.

As a result, the Nonfarn Payroll Employment
represented the main conceptual reference for the
calculation and design of the Global Occupied
Personnel Index of Economic Sectors (IGPOSE) that
came to meet the need for information that was
available.

The primary objective of the IGPOSE isto represent
an approximation of the employed personnel inthe
non-agricultural sectors, to complement the
information generated in households, to show the
evolution of this variable for the economy as a
whole and to serve as input for the analysis,
monitoring and decision-making of thevarious sectors
of society.

According to the 2014 Economic Census (data for
2013) nine out of ten people employed are reported
by economic units of the sectors that make up
IGPOSE (construction companies, manufacturing
industries, wholesale and retail trade and private

For the month of January 2020 the IGPOSE, with
deseasonalized figures, reached aleve of 110.1 points,
the same that for the previous month and decreasing
0.3% compared to the same month in 2019.

The IGPOSE has a statistical series that began in
January 2008. It wasfirst published on 28 September

The labor insertion of immigrant workers in
Mexico. Sincethe 2008 crisisin the United States,
and in the wake of anti-immigrant policy in that
country (which has escalated in recent years),
Mexicoisincreasingly becomingadestination nation,
rather than the origin of migrant groups. In Mexico
there are approximately 1 million people born abroad
(according to datafromthe 2015 Intercensal Survey),
and nearly three-quarters of these people are of
American origin. To understand the circumstances
in which young Americans are entering the
Mexican labor market, INEGI's research area
developed, in 2019, aproject that analyzed both
thewages and employment conditions of these young
people during the period 2000-2015. With census
data from 2000 and 2010, and the 2015 Intercensal
Survey, and through estimates of wage equations
and wage differential breakdowns, INEGI found

country, which is explained both by its observable
characteristics (higher schooling) and by its non-
observable characteristics (probably their early
studies in a higher quality school system, or their
knowledge of the English language and its exposure
to other cultures).

This favorable treatment, however, decreases over
time, suggesting that these young people are more
like Mexicans, who are accumulaing more and more
years of schooling. On the other hand, the project
included the estimation of probabilistic models to
understand the conditions ofunemployment,
informality, unpaid work, work in the agricultural
and construction sectors, and finally work in care
work. The project finds that young Americans are
more likely than their Mexican counterparts of the
same ageto enter informality or remain unempl oyed.

The first result is explained by their lack of share
capital to find quality jobs, and the second by the
increased ability of their familiesto keep them out of
the labour market if the wage they receive is less
than their reserve salary. It is also found that
Americansarelesslikely than Mexicansto enter [abor
in precarious conditions (i.e., without payment or in
theagricultural and construction sectors), and that they
aremorelikely towork in the care sector, where wages
and working conditions are better.

As part of the project that seeks to understand
the labor insertion of immigrantsin Mexico, INEGI
also developed a project that analyzes the working
conditions of Central Americans residing in the
country. The study is restricted to the analysis of
theworking conditions of Guatemal ans, Salvadorans
and Hondurans in Mexico in the period 2000-2015.
Also based on 2000 and 2010 census data, and
the 2015 Intercensal Survey, thisstudy estimateswage
and benefit equations, and devel ops decompositions
of both wage and benefit differentials. The main
results of thisstudy are consistent with those of young
Americans, in the sense that foreign workers in
Mexico are found to receive preferential treatment,
which is partly explained by the lack of Mexican
workers competing with Central Americans (because

Geodtatistical Frame Mapping Update. Geostatis-
tical Mapping is the set of letters, plans, sketches
and catal ogues in which the National Geostatistical
Framework (MGN by its acronym in Spanish) is
represented, a key input to support the activities of
the censuses and surveys carried out by the National
Ingtitute of Statisticsand Geography (INEGI) interms
of:

a) Planning
b) Execution or field operations
¢) Presentation of results

In addition to the aforementioned ingtitutional usethat
INEGI makes, the Geostatistical Framework serves
the public, private and social sectors.

The Directorate-General for Geography and
Environment (DGGMA) isresponsiblefor ensuring
the permanent updating of Geostatistical Mapping, a
task that usually adheresto the following process:

1. Throughthe use of satelliteimages, external data
sources and administrative records, and based
on the most recent updated cut of the available
mapping, identify possible growthsand pre-digitize
the elements (geographical objects), supported
by the geographical information system called
SIGMA, designed and devel oped exprofessfor
the updating of the Geostatistical Framework.

2. Withthe use of administrativerecords, which are
come from the exchange or sharing of
cartographic information with other institutions,
a spatial analysisis carried out to verify those
updates that are not considered in the last
cartographic cut used by INEGI. Theresultis

definitivasalaprovisional es captadas en campo,
se revisan los codigos de actualizacion (atas,
fusiones, subdivisiones, entre otros) y se generan
las tablas de equival encia correspondientes.

Una tabla de equivalencia es un compendio de
registros que da cuenta de los cambios que los
elementos geoestadisticos pueden sufrir durante
los procesos de actualizacion.

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also catalogued with pre-digitized elements, i.e.
unofficia information that requiresaverification
and validation process

. Withtheresult of pre-digitization, the cartographic

update is operationally planned. That is, based
on the number of elementsto be updated, field
verificationisorganized, in order to corroborate
what isdisplayed inthe satellite images. During
the execution of this process, information that
cannot be captured from imagesis supplemented.
Theadvantage of having previoudy identified and
pre-digitized information is that field tasks are
oriented to outdated mapping spaces, avoiding
completeroutes of thelocalities.

