This membership
shall be renewed each year, with the same kind of
support from a professor with the above-indicated
conditions, not necessarily the same as before.

The student member shall not have to pay any dues.
On the other hand, his or her benefits will consist in
receiving the electronic version of the quarterly
Newsletter, and be entitled to the discounted
registration fees offered to the regular members for
those events organized or sponsored by IASI.

Offered courses

At its 74th Session, held in Rosario, Argentina in
October 2006, the IASI Executive Committee
decided to promote the organization of courses in its
"Activities Oriented towards the Professional Sector”
Program.

Following the Executive Committee’s decision of pro-
moting the organization and holding of these courses,
the descriptions of courses that may be offered by
members of the Institute are posted in the our web
page, as well as an invitation to statisticians willing
to cooperate offering specialized courses, to send
their proposals to the Secretariat. The idea is to
make these courses available to institutions interested
in the statistical development of the region.

IASI takes the responsibility for the necessary
coordination to carry out these activities. Those
institutions interested in offering the courses either
locally, domestically or internationally, must take care
of the logistics and promotion aspects (the latter
supported by IASI) and of the respective costs. So
far professors are willing to provide their services
without collecting fees. On the other hand, in special
cases, IASI will cover the airfare costs for said
professors.

We expect that the program will continue to count
with the interest of national statistical associations,
public statistical institutes and academic entities.
Applications are not necessarily to be limited to the
courses offered in the web page; the IASI will
consider proposals for courses on other subjects.
Applications made with sufficient time in advance
will be appreciated, in view of prior commitments
assumed by potential trainers.



Cartas al Editor

(Nota del Editor. En esta nueva seccion se incluiran comunica-
ciones de interés general para la comunidad estadistica, bajo
la exclusiva responsabilidad de los respectivos autores.)

Syracuse, NY, USA, Iro de Febrero del 2010.
Estimado Senor Editor:

Quiero llevar a su atencion, asi como a la atencion
de nuestros colegas del IASI, un asunto importante
y algo engorroso. Se trata de la distribucion justa y
apropiada de la representacion de estadisticos Ibero-
Americanos (incluyendo Espafia y Portugal), una
region que incluye a 23 paises y mas de seiscientos
millones de personas, en posiciones de importancia
en los comités directivos de congresos de otras
asociaciones estadisticas internacionales (pues en
IASI, claramente, estamos bien representados).

Existen dos consecuencias negativas que se derivan
de la pobre (o incluso inexistente) representacion de
Ibero-América en posiciones clave de dirigencia en
conferencias y congresos internacionales organiza-
dos por paises del Primer Mundo. La primera es de
caracter cosmético: no dice mucho sobre nuestros
colegas el hecho de que no puedan encontrar siquiera
uno solo, entre todos nosotros, lo suficientemente
adecuado para ser invitado a unirse a ellos, en la
organizacion de tales eventos. La segunda
consecuencia tiene un alcance mucho mas practico.

Los dirigentes clave de una conferencia seleccionan
los temas, los conferenciantes invitados, nombran a
los organizadores de las sesiones especiales, asi como
definen todas las otras reglas y procedimientos que
van a determinar la naturaleza y el nivel de la partici-
pacion de los asistentes. Ademas, los organizadores
de las sesiones especiales comienzan a contactar (o
a ser contactados) a/por aquellos con los que habitual-
mente trabajan. Y estos, a su vez, se convierten en
arbitros que seleccionan otros trabajos de la confe-
rencia. De esta forma, la baja representacion Ibero-
Americana entre los dirigentes clave de la conferen-
ciareduce o dificulta nuestras oportunidades de colo-
car trabajos invitados en sus sesiones, todo lo cual
redunda negativamente en nuestras oportunidades de
crecimiento y avance profesional.

En muchos casos, los miembros Ibero-Americanos
de las sociedades que organizan estas conferencias
son mas del 10%. En un grupo de digamos 32 puestos
clave, de una poblacidon cuyo porcentaje de Ibero-

Dear Editor:

I want to bring to your attention, as well as to that of
our IASI colleagues, an important and thorny issue:
that of attaining the appropriate and fair
representation for statisticians from I[bero-America,
aRegion of 23 countries and some 600 million people,
in key leadership positions of international
conferences sponsored by First World countries (as
opposed to Ibero-American regional conferences,
where of course, we do attain full representation).

