Algunos de ustedes habran notado alguna demora
en la publicacion de nuestra revista Estadistica , asi
como en los mecanismos que usamos para mantener
informada a la membresia sobre las actividades y
desarrollos en nuestro Instituto.

Letter from the President
Dear Colleagues:

Some of you might have noticed some slowing down
on the publication of our journal Estadistica as well
as on the mechanisms we use to keep the
membership informed of the activities and
developments in our Institute. Our webpage which
is part of the webpage of INDEC (Instituto Nacional
de Estadistica y Censos, Argentina, http://
www.indec.mecon.ar/) has not been updated since
2009. Volume No 60 of Estadistica was released
by INDEC on May 2010 after sitting, already printed,
at their facilities for several months waiting for
authorization from the INDEC authorities to be sent
to the IASI subscribers.

To a great extent these problems have grown from
the deterioration of the working relationship between
the INDEC and the TASI which started with an
agreement of inter-institutional cooperation on
August 8, 1995. For several years the two institutions
enjoyed a good working relationship which was of
mutual interest and the two institutions benefited
from it.

As it is now well known, during the last three years,
there has been a great deal of controversy about the
policies of INDEC. For this reason the Executive
Committee of the IASI decided to exercise the
agreement with the INDEC on matters that promote
the development of statistics in the American region,
continuing and enhancing activities of international
reputation such as the seminars on applied statistics,
the meetings on public statistics, and activities on
training professionals on statistical methodology and

At this point we are publishing our Newsletter
independently from INDEC; we are working and
have made progress in printing and distributing our
journal Estadistica without using INDEC resources;
and we are in the process of publishing an updated
webpage of the Institute.

Solving these problems is an important matter for
the Institute; we can use your help with resources
or ideas, and we are open to suggestions to find
solutions that provide continuation of a long tradition
of accomplishment from the IASI.

I will keep you informed on important developments
in solving these problems.

Actualizacion Cartogrdfica para la Ronda Censal
2010. A partir de 2008 el Instituto Nacional de
Estadistica y Geografia (INEGI) instrumento el
Proceso de Actualizacion Permanente de la Carto-
grafia Geoestadistica, con miras al Levantamiento
de los Censos Econdémicos 2009 y del Censo de
Poblacion y Vivienda.

Lo anterior fue posible al implementar el Proceso de
Actualizacién Permanente, que toma como insumo
principal las imagenes de satélite pancromaticas
ortorrectificadas con resolucion espacial de 2.5 mts.;
desde 2007 el INEGI cuenta cuando menos con una
toma anual de ellas, que se complementan con las
ortofotos a color que genera el Instituto con
resolucion de un metro.

A través de un desarrollo informatico que se utiliza
en cada una de las 32 entidades federativas del pais,
se identifican en gabinete los Nuevos Crecimientos
y/o Desarrollos Urbanos, sobreponiendo la
informacion vectorial sobre las imagenes de satélite
u ortofotos; posteriormente se realizan operativos de
campo para obtener los nombres de las calles y los
servicios, entre otros rasgos geograficos; asimismo
se visita a las autoridades respectivas para validar
las actualizaciones cartograficas; después,
nuevamente en gabinete, se asignan las claves
geoestadisticas y se digitalizan los poligonos de
manzana respectivos, para integrarlos a la
Cartografia Geoestadistica en un formato digital;
estos archivos a su vez son depositados en un Sistema
de Informacion Geografica para su explotacion por
parte de las areas operativas censales.

Bajo este procedimiento en 2009 se identificaron 632
Nuevos Crecimientos y/o Desarrollos Urbanos en
el pais, que dieron origen a 36,029 manzanas donde
se planea captar informacion de aproximadamente
170 mil viviendas.

Updating of the Cartography for the 2010 Round
of Censuses. Starting in 2008, the National Institute
of Statistics and Geography (INEGI) instrumented
the Process of Permanent Updating the Geo-statistics
Cartography, having in mind the Taking of the 2009
Economic Censuses and of the Population and
Housing Census.

That was possible by implementing the Process of
Permanent Updating, that takes as main input the
satellite panchromatic orthorectified images with
spatial resolution of 2.5 mts.; since 2007 INEGI has
at least an annual take of them, which are
complemented with the color orthophotos generated
by the Institute with a one meter resolution.

By means of an informatic development applied in
each one of the 32 federative entities in the country,
the New Increases and/or Urban Developments are
identified in office by superposing the vectorial
information over the satellite images or orthophotos;
then field operations are made to obtain the names
of streets and services, among other geographic
features; likewise visits to the respective authorities
are made to validate the cartographic updates; then,
once again in office, the geostatistics codes are
assigned and the respective block polygons are
digitalized, to integrate them into the Geostatistics
Cartography in a digital format; these records are at
its time entered in a Geographic Information System
for their exploitation by the census operative areas.

632 New Increases and/or Urban Developments in
the country were identified in 2009 by application of
this porocedure; those gave origen to 36,029 blocks
where it is planned to capture information on
approximately 170 thousand dwellings.
