XI Reunion sobre Estadistica Publica

Del 7 al 9 de noviembre de 2012 se llevara a cabo,
en Rio de Janeiro, Brasil, la XI Reunion del IASI
sobre Estadistica Publica, conjuntamente con el /er.
Seminario de Metodologia del IBGE-SMI1, sobre
Conservacion, Diseminacion y Confiabilidad de
Datos.

1. Motivacion. Vivimos en una época en que la
Sociedad esta ‘hambrienta de datos’ (véase al
respecto Hand, 2007). En el ambito de las Estadisticas
Publicas, hay demanda creciente por:

* Mayor detalle geografico de las informaciones;

* Mayor frecuencia y velocidad de divulgacion de
las informaciones;

Offered courses

The IASI promotes the organization of courses in its
"Activities Oriented towards the Professional Sector"
Program. The descriptions of courses that may be
offered by members of IASI, as well as an invitation
to statisticians willing to cooperate by offering
specialized courses to send their proposals to the
Secretariat, are posted in our web page. The idea is
to make these courses available to institutions
interested in the statistical development of the region.

The TASI takes the responsibility for the necessary
coordination to carry out these activities. Those
institutions interested in offering the courses must
take care of the logistics and promotion aspects (the
latter supported by IASI) and of the respective costs.
So far professors are willing to provide their services
without collecting fees. In special cases, IASI will
cover the airfare costs for said professors.

In previous editions of the Newsletter we have
reported a number of courses conducted in this
program, in several countries of the region.

We expect that the program will continue to count
with the interest of national statistical associations,
public statistical institutes and academic entities.
Applications are not necessarily to be limited to the
courses offered in the web page; the IASI will
consider proposals for courses on other subjects.
Applications made with sufficient time in advance
will be appreciated, in view of prior commitments
assumed by potential trainers.

XI Meeting on Public Statistics

From 7 to 9 November will be held in Rio de Janeiro,
Brazil, the XI Meeting of IASI on Public Statistics
jointly with the Ist. Seminar on Methodology of
IBGE-SMI1, on Data Preservation, Dissemination,
and Reliability.

1. Motivation. We live in an era in which society is
'hungry for data' (see in this connection Hand, 2007).
In the field of Public Statistics, there is growing
demand for:

* Further details in the geographical information;

* Greater frequency and speed in the dissemination
of information;



* Mayor cobertura tematica;

* Amplio acceso a los microdatos y resultados de
investigaciones en general;

* Coherencia, comparabilidad, y en general, mayor
calidad.

Al mismo tiempo, la sociedad se ha hecho mas
consciente de sus derechos individuales, entre ellos
el derecho a la intimidad, haciendo cada vez mas cara
y compleja la tarea de obtencidon de informaciones
parauso en la produccion de las estadisticas publicas.

Como consecuencia de estas tendencias, muchas de
las soluciones actuales de como hacer para producir,
conservar, compartir y diseminar informaciones y
estadisticas publicas, preservando al mismo tiempo
la confidencialidad de los datos obtenidos, son
incapaces de satisfacer las demandas actuales y
futuras de la sociedad.

Por lo tanto, nuevos enfoques, innovacion y flexibilidad
son requeridos de los 6rganos productores de
informaciones y estadisticas publicas. En este
contexto, la Metodologia tiene un papel cada vez mas
importante en la produccion, diseminacion y analisis
de informaciones y estadisticas publicas.

2. Objetivo. Proporcionar un espacio para la discusion
y reflexion sobre los avances, desafios y perspectivas
de la Metodologia Estadistica requerida para la
produccidén, conservacién, intercambio y
diseminacion de informaciones y estadisticas publicas.
Este evento debe reunir a investigadores y técnicos
del IBGE, de organizaciones publicas y privadas,
representantes de los institutos nacionales de
estatistica de los paises de la region, y miembros de
la comunidad académica nacional e internacional
interesados en el tema.

Ademas de servir para la discusion y reflexion, la
realizacion del evento ofrecera oportunidades para
la capacitacion de los participantes interesados.

3. Formato. El evento principal (XI Reunion del IASI
sobre Estadistica Publica y ler. Seminario de
Metodologia del IBGE — SMI1) tendra duracion de
tres dias, y serd realizado del 7 al 9 de noviembre de
2012, en la ciudad de Rio de Janeiro. En los dias 5y
6 de noviembre de 2012 seran ofrecidos los cursos
de capacitacion asociados al evento.

El programa del evento principal comprendera:
* Conferencias plenarias;

* Bigger thematic coverage;

* Broad access to microdata and results of surveys
in general;

* Coherence, comparability, and in general, higher
quality.

