NINIs: cifras precisas para un término impreciso.
Originado en el Reino Unido al comenzar este siglo
bajo la denominacién NEET (Not in Employment,
Education or Training) el término NiNi -como ahora
se le conoce en el mundo de habla hispana para
designar a los jovenes que ni estudian ni trabajan- ha
tenido en particular en México un impacto enorme
dadas las cifras espectaculares que se dan al respecto
en la prensa y medios de comunicacion y que incluso
organismos como la OCDE las han recogido sin
mucho examen critico de por medio. En el debate
mediatico tal pareciera que la credibilidad de las cifras
es directamente proporcional a su magnitud. Pero
NiNis es hoy por hoy un término de amplia circulacion
que dista todavia de convertirse en un concepto

Mexico

NEET: precise figures for a vague term. NEET
(Not in Employment, Education or Training), a term
originated in the United Kingdom at the beginning of
this century -and now known in the Spanish-speaking
world as NiNi, to refer to young people who are
neither studying nor working ("ni estudian ni
trabajan")-, has had a huge impact in particular in
Mexico given the spectacular figures given to the
subject in the press and communication media, and
that even agencies like the OECD have picked up
without much critical examination performed. In the
debate in the media it seems that the credibility of the
figures is directly proportional to its size. But NEET
is today a term in wide circulation which is still far
from becoming a statistical concept; this entails a
process of discussion more complex than it seems,
same that begins by having an idea of the problematic

Es asi como en el Instituto Nacional de Estadistica y
Geografia (INEGI) se emprendié una labor de
investigacion a partir de todos los recursos
conceptuales y de captacion de la Encuesta Nacional
de Ocupacion y Empleo (ENOE) asi como de la
Cuenta Satélite sobre el trabajo doméstico no
remunerado en los hogares para identificar todas las
fases de filtrado —y todos los matices- que permitan
enfocar mejor el término NiNis hacia el problema
que se quiere visibilizar.

Se concluye que lo mas conducente es tener una
delimitacion precisa de lo que es poblacion joveny la
pertinencia de aplicar criterios diferenciados al interior
del grupo de edad. Por esa via se deja atras una cifra
de 7.5 millones mediaticamente posicionada por una
mas precisa de 3.8 millones que tiene mas sentido
para la politica publica y el uso eficiente de recursos.
Mas alla de este esfuerzo, es claro que el tema debe
ser retomado por las Conferencias Internacionales
de Estadisticos del Trabajo a las que convoca la OIT

identify all phases of filtering -and all the nuances-
allowing better focus the term NEET to the problem
that is wanted to make visible.

It is concluded that the more conducive it is to have
a precise delimitation of what is young population
and the relevance of applying differentiated criteria
to the interior of the age group. In that way a figure
of 7.5 million medially-positioned is replaced by a
more accurate of 3.8 million, that makes more sense
for public policy and the efficient use of resources.
Beyond this effort, it is clear that the theme should
be taken by the International Conferences of Labour
Statisticians convoked by the ILO, so that it is
discussed in multilateral forums with the rigor and
clarity necessary to consolidate it as a concept to
guide in the statistical measurement, but also invites
to further development of the measurements of
subjective well-being to determine to what extent the
optimization of the home well-being by means of
non-market work is compatible with the welfare of
whom supplies it, especially among the female
population, which would allow to incorporate new
criteria to take into account in a quantification of the
NEET.

La filosofia bayesiana y la medicion de las clases
medias en México. Mucho se ha debatido sobre la
medicion de la pobreza tanto en el plano conceptual
como metodologico, pero no ciertamente la misma
atencion han recibido la identificacion y la medicion
estadisticas de la(s) llamada(s) clase(s) media(s).
Esta ultima tarea resulta problematica por dos
razones: (1) porque no necesariamente la clase media
es algo que comience justamente ahi en donde
termina la pobreza: en la sociologia contemporanea
(Metzgar, 2010) se discute si la pobreza define en si
misma a una clase social o es mas bien una condicion
transversal al concepto de clase, por ejemplo: asi como
hay trabajadores, cabe concebir asimismo un estrato
de la clase trabajadora no pobre pero tampoco en si
y por si clase media. (2) la ausencia de una definicion
consensuada sobre lo que es la clase media, sobre
todo de una que se preste a ser medible con la
informacién estadistica disponible. Ciertamente
algunas metodologias se han propuesto para salvar
el obstaculo: algunas fijando un umbral alrededor de
la mediana del ingreso corriente per capita
(mediciones relativas), algunas otras determinando
econométricamente la probabilidad de incurrir o no
en pobreza y decidiendo cudl umbral de riesgo marca
la frontera entre ser clase media o no serlo.

