Proyecto de nuevos Estatutos

En su tltima Sesion, celebrada en noviembre de 2012,
el Comité Ejecutivo encargd a la Secretaria que
preparase el borrador de un proyecto de nuevos
Estatutos que atendiera la necesidad de actualizacion
de las bases de organizacion del Instituto en varios
aspectos.

El borrador preparado por la Secretaria fue revisado
por los miembros del Comité Ejecutivo y se
introdujeron los ajustes que se consideraron
pertinentes. El texto final resultante sera sometido
en breve por el Comité Ejecutivo, por intermedio de
la Secretaria, a la aprobacion de los miembros
personales y representantes de los miembros
afiliados, mediante referéndum, de acuerdo con lo
que establecen el apartado 6 del Articulo III y los
apartados 1, 2 y 3 del Articulo XIII, de los Estatutos
ahora vigentes, documento 8196b, que puede ser
consultado en http://www.contraloria.gob.pa/inec/
IASI/presentacion.html.

Los cambios introducidos en la propuesta del Comité
Ejecutivo son los siguientes:

a) Se cambia el nombre de miembros personales por
miembros titulares. Se agrega la categoria de
miembros estudiantes, que ya en 2008 fue incorporada
en forma experimental por el Comité Ejecutivo.

b) Organizacion. Se reemplaza el nombre de Secre-
taria por Oficina Permanente. Se suprimen, como
organos del Instituto, las secciones y los grupos de
trabajo, cuyo funcionamiento o establecimiento se
mantienen como opciones del Comité Ejecutivo.

Project of new Statutes

At its last session, in November 2012, the Executive
Committee directed the Secretariat to prepare a draft
for a new Constitution addressing the need to update
the bases of organization of the Institute in several
aspects.

The draft prepared by the Secretariat was reviewed
by the members of the Executive Committee and the
adjustments that were considered relevant were
introduced. The resulting final text will be soon
submitted by the Executive Committee, through the
Secretariat, to the approval of the individual members
and representatives of Affiliated members, by
referendum, according to what is established in
paragraph 6 of Article III and paragraphs 1, 2 and 3
of Article XIII, of the Constitution now in force,
document 8196b, which can be consulted in http://
www.contraloria.gob.pa/inec/IASI/presentation.html.

The changes introduced in the proposal of the
Executive Committee are as follows:

a) The term Constitution, as the title for the document,
is replaced by Statutes, considered an appropriate
translation of the term “Estatutos” used in the Spanish
text.

b) The name of individual members is changed to
regular members. The category of student members,
which had already been incorporated in 2008 in an
experimental way by the Executive Committee, is now
added.

¢) Organization. The term Secretariat is replaced by
Permanent Office. The sections and working groups
are suppressed as organs of the Institute, but remains,

Candidaturas para el Comité Ejecutivo

or establishment. National chapters (Article IX of
the Constitution now in force) are suppressed; they
had been considered in the past as an alternative to
national statistical associations now existing in several
countries in the region; it was never created a national
chapter of IASI. The Editorial Office, which in fact
operates since 2007, is now incorporated as an organ
of the Institute.

d) The Technical Secretary is renamed as Executive
Director. The figure of Deputy Executive Director is
incorporated.

e) The form of delegation of functions to the Deputy
Executive Director is established.

f) An Article on the Editorial Office, now been
officialized as an Institute’s organ, is included.

g) An Article on the Advisory Board, which formalises
the existence of an entity created in 2002 by the
Executive Committee as an instance to take better
advantage of the contributions of people with
experience in the leadership, is included.

We are confident in having a broad participation of
the indivual members and representatives of affiliated
members, in this important referendum.

Nominations for the Executive Committee

In accordance with Article II of the Bylaws, an
election of the three Vice Presidents of the Executive
Committee for the two-year term beginning February
1, 2014 shall be conducted in the next few months.

Dr. Juan Carlos Abril (Argentina), now First Vice
President and President Elect, will be the President
for the above referred term. Consequently, since
Article II.5 of the Bylaws establishes that the
members of the Executive Committee shall be of
different nationalities, no candidates from Argentina
can be considered for this election.

The Secretariat invites the individual members and
the representatives of affiliated members, to nominate
candidates, in accordance with Article 11.8.B of the
Bylaws. For this purpose, a new list of individual
members is being distributed among them; from this
list the candidates shall be selected.

Francisco
Javier Labbé Opazo, who resigned, on April 26, to
the position of National Director of the INE, that he
served for more than two years.

Dr. Coeymans is a Commercial Engineer and Licenti-
ate in Economic Sciences of the Pontifical Catholic
University of Chile, and obtained his master and Ph.D.
degrees in economics at the University of Oxford.

