Thistime | want to draw your attention to some of
the outcomes of the recent work carried out at the
IASI and of decisionstaken during thelatest meeting
of the IASI Executive Committee.

The Executive Committee met in BuenosAires, on
August 26-28, in facilities provided by the INDEC
(Instituto Nacional de Estadisticay Censos). Herel
wish to pay tribute for the hospitality and facilities
provided by our hosts.

The topics we discussed were many and varied as
you can observed from the brief report below.

En relaciéon con la
cooperacion con €l 1S, existe un acuerdo mediante
d cual d 1Sl cooperaenladivulgeciondeinformacion
sobre las Reuniones de Estadistica Publica y otras
actividades relevantes organizadas por el |ASI.
Actualmente se esta considerando la posibilidad de
proponer, parael Periodo de Sesionesdd 1Sl de2007
en Lisboa, una sesién organizada por € |ASI como
unade las “Sesiones de Sociedades invitadas’.

3. Campafia para e aumento de la membresia.
De acuerdo con una decision tomada en la Reunion
del Comité Ejecutivo en 2003, enjulio seinicid una
campana para el aumento de la membresia.
Comprendié contactos con varias asociaciones
estadisticas de paisesdelaregion (Argentina, Bolivia,
Chile, Ecuador, México, Uruguay) paraproponerles
acuerdos de membresias conjuntas. Mediante estos
acuerdos las cuotas del IASI se reduciran aUS$ 15
paralas membresias conjuntas. Ya se han recibido
respuestas positivas de Ecuador y Bolivia, asi como
reaccionesiniciales positivas también de Argentina,
Méxicoy Chile. Con Brasil, e IASI yatieneun

1. Location and
facilities of the
Secretariat of
IAS. The outcomes
of discussions and
review of progress
led us to recognize
that the current
offices of the Sec-
retariat operate at a
satisfactory level,
with some minor
improvements re-
quired. Most opera
tions regarding
membership and
financial services
operate from
Panama, where the
Newsdletter is also
produced and distributed from, thanks to generous
support of the Direccion de Estadisticay Censo of
the Contraloria General dela Republicade Panama.
Publication of the journal Estadistica and the web
page are mostly done in the Buenos Aires office,
with generous support from INDEC. An additional
contribution in receiving membership duesand other
paymentsviacredit card isprovided by the Brazilian
Statistical Association (ABE).

2. Cooperation with the ISI. Regarding
cooperation withthelSl, thereisacurrent agreement
by which the ISl cooperates in disseminating
information about the Meetings on Public Statistics
and other relevant activities organized by 1ASI.
Currently, possibilitiesare being exploited to propose
asession organized by the |ASI asone of the" Guest
Societies Sessions’ to take place during the 2007
Session of 1Sl in Lisboa.

3. Membership increase campaign. According
to adecision taken in the Meeting of the Executive
Committee in 2003, a campaign to increase the
membership was launched in July. This comprised
approaching various statistical associations of
countries in the region (Argentina, Bolivia, Chile,
Equador, Mexico, Uruguay) and propose joint
membership agreements. Through these agreements,
IASI's fees will be reduced to US$ 15 for joint
membership. Positive responses were already
received from Equador and Bolivia, aswell asinitial
positive responses al so from Argentina, Mexico and
Chile. With Brazil, IAS| already maintainsasimilar



arreglo similar, que ha producido ya un incremento
sustantivo en lamembresia en 2003/2004.

Estacampanatratarade alcanzar pronto otros paises
delaregion, y acorto plazo seiniciaran negociaciones
para extenderla alos Estados Unidos a través de la
Asociacion Americana de Estadistica.

También se inicié un nuevo esfuerzo por lograr la
membresia institucional de varias instituciones
estadisticas de paises de laregion. Estasiniciativas
estén orientadas a acceder a un nimero mayor de
estadisticos y también a incrementar la base de
contribuciones que apoyen el desarrollo de las
actividades del IASI.

