Por otro lado, laComision
de Educacion Estadisticaddl I nstituto emitid en 1947
una resoluciéon con una serie de recomendaciones
parael establecimientoy organizacion de programas
orientados alaformacién y capacitacion en estadis-
ticaen diferentes nivelesy especialidades; con base
en estaresolucién se cred en 1948 en laUniversidad
Nacional del Litoral (ahoraUniversidad Nacional de
Rosario), en Rosario, Argentina, el primer programa
universitario formal en estadisticaen L atinoameérica.

En ladécada de los 50s, €l IASI organizoy llevo a
cabo cuatro programas de dos afios para capacitar
personal estadistico paraoficinas estadisti cas guber-
namentales de los paises de Centroamérica y el
Caribe. Estos programas estuvieron abiertosatodos

ACTIVITIESOF IAS IN THE
FIELD OF EDUCATION

Since its first decade, that of the 1940's, IASI is
very much interested in promoting statistical
education and training intheAmericanregion. Asa
part of its Census of the Americas Program, |ASI
developed, in cooperation with the Unites States
Census Bureau, a series of specialized training
activities aimed at helping the Latin American
countries to develop their respective census
programs. On the other hand, the Statistical
Education Commission of theInstituteissued in 1947
a resolution with a series of recommendations for
the establishment and organization of programs
oriented to statistical education and training at differ-
ent levels and specialities; based on this resolution
thefirst formal university programin gtatisticsin Latin
Americawas created in 1948 in Rosario, Argentina
at the Universidad Nacional del Litoral, now
Universidad Nacional de Rosario.

In the decade of the 1950's, IASI organized and
conducted four two-year programsto train statistical
personnel for government statistical agenciesinthe
Central America and Caribbean countries. These
programs were open to all the countriesin the sub-

Al mismo tiempo, €l IASI cooperé con laOrganiza-
cion delos EstadosAmericanos (OEA), el Gobierno
deChile, laUniversidad de Chiley otrasinstituciones,
enlaorganizaciony operacion del Centro Interameri-
cano de Ensefianza de Estadistica Economica y
Financiera (CIEF), que ofrecid, durante el periodo
1953-61, cursos especializados de larga duracion a
estadisticos, economistas, sociélogosy otrosprofesio-
nales, procedentes de paises de L atinoamérica.

El IASI presentd alaOEA en 1959 un proyecto para
el establecimiento de un Centro Interamericano de
Ensefianzade Estadistica (CIENES), destinado apro-
porcionar educacion formal en estadisticaanivel de
post-grado, asi como cursosy seminarios de capacita
cion, paraayudar auniversidades, centrosdeinvesti-
gacion, oficinas nacional esde estadistica, ministerios
y otrasingtituciones, afortalecer la capacidad de su
personal, contribuyendo asi a desarrollo estadistico
delaregion. El Instituto disefi6, através de su Comi-
sion de Educacion Estadistica, la curricula paralos
cursos inciales, particularmente para un programa
de maestria en estadistica matematica. El Centro
opero en Santiago de Chile por 36 afios, comenzando
en 1962, con auspicio conjunto delaOEA y € Gobier-
no de Chile. A travésdelosafiosel CIENES capacitd
mas de 10,000 personas en cursos especializados,
muchos de ellos dictados en diferentes paises de la
region. Mas de 400 personas se graduaron en la
maestriay 48 de ellos obtuvieron luego un doctorado
en acreditadas universidades de Brasil, Inglaterra,
Francia, Alemania, Estados Unidos y otros paises.
El CIENES organizo en 1972 un Seminario L atinoa-
mericano de Ensefianza de Estadistica, parael inter-
cambio de experiencias de varias universidades que
ya ofrecian educacién especializada en estadistica,
asi como parapresentar y discutir ideas de desarrollo.