To carry out the update phase in the field, there
are mobile devices that allow to capture the
informationindigital format.

The State Coordinations, representative offices

and work of INEGI for each of the federative
entities, are responsible for carrying out the
cartographic update, through the targeted field
visits, mentioned above; updated blocks are
assigned provisional keys.

. Once the information has been captured in the

field, itisintegrated intothe SSGMA. The System
isequipped withtoolsthat alow to review blocks
and other updated objects. In this process,
topological checksare carried out, among others,
to ensurethat spatial objectsare not spliced and
have a correct georeferencing of them.

. With the cartographic updates uploaded to the

SIGMA, the updated blocks are reviewed,
definitive geostatistic keys are assigned to the
provisiona capturedinthefield, the update codes
(incomes, mergers, subdivisions, among others)
arereviewed, and the corresponding equivalence
tables are generated.

An equivalencetableisacompendium of records
that account for changes that geostatistical
elements may undergo during the upgrade
processes. For example, a block can change
municipality, sothepreviously assignedkey or

8. Finamente, luego de que la estructura descen-
tralizada del INEGI concluye €l trabajo en los
estados y regiones, a nivel central seintegrala
informacion en una sola cobertura nacional.
Nuevamente se aplican procesos de validacion
para este nivel geografico, verificando que no
exista duplicidad de manzanas ni huecos o
traslapesinterestatal es. Laactualizacion conclu-
yeintegrando lainformacién enlaBDG.

Esimportante resaltar que unadelas caracteristicas
delacartografiaes que todos sus el ementos cuentan
con una clave geoestadistica, la cual es univoca,
intransferible e irrepetible, para cada uno de los
diferentes niveles de desagregacion. Esta clave es
fundamental para permitir larelacion geoespacia con
laestadistica. Asimismo, auxiliaen lavisualizacion

equivalence table. In this way, the table keeps a
record of the history of each element of the
National Geodtatistical Framework, sinceitshirth.

6. Once there are assigned definitive keys to the
updated blocks, the items are taken and
incorporated into the base files. This process
results in the updating of the Geographic
Database, which integrates each and every one
of the cartographic elements, according to the
different levels of disaggregation that make up
the MGN.

7. The following process is performed in ESRI
ArcGIS, which supports the Cartographic
Validation and Editing System (SIVEC by its
acronymin Spanish). Itisaset of toolsthat serve
to integrate the updated elements into the field,
assign geostatistical keys to the elements not
attributedin SIGMA and verify the completeness
and integrity of theinformation, both qualitatively
and quantitatively. All thisincludesthe organization
in municipalities and subsequently, in each of the
federative entities, verifying that there are no gaps
or overlaps in the areas where there are
conurbations or urban continuity, at this stagealso
validatesthe consistency of theinformationwith
respect to the limitsinwhichthe national territory
isorgani zed.

8. Finally, after thedecentralized structure of INEGI
concludes the work in the states and regions, at
the central leve theinformationisintegratedinto
asinglenational coverage. Validation processes
are again applied for this geographic level,
verifyingthat thereisno duplication of blocksor
interstate gaps or overlaps. The update concludes
by integrating theinformationinto the BDG.

It isimportant to note that one of the characteristics
of the cartography is that al its elements have a
geostatistical key, whichisunivoca, non-transferable
and unrepeatable, for each of the different levels of
disaggregation. This key is critical to enabling the
geospatial relationship with statistics. It also assists
in the visualization of information in geographic
information systems.

Women's participation in local governments. The
Nationa Institute of Statisticsand Geography (INEGI)
generates, through different programs, datathat all ow
us to know and analyze the context in which women
inthe country livein different environments, such as
thefamily environment and participation in decision-
making, among others. In particular, the information
produced through the National Government Censuses
onthisissueisintended to belinked to the process of
generating public policiesthat contribute to equality
between women and men.

Inthissense, on February 27, 2020, INEGI published
the results of the National Census of Municipal
Governmentsand Territorial Demarcations of Mexico
City (CNGMD by itsacronymin Spanish) 2019 with
information for year 2018 on the management and
performance of the institutions that make up the
municipal public administrations.

Among the main results gathered that allow to know
the participation of women at the level of local
government, it can be seen that 20.7% of the municipal
or territorial demarcations presidencies of Mexico City
werein charge of them. For their part, thetown halls
were integrated by 20 thousand 138 trustees and
councilors, of which 47.8% were women and 52.0%,
men. In contrast to the above, where there is greater
femal e participation, pu blicinstitutionswere made up
of women public servants at 35.1% and by men at
64.6%. Finaly, inorder to carry out the function of
municipal justice, 4 thousand 386 civic judges or
qualifying officers, 23.4% women and 76.6% men
were reported in the country.

The CNGMD provides data on the integration of
municipalities; organizationa structure, human, budget
and material resources of institutions; the exercise of
specific functions such as the provision of public
services, cadastre, civil protection, formalities and
interna control; the regulatory framework by which

and needs ahead.

The crisis has also shown that national statistical
offices(NSO) and national statistical systems(NSS),
like the rest of society and governments, were not
prepared to copewith theimplications of theisolation
policies that have required people to stay at home,
nor did they have all thetechnological infrastructure
to ensure continuity of work remotely. This sudden
transition has had serious implications for the
generation of official statistics, asalarge amount of
data collection, such as the census or household
surveys, entails in-person visits and face-to-face
interviews.