There are two negative consequences stemming
from poor or non-existing representation of Ibero-
American statisticians, in Key leadership positions
of international conferences sponsored by First World
countries. The first is cosmetic: it doesn’t say much
about our colleagues, if they cannot find even one,
among all of us, who would be fit to join them in
organizing such events. The second one, however,
has a much more practical slant.

Conference leaders select the themes, the invited
speakers, appoint special topics session conveners,
decide on the budget, as well as on all other rules
and regulations that define the nature and level of
conference participation. In addition, special topic
session leaders start organizing their sessions early,
with the people they work with and know (which
then become reviewers of other conference papers).
Hence, lacking representation among these key
leaders also reduces Ibero-Americans’ opportunities
of being able to place papers in invited sessions, all
which affect their professional advancement
opportunities.

In many cases, Ibero-American membership in
societies sponsoring these conference is 10% and
more. Considering it as a completely randomized
sample of 32 Key conference leaders, from a popula-



Americanos fuese de 10.3%, una muestra tomada
al azar, que no incluyera a ninguno de nosotros,
tendria una probabilidad de apenas 0.0309573, 1o que
constituye un valor p bastante exiguo.

Este investigador ha estudiado a profundidad proble-
mas similares (como es el de la baja representacion
y acceso de las minorias étnicas norteamericanas a
plazas de estudiantes y profesores universitarios),
sometiendo propuestas a la NSF sobre tales temas.
Y la literatura sobre los mismos es amplia y clara.

Por ejemplo, el articulo Diversifying the Engineering
Workforce, por Chubin, May y Babco, publicado en
The Journal of Engineering Education, Enero 2005,
discute "como la baja representacion de estudiantes
y profesores de etnias minoritarias crea un cimulo
de problemas, ademas de la simple falta de modelos.
Sélo un profesorado con permanencia y alto rango
(titulares, de tiempo completo) puede aspirar y obte-
ner plazas de Jefes de Departamento, Decanos y
administradores. Es desde estas posiciones que se
definen los programas de las carreras, las reglas para
reclutar y promover, asi como las reglas para obtener
fondos de investigacion, etc. Es imperativo cerrar
la brecha de la representacion de estos grupos,
si se quieren cambios reales".

Podemos decir exactamente lo mismo, con respecto
a la falta de representacion de Ibero-Americanos.

Para poner esta situacion en perspectiva, le ofrezco
como ejemplo el caso de una reciente conferencia
estadistica internacional. Su reunién anterior, tuvo
lugar en una de nuestras hermanas republicas. Alli,
la dirigencia de la conferencia estuvo compuesta por
el comité organizador y dos organizadores por cada
uno de once sesiones especiales, para un total de 29
posiciones clave (no "simbolicas"). De estas, ocho
fueron ocupadas por Ibero-Americanos de nuestras
21 republicas, Espafia y Portugal (o sea, 27.5%).
Tuvimos la cortesia y la equidad de dejar un 72.5%
de plazas clave para nuestros colegas de todas las
demas regiones del mundo.

La sesion actual tiene lugar en un pais de Europa, y
las posiciones clave equivalentes son ahora 32. De
estas, veinte (62.5%) han sido tomadas por estadisti-
cos de cuatro paises angloparlantes. Y ni una sola
posicion clave ha sido dada a un estadistico de Ibero-
América, incluyendo Espafia o Portugal.

Si los Ibero-Americanos, como region, aspiramos

tion containing 10.3% Ibero-Americans, the
probability of finding NO Ibero-Americans in key
leadership positions is 0.0308573, a rather low p-
value.

This writer has studied in depth a similar problem
(that of minority representation and access, among
American university faculty and student bodies), and
has submitted NSF proposals on this topic. The
literature on this subject is ample and unambiguous.

For example, the article Diversifying the Engineering
Workforce, by Chubin, May and Babco, in The
Journal of Engineering Education, of January 2005,
discusses "how minority students and faculty under-
representation create a plethora of problems, in
addition to just lack of role models. Only Minority
Tenured Faculty and Full Professors can aspire to
become Chairs, Deans and university administrators.
These are the ones who define career programs,
rules for recruitment and tenure, for research funds
and facilities, etc. It is imperative to close such
gap, if effective change is sought."

We can say exactly the same here, regarding the
lack of Ibero-American representation.