At the same time, the society has become more
aware of their individual rights, among them the right
to privacy, becoming increasingly more expensive and
complex the task of obtaining information for use in
the production of public statistics.

As a result of these trends, many of the current
solutions regarding how to do to produce, preserve,
share and disseminate information and public
statistics, preserving at the same time the
confidentiality of the obtained data, are unable to meet
the current and future demands of the society.

Therefore, new approaches, innovation and flexibility
are required from the organs that produce information
and public statistics. In this context, the methodology
has an increasingly important role in the production,
dissemination and analysis of information and public
statistics.

2. Objective. Provide a space for discussion and
reflection on the progress, challenges and prospects
for the statistical methodology required for the
production, preservation, exchange and dissemination
of information and public statistics. This event should
bring together researchers and technicians from the
IBGE, from public and private organizations,
representatives of national institutes of statistics of
the countries in the region, and members of the
national and international academic community
interested in the theme.

In addition to serving for discussion and reflection,
the event will offer opportunities for training of
interested participants.

3. Format. The main event (XI Meeting of IASI on
Public Statistic and 1st Seminar on Methodology of
the IBGE - SMI1) will have a duration of three days,
and it will be held from 7 to 9 November 2012, in the
city of Rio de Janeiro. On 5 and 6 November 2012
training courses associated with the event will be
offered .

The main event programme will include:
* Plenary conferences;



* Conferencias paralelas;

* Sesiones tematicas o de debates;

* Sesiones para presentacion oral de contribuciones;
* Sesiones para presentacion de posters.

Seran invitados conferencistas nacionales e
internacionales de reconocida competencia en el tema
principal de interés.

Possibility of establishing an office
of the Secretariat of IASI in the IBGE

In June 2011, the then President of IASI, Dr. Luis A.
Escobar, sent a letter to Dr. Eduardo Pereira Nunes,
at that time President of the Brazilian Institute of
Geography and Statistics (IBGE), expressing the
interest of the Executive Committee to have the
support of the IBGE to establish an office of the
Secretariat of IASI at that institution . This
communication presented the bases that could be
considered in a cooperation agreement; it also raised
the possibility that the President and the Technical
Secretary could visit IBGE at an appropriate time to
jointly examine the possibilities for such proposed
cooperation.

Through consultations with the mediation of Dr. Pedro
Silva, former President of IASI and now a member
of its Advisory Board, on November 2, 2011 such
visit was scheduled with the new President of IBGE,
Dr. Wasmalia Bivar, which took place on 5 and 6
December . Last minute circumstances prevented
that Dr. Bivar personally received the delegation of
the TASI, which however was received in the
Presidential Office by Dr. Nuno Bittencourt,
Executive Director and Dr. Roberto Sant'Anna,
Director of International Relations. Subsequently,
Dr. Denise Silva, Director of the ENCE, joined the
meeting.



En la reunion se confirmo la decision de 1a Presidenta
del IBGE de proporcionar al IASI el respaldo
solicitado.

La coopera-
cion con la revista “Estadistica” comenzaria con reto-
mar el proyecto que se inicio afios atras, para poner
a disposicion en formato electronico la serie completa
de articulos publicados en la revista, a través de la
pagina web, con excepcion de los ultimos volimenes,
para no desalentar las subscripciones.

Se decidio iniciar desde ya un permanente intercam-
bio de informacién y documentacion, para facilitar
una gradual transferencia de responsabilidades a la
nueva oficina, sin necesidad de esperar por la
formalizacion de la relacion de cooperacion interinsti-
tucional mediante la firma de un convenio.

La reunion sirvio para considerar algunos aspectos
puntuales, como posibles apoyos en relacion con la
revista “Estadistica” y la realizacion de la XI Reunién
sobre Estadistica Publica a finales de 2012, sobre
“Conservacion, diseminacion y confidencialidad de
datos”. EI Dr. Silva estara encargado de discutir,
con las autoridades del IASI, los detalles de la
colaboracion del IBGE.

Se consider6 que la XI Reunion sobre Estadistica
Publica en noviembre de 2012 se podria programar
para tres dias (miércoles, jueves y viernes), precedida
por dos dias (lunes y martes) dedicados a cursos a
los que podrian asistir tanto participantes en la XI
Reunién como otros interesados. Seria de indudable
interés que el Comité Ejecutivo tuviera su Sesion
anual en esos dos dias, con la posibilidad de tomar
contacto directo con las actividades de la propuesta
oficina del IASI en el IBGE.

Por otra parte se manifesto interés por una participa-
cion activa del IASI en actividades relacionadas con
el 60° Congreso Mundial de Estadistica del Instituto

In the meeting, the Executive Director confirmed the
decision of the President of IBGE in providing the
support requested by IASI, pointing out that the issue
would be submitted to the Directing Council of the
institution, along with a draft of the terms of
agreement. It was anticipated that such draft should
be analyzed by the lawyers of the institution and by
those of an official organization external to the IBGE.
These procedures would take a few weeks.