De cualquier forma en una y otra vertiente, se debe
fijar ex6genamente la frontera cuantitativa que
marque la diferencia (por ejemplo + — 25% de la
mediana en las mediciones relativas; o un umbral de
riesgo de incurrir en pobreza inferior al 10% en las
mediciones absolutas). Frente a esto, el Instituto
Nacional de Estadistica y Geografia de México ha
intentado explorar un camino nuevo menos
dependiente ya sea de este tipo de decisiones o
también de una definicion aprioristica, estructurada
y cerrada de lo que es “clase media”. Para ello opta
una posicion bayesiana en vez de una platdnica con
respecto al problema; se parte de intuiciones sobre
patrones de gasto y consumo abiertas a nueva
informacién que esta ultima puede corregir, en vez
de pretender tener un concepto consumado de punto
de partida al que sélo cabria ilustrar. Acorde con esta
filosofia el INEGI adopta una metodologia que somete
a prueba modelos probabilisticos para ver cual arroja
la conglomeracion que mejor describe la
configuracién de grupos de hogares que subyace a
la informacion sobre el gasto corriente, estimando
los parametros de cada propuesta de configuracion
posible por via de la maxima verosimilitud. La

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Bayesian philosophy and the measurement of the
middle classes in Mexico. Much has been discussed
on the measurement of poverty both at the conceptual
and methodological levels, but certainly not the
same attention have received the statistical
identification and measurement of the so called
middle class(es). This last task is problematic for
two reasons: (1) because the middle class is not
necessarily something that just starts there at the
end of poverty: in contemporary sociology
(Metzgar, 2010) it is discussed whether poverty
defines itself a social class or is rather a transversal
condition to the concept of class, for example: as there
are workers, it is conceivable a not poor stratum in
the working class but not necessarily being a part of
the middle class; (2) the absence of an agreed
definition on what is the middle class, especially one
appropriate to be measurable with the available
statistical information. Certainly some methodologies
have been proposed to overcome the obstacle: some
fixing a threshold around the median of the current
income per capita (relative measurements), some
others determining by econometrics the probability
of incurring or not in poverty and deciding which risk
threshold marks the boundary between being in middle
class or being not.

Anyway, in one and in the other side, the quantitative
border that makes a difference should be
exogenousby fixed (e.g. +—25% of the median in
the relative measurements; or a threshold of risk
of incurring poverty less than 10% in the absolute
measurements). Given this, the National Institute
of Statistics and Geography of Mexico has tried to
explore a new way less dependent on this kind of
decisions and also on an a priori structured and
closed definition of what "middle class" is. To do
this, it is chosen a Bayesian rather than a platonic
position with respect to the problem; one starts
from intuitions about spending and consumption
patterns open to new information that the latter
may correct, rather than pretend to have a
consummated concept of starting point to which
we only might illustrate. In keeping with this
philosophy, the INEGI adopts a methodology of
testing probabilistic models to see which one
provides the conglomeration that better describes
the configuration of groups of households which
underlies the current expenditure information,
estimating the parameters of each proposal for
possible configuration via maximum likelihood. The
conglomeration of the selected model is used as a
reference on how the social classes in Mexico could

The head of the INEI considers that the approval of
the Code is a starting point for the improvement of
the statistical production in Peru, reason why it has
been proposed to spread it and raising awareness
among the authorities and all responsible for the
statistical production, to achieve its fulfillment; as well
as to develop a system of indicators to monitor its
implementation and evaluation at the level of the
National Statistical System (NSS).