Mexico

Subjective well being in Mexico and its correlates.
The statistical measurement of subjective well being
(SWB) is gradually moving from academia, NGOs
and private enterprises to the realm of official statistics.
Nowadays, the National Statistics Offices of United
Kingdom, France, Italy, New Zealand, Philippines,
Bhutan, China and Chile, among others, are generating
or in process to generate SWB statistics. Mexico's
National Statistics Office, INEGI, has recently carried
out its first survey as part of a wider program to
generate better measures of social well being and
progress.

This experimental survey was implemented as a
module of the National Expenditures Survey and was
addressed to the population between the ages 18 and
70, and is representative at the national level only,
with 10,654 effective questionnaires. The module



tionarios efectivos. El modulo consta de 65 preguntas
y fue disefiado teniendo en cuenta versiones
preliminares de las directrices de la OCDE sobre
medicion del bienestar subjetivo, la encuesta social
Europea, asi como algunas ideas del INEGI.

Usando la escala de 0 a 10, los resultados muestran
que los mexicanos tienen una saciedad vital promedio
de 8.0 y una felicidad promedio de 8.4, que concuerda
con lamayoria de los resultados previamente publica-
dos por otros organismos e instituciones.

Encontramos una tenue pero estadisticamente signifi-
cativa relacion en forma de U entre edad y felicidad,
asi como entre edad y satisfaccion vital. Hay una
aparente relacion positiva entre satisfaccion vital y
educacion, que se desvanece cuando se introducen
los controles relacionados con ingresos y "status". Los
ingresos (de hecho los gastos per céapita del hogar)
tienen una relacion estadistica positiva pero débil con
satisfaccion vital y felicidad. La gente religiosa,
especialmente aquellos que promueven activamente
su fe, tiende a tener un BS ligeramente mayor que
los no religiosos. Los encuestados que viven en una
casa con alguien que sufre de alcoholismo muestran
un BS promedio por debajo del promedio nacional,
mientras que aquellos con problemas de adiccion a
las drogas estan incluso mas abajo.

El cuestionario de datos muestra que los que informan
haber recibido algun tipo de reconocimiento o elogios
por hacer lo que hacen estan por encima de la media
nacional, mientras que aquellos que carecen de
reconocimiento estan claramente debajo de la media.
Aquellos que sufren discriminacion y violencia estan
claramente por debajo del BS promedio, pero quienes
sufren agresion fisica de una persona que vive con
ellos estan peor que aquellos que sufren agresiones
fisicas de extrafios. Practicar deportes, actos de bon-
dady generosidad, ganar suficiente para cubrir necesi-
dades béasicas y tener pareja sentimental estable
(casado 0 no), se correlacionan con niveles superiores
al BS promedio. Considerando los dominios de
satisfaccion, nos encontramos con las puntuaciones
mas altas en conceptos tales como "vida familiar",
"autonomia" y "vida afectiva" y mas bajos en asuntos

como "situacion econdomica", "pais" y "educacion".
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consist of 65 questions and was designed taking into
consideration preliminary versions of the OECD’s
Guidelines on Measurement of Subjective Well Being,
the European Social Survey, as well as some ideas
from INEGI.

Using the 0 to 10 scale, results show that Mexicans
have an average life satiation of 8.0 and an average
happiness of 8.4, which is consistent with the majority
of results previously published by other agencies and
institutions. Using a range that goes from -1.0 to 1.0
we find an average effective balance of 0.5, which
implies a weighted average of three positive emotions
for each negative emotion. Average levels of life
satisfaction, happiness and effective balance are the
same for men and women.

We find a tenuous but statistically significant U-
shaped relationship between age and happiness, as
well as between age and life satisfaction. There is an
apparent positive relationship between life satisfaction
and education, which vanishes when controls related
to income and status are introduced. Income (in fact
household expenditure per capita) has a positive but
weak statistical relationship with life satisfaction and
happiness. Religious people, especially those who
actively promote their faith, tend to have a slightly
higher SWB than non religious. Respondents living in
a household with someone suffering from alcoholism
show an average SWB below the national average,
while those with problems of drug addiction are even
further down.

The questionnaire data shows that those reporting
having received some kind of recognition or
compliments for doing whatever they do are above
the national average, while those lacking recognition
are clearly below the average. Those suffering
discrimination and violence are clearly below average
SWB, but those suffering physical aggression from
someone they are living with are even worse than
those suffering physical aggression from strangers.
Practicing sports, practicing acts of kindness and
generosity, earning enough to cover basic needs and
having a stable sentimental partner (married or not),
are correlated with higher than average levels of
SWB. Considering domains of satisfaction, we find
the highest scores in items such as “family life”,
“autonomy” and “affective life”, and lowest in items
such as “economic situation”, “country” and
“education”.