4. Boletin Informativo. Lasituacion actual parece
buena, con oportuna producciény distribucion en el
formato el ectronico. Decidimos comenzar aconsultar
alosmiembros queingresan a IASI, s necesitan la
edicion en papel del Boletin, el que actualmente se
distribuye tanto electronicamente como en papel,
ademés de estar disponible en la pagina web.

5. Revista Estadistica. Larevista Estadistica fue
lafuente de mayor preocupacién en relacion con las
actua esactividades, porque no hemoslogrado tenerla
a dia, y las presentaciones"voluntarias' dearticulos
son muy pocas. En afios recientes se ha hecho un
esfuerzo sustantivo por mantener la revista a dia,
invitando adestacadosinvestigadoresaorganizar edi-
cionesespeciales. Esto resultd en ediciones especia-
les sobre Series de Tiempo (organizada por Daniel
Pefia), Estadistica Robusta (Victor Yohai), Medicion
de la Pobreza y Desigualdad (Camilo Dagum) y
pronto aparecerd una sobre Estadistica Bayesiana
(organizadapor Manuel Mendoza). A pesar del éxito
deestasiniciativas, otras presentacionesde articul os
estan a nivel muy bajo, lo que causa gran
preocupacion enrelacion con el futuro delarevista

Tomando ésto en consideracion, e Comité Ejecutivo
decidio adoptar un cambio enlapoliticaeditoria y en
laorganizacion del cuerpo editoria delarevista, que
pronto se anunciara a los miembros del cuerpo
editorial por correspondencia, alosmiembrosviael
proximo nimero del Boletiny enlapéginaweb. Espe-
ramos que el nuevo enfogque que sedaraalarevista,
junto con una campafia de promocion de "presenta-
ciones' puedarevertir latendenciaactua y dar nuevo
impetu a nuestrarevistainsignia. Adicionalmente,
seestapreparando, con laasistenciadel IBGE (Insti-
tuto Brasileiro de Geografiae Edtatistica), un proyecto

arrangement, which has already resulted in a
substantia increasein membership during 2003/2004.

This campaign will try and reach to other countries
intheregion soon, and negotiationsto disseminateit
inthe United States of Americathroughthe American
Statistical Associationwill beinitiated soon.

A new effort has also been launched towards
securing institutional membership of various officia
statistics agencies of countriesin theregion. These
initiatives are geared towards reaching out to larger
numbers of statisticians and also at increasing the
base of contributions that support development of
IASI sactivities.

4. Newsletter. The current status of the Newsl etter
seemsto be agood one, with timely production and
distribution in the electronic format. We decided to
start asking members when they join IASI whether
they requirethe paper copy of the Newsdl etter, which
is presently distributed both electronically and in
paper, aswell asis made available on the website.

5. Journal Estadistica. The journal Estadistica
was the source of most concern regarding current
activities, because we have not managed to have it
up to date, and “voluntary” submissionsarevery low.
In recent years, a substantial effort has been made
to try and get the journa up to date, by means of
inviting leading researchersintheir fieldsto assemble
gpecial issues. Thisresulted inspecia issuescovering
Time Series (organized by Daniel Pefia), Robust
Statistics (organized by Victor Yohai), Measuring of
Poverty and Inequality (organized by Camilo Dagum)
and soon to appear on Bayesian Statistics (organized
by Manuel Mendoza). Despite the success of these
initiatives, other submissions are at very low levels
and are cause of great concern regarding the future
of thejournal.

Taking this into account, the Executive Committee
decided to adopt a change in editorial policy andin
the organization of the editorship of thejournal, that
will soon be announced through correspondence to
the members of the editorial board, the membership
viathe next issue of thisNewd etter, and thewebsite.
We hopethat the new focusto be givento thejournal
together with acampaign of submissions may revert
the current trend and provide us with renewed
impetusto our flagship journal. Inaddition, aproject
to makethewhole seriesof articlespublished to date
availablein electronic format isbeing prepared with

6. Seminariosde Estadistica Aplicada. El Comité
Ejecutivo considerd € progreso en la organizacion
del siguiente Seminario de Estadistica Aplicada en
Per(l, en 2005.

Esperamosestar en condicionesde anunciar lafecha
y €l lugar de este seminario en un par de meses.
México esta considerando proponer organizar €l
Seminario de EstadisticaAplicadaen el afio 2007.