En afios recientes el IASI haorganizado y realizado
varias actividades en el campo de la educacion y
capacitacion estadistica; lainformacion pertinente ha
sidoincluidaen variosnimerosdel Boletin Informa
tivo. Dichasactividadesincluyen las siguientes: (a)
Jornadas sobre "M étodos Estadisticos parael Mejora
miento de la Calidad", realizadas en Buenos Aires,
Argentina, el 12y 23 demarzo de 2001, organizadas
conjuntamentepor e IAS! y e Instituto Tecnol 6gico
de Buenos Aires (ITBA); (b) Jornadas Interameri-
canas de Enseflianza de laEstadistica, conjuntamente

region and operated in El Salvador (1954-56),
Dominican Republic (1957-58), Costa Rica (1957-
58), and Panama (1959-61).

At the same time, IASI cooperated with the
Organization of American States (OAS), the
Government of Chile, the University of Chile, and
other ingtitutions, in the organization and operation
of the Inter-American Training Center for Economic
and Financid Statistics(CIEF), that offered long term
specialized courses to statisticians, economists,
sociologists, and other professionals from Latin
American countries, during the period 1953-61.

IASI presented in 1959 to the OAS aproject for the
establishment of an Inter-American Statistical
Training Center (CIENES), destined to provide
formal education in statistics at the graduate level,
as well as training courses and seminars, to help
universities, research centers, national statistical
agencies, ministries and other institutions to
strenghthen their staff capabilities and thus contribute
to the statistical development in the region. The
Institute designed, through its Statistical Education
Commission, the curricula for the initial courses,
particularly for amaster’s program in mathematical
statistics. The Center operated in Santiago, Chile
for 36 years, starting in 1962, jointly sponsored by
the OAS and the Government of Chile. Through
theyears CIENES trained more than 10,000 people
in specialized courses, many of them taught in
different countries of the region. More than 400
persons graduated from the master’s program, and
48 of them obtained later on a Ph.D. degree from
accredited universities in Brazil, England, France,
Germany, the United States, and some other
countries. In 1972 CIENES organized a Latin
American Seminar on the Teaching of Statistics, to
share experiences of anumber of universitiesaready
offering specialized education in statistics, as well
as present and discuss ideas for development.

In the last few years, IASI has organized and
conducted a number of activities in the field of
statistical education and training, and the pertinent
information was included in several issues of our
Newsletter. These activities include the following:
(a) Workshop on "Statistical Methods for Quality
Improvement”, held in BuenosAires, Argentina, on
March 12-13, 2001, jointly organized by IASI and
the Technological Ingtitute of BuenosAires (Instituto
Tecnologico de Buenos Aires - ITBA); (b) Inter-
American Meetingson Teaching of Statistics, jointly

Sixth Meeting of IASI on Public
Satistics - Regional Workshop on
"National Statistical Systems"

This event will take place in Montevideo, Uruguay
on September 21-23, 2005.

IASI, within the framework of its policy of support
to statistical development of the public systems in
the region, has decided to promote an instance of
approximation and exchange of knowledge and
experiences among the National Institutes of
Statistics in MERCOSUR and associates, destined
to reach agreements and to establish basic guidelines
for the devel opment and improvement of the national
statistical systems.

TheWorkshop will aim at satisfying priority objectives
for the group composed by Argentina, Brazil,
Paraguay and Uruguay, as well as by Bolivia and
Chile as associated countries, and at the same time
to serve as a pilot experience for replication in the
other sub-systems in the region.

It must be recognized that a number of countriesin
theregion have significatively advanced in structuring
and organizing the National Statistical Systems.
However, there is a great dispersion in the attained
levelsand itisgeneralized the opinion that thisisone
of the matters deserving a greater and more urgent
attention on the part of the countriesand the statistical
authorities.