To put this situation in perspective, I give you the
case of a recent statistics international conference.
Its previous session took place in one of our sister
Ibero-American countries. There, the conference
leadership was composed of the organizing
committee and the two conveners of eleven special
sessions, for a total of 29 positions (real key ones).
Of'these, eight were taken by Ibero-Americans from
all of our 21 republics, Spain, and Portugal (i.e.
27.5%). We had the evenhandedness and courtesy
of leaving the remaining 72.5% key positions, for
our colleagues from many other countries and regions
of the world.

The current session takes place in Europe, and the
equivalent conference key positions are now 32. Of
these, 20 (62.5%) are taken by four English-speaking
countries. And not a Key position has been allotted
to any statistician from The Americas, Spain or
Portugal.

If we ever aspire to advance, as a region, into higher



seriamente a progresar y avanzar hacia puestos
superiores, debemos estar conscientes de tales
situaciones, asi como encontrar maneras de
contrarrestarlas. IASI, como la organizacion primada
de estadisticos Ibero-Americanos, es la instancia
natural para sacar a la palestra este tema, y para
comenzar una discusion sana para resolverla. Esta
es la razon por la que escribo a Ud. esta carta.

Espero, en un futuro proximo, saber tanto del IASI,
como de nuestros colegas de Ibero-América, cual

La Serie IV de Uso del Suelo y Vegetacion escala
1:250,000. Con objeto de contar con informacion
reciente de las condiciones que guarda la cubierta
vegetal natural y las areas que ocupan la agricultura
y las zonas urbanas en el territorio nacional mexicano,
durante el periodo 2007-2009 se realizd la
actualizacion de la Serie IV de Uso del Suelo y
Vegetacion como parte integral de los trabajos de
generacion de informacion de recursos naturales a
escala 1:250,000 realizados por el INEGI.

Se utilizaron técnicas convencionales de interpreta-
cion de imagenes de satélite, que incluyen el manejo
de informacion digital en formato vectorial. Se
continuo aplicando el sistema de clasificacion de la
vegetacion y usos agropecuarios que esta basado en
los tipos de vegetacion propuestos para México por
Rzedowski, Flores y Miranda, con modificaciones y
adecuaciones implementadas por INEGI. Se
utilizaron imagenes de satélite multiespectrales con
resolucion de 10 metros y la interpretacion fue
apoyada con levantamiento de informacion de campo
llevado a cabo en 2007 y 2008.

Se genero6 el continuo nacional para cada una de las
13 capas de informacion complementaria como son:
vegetacion, agricultura, cobertura y altura arborea
para bosques y selvas, agricultura ndémada, compila-
cion de sitios de importancia ecoldgica, puntos de
actividades agricolas, forestales y actividades
especializadas, entre las principales.

Los resultados preliminares mas notorios derivados
de los analisis de cambio entre las series Il y IV
muestran que contintia en general la desaceleracion
de la pérdida y degradacion de las comunidades
vegetales a nivel nacional como ya habia sido
observado entre las series Il y 11T de Uso del Suelo.
Y que los usos principales siguen siendo los agricolas
y en segundo lugar las areas urbanas e infraestructura
asociada.

Gracias a mejoras en la calidad y resolucion de los
insumos utilizados se considera a la nueva Serie
como un producto con mejor precision tematica y
espacial respecto a sus antecesoras, con lo cual es
posible analizar con mayor detalle los cambios en las
comunidades vegetales, su grado de conservacion-
degradacion y ubicacion en el territorio nacional, la
dinamica de uso agricola, expansiones y reducciones
de la frontera urbana.

The scale 1:250,000 Soil Use and Vegetation
Series IV. The Soil Use and Vegetation Series [V
update was carried as an integral part of the 1:250,000
scale natural resources information generation
work carried out by INEGI, with the purpose of
counting with recent information regarding the
conditions of the natural vegetation cover and the
areas occupied by agriculture and the urban zones
in the Mexican national territory during the 2007-
2009 period.

Conventional satellite imaging interpretation
techniques were used, which include digital
information management in a vectorial format. The
vegetation and classification and agricultural uses
classification system based on the types of vegetation
proposed for Mexico by Rzedowski, Flores and
Miranda was continued to be applied, with
modifications and adaptations implemented by
INEGI. Multispectral satellite images with 10m
resolution were used and interpretation was
supported with field information collection carried
out in 2007 and 2008.