Dr. Pedro Silva would be in charge of the office of
IASI at IBGE, with the collaboration of three other
persons who would devote part time to support tasks
related to the Newsletter and the website. Dr. Silva
would also take care of providing support to the journal
"Estadistica". The cooperation with the journal
"Estadistica" would begin by resuming the project that
started years ago which would make available,
through the website, the entire series of articles
published in the journal, except for the last volumes,
in order not to discourage subscriptions.

It was decided to start immediately an ongoing
exchange of information and documentation to
facilitate a gradual transfer of responsibilities to the
new office, without having to wait for the formalization
of the inter-agency cooperation through the signing
of an agreement.

The meeting was useful to consider some specific
aspects, including possible support in relation to the
journal "Estadistica" and also the holding of the XI
Meeting on Public Statistics at the end of 2012 on
"Preservation, dissemination and confidentiality of
data." Dr. Silva will be responsible for discussing
with the authorities of the IASI the details of the
collaboration from the IBGE.

It was considered that the XI Meeting on Public Sta-
tistics in November 2012 could be scheduled for three
days (Wednesday, Thursday and Friday), preceded
by two days (Monday and Tuesday) devoted to
courses that could be attended by both participants in
the XI Meeting and other interested persons. It would
be of undoubted interest that the Executive Committee
holds its annual Session in those two days, with the
opportunity of taking direct contact with the activities
of the proposed office of the IASI in the IBGE.

On the other hand, an interest was expressed in an
active participation of IASI in activities related to the
60th World Congress of Statistics of the International



Internacional de Estadistica (ISI), a realizarse en 2015
en Rio de Janeiro con el IBGE como anfitrién. Dicha
participacion pudiera incluir: (a) una reunion del IASI
que fuera también una reunion satélite del Congreso
del ISI, (b) la representacion del IASI en alguno de
los comités cientificos y/o de organizacion, (c) apoyo
logistico para facilitar las comunicaciones con la
region de las Américas.

* Prof. Morettin, as coordinator of the Latin American
Outreach Committee (LAOC) of the ISI, described
the functions of the Committee, whose main objective
is to promote the momentum of the discipline of
Statistics in Latin America.

Prof. Morettin stressed the importance of the ISI as
an international society where contacts are
established and informations on the current lines of
research in our discipline are shared. He said that
one of the main points of the agenda of the Committee
is to gather information on the statistical societies in
the subregion.

It organizes a
biannual event, publishes a journal and coordinates
and organizes the calendar of different thematic
schools (kind of sections) that have achieved stability
and periodic activities. He stressed the important of
this centralized and national management that, given
the proliferation of events and users of statistics, is
very difficult to handle by a single University or
Institute. He commented that the maturity and the
development of the discipline were allowing some
leaders propose and lead the Society to the prominent
place that has today. Each country has its own history
and according to their needs and characteristics is
giving his own organization. Also, he mentioned that
itis possible that in 2015 Pedro Silva will become the
new President of the ISI, which will hold its World
Congress in Brazil in 2015.

* The following are some of the reasons given by
Prof. Martinez, supplemented by observations of all
attendees.

1. The Colombian statistician has developed its own
identity.

2. In addition to the classical schools, the careers of
Santo Tomas and Monteria have emerged
successfuly.

3. The graduate programs are realities with academic
recognition.

4. The number of graduates and users of statistics
are growing at an increasing rate

5. The number of Colombian events of international
order have grown, and an entity to coordinate
calendars and organize events, independently of
particular universities and local origins is becoming
needed.

6. It is necessary to optimize resources with a country
focus. For example, at the invitation of international
specialists.

7. The country has clear internationalization policies
aimed at the insertion of Colombia into the
international community, which makes it desirable that
statisticians, duly associated, have a presence in the
different scenarios of globalization that the country
is generating.

8 Establish mechanisms allowing to present as
candidates to "elected members" of ISI to
distinguished Colombian colleagues.

9 1t is clear that graduates are the strong nucleus,
and gremial character is therefore necessary, but with
national mind.

In view of the new Curricular Bases in Mathematics
that is being porpodsed by the Ministry of Education,
the preparation of a document to summarize the
majority's thought on this subject at the international
level and regarding the Chilean experience, was
requested from a group of scholars affiliated to the
SOCHE, with experience in the teaching of statistics
atthe school level. While the genesis of the document
is in the present national situation, its
recommendations and conclusions are of a general
nature, although mainly focused on basic education.