Twelfth Meeting of the Executive Committee
of the SCA - ECLAC

The Twelfth Meeting of the Executive Committee
of the Statistical Conference of the Americas (SCA),
of'the Economic Commission for Latin America and
the Caribbean (ECLAC) was be held in Pucon, Chile
on April 24-26,2013.

The Technical Secretary of TASI participated in the
Meeting in representation of the Institute.

SCA-ECLAC is a subsidiary body of the Commission
that seeks to promote the development and
improvement of national statistics and assure they
are internationally comparable. The Conference also
promotes international, regional and bilateral
cooperation on statistics in the region.

SCA-ECLAC has an Executive Committee (EC),
which supports and orients the Conference in the
implementation of its mandates and activities, and is
responsible for the continuity in the period between
plenary sessions of the Conference, which are held
every two years. At each plenary session seven
member countries are chosen to form part of the
Executive Committee in the period between said
plenary and the next one, with representation of
different groups of countries. Currently, the CE is
chaired by Paraguay, and addionally integrated by
Belize, Canada, Cuba, Ecuador, Spain, and
Dominican Republic.

The members of the EC of the SCA-ECLAC are
convoked for the meetings of the EC, and the other
member countries of the Conference and diverse
international organizations interested in the region's
statistical development are also invited to participate.

The agreements adopted by the EC at its Twelfth
Meeting will be soon presented on the SCA's
website: http://www.eclac.cl/deype/ceacepal/index.
htm. These agreements include: (a) recommenda-

Destacamos en particular que, en relacion con el tema
de las estadisticas agropecuarias, después de tomar
nota de las actividades del grupo de trabajo respectivo
y de la elaboracion del borrador del plan de accion
regional de la estrategia global para el mejoramiento
de las estadisticas agropecuarias y rurales, el CE des-
taco la importancia de la cooperacion de los institutos
nacionales de estadistica y los ministerios de agricul-
tura para el éxito de la estrategia global, y solicito el
apoyo de varios organismos y agencias internacio-
nales, incluyendo al IASI, mediante financiamiento,
asistencia técnica internacional y apoyo institucional
para las actividades del grupo de trabajo.

El CE acordo la celebracion de la séptima reunion
plenaria de la CEA-CEPAL en la sede de la CEPAL,
en Santiago de Chile, del 6 al 8 de noviembre de 2013,
para la cual propuso un temario provisional que
incluye la realizacién de cuatro seminarios
sustantivos, sobre los siguientes temas:

(a) Desarrollo de las estadisticas economicas basicas
en el marco del Sistema de Cuentas Nacionales
(SCN2008) en América Latina y el Caribe;

(b) la agenda para el desarrollo después de 2015 y
los desafios para los sistemas estadisticos nacionales
de América Latina y el Caribe;

(c) avances y desafios de la incorporacion del enfoque
de género para la produccion estadistica en los
sistemas estadisticos nacionales; y
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tions for the better functioning of the working groups;
(b) institutional strengthening; (c) promotion of the
training of competent human resources; (d) promotion
of technical capabilities in relation to measurements
related to the follow-up to the Millennium
Development Goals, the statistics of gender, the
harmonisation of the statistics of poverty by income
and public transfers, censuses, national accounts,
international classifications, statistics on
communications and information technologies,
environmental statistics, agricultural statistics,
employment, unemployment and underutilization of
labor force, households surveys, statistics on
childhood and adolescence, information about
Government, public safety, victimization and justice;
and (e) the promotion of coordination and the
cooperation between the member countries of CEA-
ECLAC, and international organizations.

We highlight in particular that, in relation to the issue
of agricultural statistics, after taking note of the
activities of the respective Working Group, and of
the drafting of the regional plan of action of the global
strategy for the improvement of agricultural and rural
statistics, the EC stressed the importance of the
cooperation of national statistical offices and
ministries of agriculture for the success of the global
strategy, and requested support from several
international organizations and agencies, including
IASI, through financing, technical assistance and
institutional support for the activities of the working

group.

The EC agreed to the holding of the seventh plenary
meeting of the SCA-ECLAC at the headquarters of
ECLAC, in Santiago, Chile, from 6 to 8 November
2013, for which proposed a provisional agenda which
includes four substantive seminars, on the following
topics:

(a) development of the basic economic statistics in
the framework of the System of National Accounts
(SNA2008) in Latin America and the Caribbean;

(b) the agenda for development beyond 2015 and
challenges for national statistical systems of Latin
America and the Caribbean;

(c) progress and challenges of the incorporation of
the gender approach for the statistical production in
national statistical systems; and