7. Reuniones sobre Estadistica Publica. La
proxima Reunion sobre Estadistica Pablica tendra
lugar en Uruguay en Septiembre de 2005, bajo €l
liderazgo de Orual Andina, y trataralos desafios que
encaran las organizaciones en los Sistemas
Estadisticos Nacionales en mercados integrados o
comunidadesde paises. El énfasisseraenlospaises
del MERCOSUR, pero creemos que los temas a
discutir son de relevancia para muchos otros paises.

8. Actividades dirigidas al sector profesional.
Unaactividad realizadaen este programafue un curso
corto sobre“ Andlissde DatosMuestrales’, auspicia-
dopor el INDECY el progranaMECOVI, y rediza
do enBuenosAiresdel 23a 27 deagosto. En adicion
alapresentacion de métodos de andlisis de datos de
encuestas complejas, el cursointrodujo alos partici-
pantes a uso del software estadistico R, una fuente
de software libre y abierta que puede bajarse de
Internet (Www.R-project.org) y paralacual sedispone
de un nimero de funciones para analizar datos de
encuestascompleas. El cursofuelibre paralos parti-
cipantes 'y, en adicion a participantes de Argentina,
tuvimos otros de Chile, Honduras, Mexicoy Panama.

Estamos abiertos arecibir propuestas de iniciativas
similaresque el 1ASI pueda ayudar a co-auspiciar y
gue conduzcan aelevar el nivel de conocimientosy
préctica estadistica en laregion.

9. Sesiones invitadas en las "Joint Satistical
Meetings" de la Asociacion Americana de Esta-
distica. Examinamos estetemay concluimos que el
programano funcionabieny no haconseguido gene-
rar sesiones organizadas por e |ASI en afios recien-
tes. En consecuentia, queremos animar alos miem-
brosde | ASI que proyecten participar enlas JSM en
los proximos afios a presentar propuestas para tales
reuniones, las que pueden ser enviadas a nuestro
Secretario Técnico, Prof. Evelio Fabbroni, alasdirec-

the assistance of the IBGE (Instituto Brasileiro de
Geografia e Estatistica).

6. Seminars of Applied Satistics. The Executive
Committeereviewed progresstowardsorganizing the
next Seminar of Applied Statisticsin Peru, in 2005.
Difficulties were reported and alternatives were
examined to solve them. We expect to be able to
announce the date and venue of this seminar over
the next couple of months. Mexico is considering
proposing to organize the Seminar of Applied
Statisticsin the year 2007.

7. Mesetingsof Public Satistics. Thenext Meeting
of Public Statistics is to take place in Uruguay in
September 2005, under the leadership of Orual
Andina, and shall deal with the issues facing
organizations in National Statistical Systems in
integrated markets or communitiesof countries. The
emphasiswill be onthe countriesof the MERCOSUR
region, but we believethat theissuesto be discussed
are of relevance to many other countries.

8. Activities designed to reach the professional
sector. One activity carried out under this program
wasashort courseon “Analysisof Sampling Data’,
sponsored by INDEC and the MECOVI program,
and heldin BuenosAires, onAugust 23-27. Inaddition
to presenting methodsfor analysisof complex survey
data, the courseintroduced participantsto the use of
the R statistical software, a free and open source
software that can be downloaded from the web
(www.R-project.org) for which anumber of functions
for analyzing datafrom complex surveysareavailable.
The course was freefor participants and in addition
to attendants from Argentina, we had participants
from Chile, Honduras, Mexico and Panama.

Weareopento receive proposalsof similar initiatives
that the IASI can help co-sponsor and that lead to
enhancetheleve of statistical expertiseand practice
intheregion.