There are not doubts about the exi stence of important
obstaclesfor the study, adaptation and application of
thebasic coordination and harmonization ideas. Con-

Ontheother hand, it isnecessary to takeinto account
that, while the organization of the national statistical
systemsisnot yet fully consolidated, an even greater
new challenge appears. The vigorous advance of
the integration regional treaties urgently requiresto
have the indispensable support of sufficiently
coordinated and harmonized statistics, at |east among
the countries integrated in the same group.
Fortunately, the National Institutes of Statistics also
rapidly advance in the search for the regional
agreements needed for this purpose. However, the
focalization of the statistical systemsis an essential
condition for the devel opment of these highly complex
processes.

Among the objectives of the Regional Workshop, the
following, among others, have specia relevance: the
diagnosis of the status of the national statistical
systems, basic production plans, relations between
producers and users, information sources, tools for
statistical coordination and harmonization,
standardization, legal and administrative aspects,
statistical training, and disseminarion and
commercialization policies with the essential
requisites of being coherent, pertinent, understandable
and readily accessible.

Itisamost certain that in most casesthe main cause
presented by the National Institutes of Statistics to
justify an insufficient development of the National
Statistical Systems, is the lack of resources.
Nevertheless, we have to be aware that this problem
will not have a satisfactory solution in the short run,
and that we will have to use at the maximun our
imagination and talent to obtain progress, even when
wearefacing great material and financid limitations.
This point is of singular importance, taking into
account that the statistical systems are not
spontaneously generated. They areartificial systems
that we have to invent and nurture. That is, it isnot
sufficient to reach agreements and to proclaim their
interest, we have al'so to givethefirst priority to the
necessary tasks, within the regular work programs,
assigning them high level specialized resources.

2006 Census of Population. (Taken form an article
by John Kovar, included in the Survey Statistician,
the Newdletter of the International Association of
Survey Statisticians, N° 51, January 2005). In
preparation for the 2006 Census of Population, the
2004 Census Test has recently been successfully
completed. Withthe 2006 Census, Statistics Canada
will beimplementing anumber of major changesto
its census methodology and the 2004 Census Test,
covering about 300,000 dwellings, was conceived as
adress rehearsal of the procedures and methods to
beusedin 2006. Some of the major changes arethe
following: mail-out of census questionnairesto most
dwellings based upon a register of addresses as the
frame; mail-back of completed questionnaires to a
central location (rather than local enumeratorsasin
the past); availability of response via Internet; and
automated data capture using optical mark
recognition. Evaluations of Census Test results
indicate that, although there are some adjustments
required and some challenges in scaling up for the
full census, the planned strategy will work well. Two
of the changeswill now be highlighted.

In 2006, Census questionnaireswill be mailed out to
about two thirds of residential addressesin Canada.
For the remaining areas, questionnaire delivery will
beviaconventional list-leave methodology. For the
mail-out areas, a list of addresses will be first
extracted from the Address Register about nine
months prior to Census Day - May 16, 2006. This
lististhenfield validated for additions, deletionsand

In the 2006
Census, Internet response will be made availablefor
all respondents. Thiswas also the case in the 2004
Census Test. Reception of the Internet option in the
test was quite positive with an uptake which, despite
being lower than that planned for 2006, was still very
good in the context of a Test Census with voluntary
response and minimal public communications
program. Resulting data quality was excellent,
providing improvementsin anumber of dimensions
relative to that from the paper questionnaires. To
achievethis, severa difficult technical challengeshad
to be overcometo produce an application that ensured
the confidentiality and privacy of responsesand which
was quick and easy for users.

February 1, 2003 - January 31, 2004
(National Income and Expenditures Survey of the
Urban Households -ENIGHU); goegraphic
coverage: 8 cities, 4 from the Mountains Region
(Quito, Cuenca, Ambato, and Loja), and 4 from the
Coastal Region (Guayaquil, Machala, Esmeraldas,
and Manta); target popul ation: al the urban population
of the country, without exclusion for any socio-
economic stratum; compoasition of the research basket
and index computation: 299 items (good and services)
for each of the eight cities; general computation
method: modified Laspeyres formula.