The national continuum was generated for each one
of'the 13 complementary information layers, namely:
vegetation, agriculture, tree coverage and height for
forests and jungles, nomad agriculture, compilation
of'sites with ecological importance, agricultural and
forestry activities sites, and specialized activities sites,
among the main ones.

The most noteworthy preliminary results derived
from the analysis of change between series 111 and
IV show that, in general, deceleration of plant
communities’ loss and degradation continues at the
national level, as had been observed between series
II and III for Soil Use. Also, the main uses continue
to be agricultural and, secondly, urban areas and
associated infrastructure.

Thanks to improvements in the quality and resolution
of the inputs used, the new Series is considered as a
product with a better theme and spatial precision
with respect to its predecessors, with which it is
possible to analyze in greater detail the changes in
plant communities, their degree of conservation-
degradation and location in the national territory, the
agricultural use dynamics, expansions and reductions
of the urban frontier.



Monitoreo de la cubierta de la tierra en
Norteameérica. El Sistema de Monitoreo del Cambio
en la Cobertura del Suelo de Norteamérica evalta
las modificaciones en la cubierta de la superficie
terrestre y contribuye a la comprension de asuntos
ambientales importantes en esa region del continente.

Este proyecto es resultado de la colaboracion de
Canada, Estados Unidos y México facilitada por la
Comision para la Cooperacion Ambiental. Las
organizaciones que intervienen son: el Centro Cana-
diense de Percepcion Remota (CCRS), el Centro
para la Observacion de los Recursos Terrestres y
las Ciencias de la Tierra (EROS Data Center), el
Atlas Nacional de Estados Unidos, y, por México, el
Instituto Nacional de Estadistica y Geografia
(INEGI), la Comision Nacional Para el Conoci-
miento y Uso de la Biodiversidad (CONABIO) y la
Comision Nacional Forestal (CONAFOR).

El primer resultado de esta alianza es el Mapa de
cubierta de la tierra de Norteamérica, correspondiente
al afio base definido para el proyecto, 2005 y basado
en la clasificacion de imagenes de satélite
multiespectrales de baja resolucion (MODIS); al cual
habran de suceder versiones anuales. En este mapa
se muestran en 19 clases, las principales cubiertas
que se desarrollan sobre el territorio norteamericano;
estas clases incluyen Bosques, Selvas, Matorrales,
Pastizales, Humedales, Zonas agricolas, Suclos
desnudos, Desarrollos urbanos, Cuerpos de agua y
Regiones glaciales.

La tarea de las instituciones generadoras de
informacion geografica por levantar los inventarios
de los recursos naturales debe ir va mas alla de solo
caracterizar el territorio, por lo que hoy en dia los
esfuerzos por conocer la situacion actual de dichos
recursos se concentran en monitorearlos y generar
politicas para la toma de decisiones basadas en el
desarrollo sostenible.

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Monitoring land coverage in North America. The
North American Soil Coverage Change Monitoring
System evaluates modifications in the earth’s surface
cover and contributes to the understanding of
important environmental matters in that region of the
continent.

This project is the result of the collaboration from
Canada, the United States and Mexico facilitated by
the Commission for Environmental Cooperation. The
intervening organizations are: Canada Centre for
Remote Sensing (CCRS), the Earth Resources
Observation and Science (EROS Data Center), the
National Atlas of the United States of America, and,
for Mexico, the National Institute of Statistics and
Geography (INEGI), the National Commission for
Knowledge and Biodiversity Use (CONABIO) and
the National Forestry Commission (CONAFOR).

The first result of this alliance is the North America
Land Cover Map, corresponding to the base year
defined for the project, 2005 and based on the
classification of moderate resolution imaging
spectroradiometer (MODIS); which will be followed
by annual versions. This map shows in 19 classes,
the main covers that are developed on the North
American territory; these classes include Forests,
Jungles, Bush, Pastures, Wetlands, Agricultural zones,
Bare land, Urban developments, Bodies of water and
Glacial regions.

The task of the geographic information generating
institutions to collect natural resources inventories
must go beyond just characterizing the territory,
reason for which the efforts made today to know
the current status of said resources focus on
monitoring them and generating policies for decision
making based on sustainable development.

Uruguay

Continuous Household Survey December 2009.
The National Institute of Statistics (INE) disclosed
the main indicators on the situation of household and
individual income resulting from the Continuous
Household Survey.