9. Invited sessions during the Joint Satistical
Meetings of the American Satistical Association.
We reviewed the issue and concluded that thisisa
program which is not operating well, having failed
to generate sessions organized by IASI in recent
years. Hence we wish to encourage IASI members
who plan to participate in the JSM in the coming
years to come forward with proposals for such
meetings. These proposals may be forwarded to
our Technical Secretary, Prof. Evelio Fabbroni, at

El camino esté abierto a las sociedades nacionales
de estadisticadelaregién paraproponer laadjudica
cion de este premio en sus reuniones estadisticas
nacionales. Las propuestas deben presentarse por
escrito (e-mail es aceptable) al Secretario Técnico,
y satisfacer |as reglas que se presentan en la pagina
web. Animamosfuertementee uso de estaoportuni-
dad paradifundir el IASI en su paisy llamar laaten-
cion de estadisticos jovenes sobre sus actividades.
Recientemente se cambiaron las reglas para aumen-
tar el limite de edad de elegibilidad, de acuerdo con
sugerencias de lacomision adjudicadoraquetrabajo
en la edicion brasilefia del Premio, liderada por €

12.Asuntos financieros.Se reviso la situacién finan-
cieradel IASI, laque se encontro razonable. Existe
preocupacion, sin embargo, por la dependencia de
contribuciones de un nimero reducido de miembros
institucionales. Esto justifica las gestiones para
aumentar lamembresiay tratar de obtener ingresos
de otras fuentes. Unainiciativa a este respecto esla
actuaciondel IASI como proveedorde apoyo adminis-
trativo paraproyectosdeinterésdeingtituciones esta-
disticasdelaregion. En este sentido, seestan llevando
a cabo algunos proyectos en los que el |ASI apoya
a INDEC enlaadministracién de un nimero de ope-
raciones, cobrando un modesto servicio que contribu-
yeagenerar ingreso que podemos usar en el desarro-
llo de nuestro programa de actividades. Recibimos
unasolicitud paraapoyar un proyecto similar relativo

10. Web page. The website is operating well, with
information about our main activitiesand servicesto
members being updated frequently. One area that
needs development isthat of the e ectronic publication.
This will be considered as part of the project being
studied to make the Journal Estadistica available
through the website. Another project being proposed
is the creation of a mirror site to duplicate the site
maintained at the INDEC, for moments when the
main website may be down for maintenance or other
reasons. Possibilitiesof collaboration withthe | BGE
are being examined in thisregard. Any other ideas
and suggestionsfor improvementsto our websiteare
welcome and should be directed to our Assistant
Technical Secretary Roberto Muifios.

11. IASI Award for Excellence. The prize was
awarded for the first time in Brazil, in the SINAPE
2004. Thefieldisopenfor national statistical societies
intheregionto proposeawardingit during their national
statistical meetings. Proposals must be made in
writing (e-mail is acceptable) to the Technical
Secretary, and must comply with the rules that are
disseminated in the website. We strongly encourage
theuse of thisopportunity to disseminate | ASI inyour
country, and to bring its activities to the attention of
young statisticians. Recent changes were made to
the rules to increase the eligibility age limit, in
accordance with suggestionsreceived from theaward
commission that worked on the Brazilian edition of
the Award and was lead by Prof. Pedro Morettin,
one of our past presidents.

12. Financial matters. Thefinancial situation of IASI
was reviewed and found reasonable. There is
concern, however, over the dependence on the
contributions of small number of institutional
members. Hence thisjustified the drive to increase
membership and to try and devel op incomefrom other
sources. One initiative in this regard is the IASI
operation as provider of administrative support for
projectsof interest of statistical agenciesintheregion.
Some projects are under way in this regard where
IASI issupporting INDEC in managing anumber of
operations, charging modest overhead, that is
contributing to generate income that we can then use
to develop our program of activities. A request was
also made to support asimilar project regarding the
census of the MERCOSUR countries, but this one

In 1995 the National Institute of Statistics and
Censuses (INDEC) of Argentina and the Japan
International Cooperation Agency (JICA) signed a
qguinquennial Cooperation agreement with three
thematic axis: (a) Preparatory tasksfor the Population
Census, (b) databases and SIG information, and (¢)
Formation of Human Resources. An Integral
Program for the Formation of Technicians of the
National Statistical System was developed withinthe
framework of the last point, with the objective of
strenghtening the Provincia Statistical Offices in
charge of the official statisticsin those districts.
