The topic that | address this time is rather unusual.
Nevertheless, bearing in mind experience with the
topicinmy own country, | shall venture somewords
about it, hoping that thismay be of relevanceto some
of you.

We live in an age where data (and stetistical data)
are generated or gathered at an astonishing pace.
Such data are used to gain knowledge and
understanding of the state of nature and society, to
monitor changes and interactions, to support decision-
making, etc. Technology advances and
methodological improvements in Statistics and
Computer Science madeit possibleto store, process,
analyze and interpret such data like never before.

A pesar del relativo
éxito entérminosde operacion anivel del pais, estos
archivosde datos alin no han evolucionado paracubrir
areas geograficas mas amplias.

Lapréctica de conservar y compartir datos estadis-
ticos esta bien desarrollada en la mayoria de los
paises, s seconsiderael &readelaestadisticacficial.
Sin embargo, hay mucho por hacer incluso en este
area. Laarmonizaciony lacomparabilidad son alin
dificiles en muchos aspectos de varias colecciones
estadisticas clave, apesar delosesfuerzosde organi-
zacionesinternacionalesy delos diversosinstitutos
nacionales de estadistica. Acercade este punto, ver
d excdentearticulo de Fellegi y Ryten (2005), donde
seconsiderael caso del sistemaestadistico europeo,
y que demuestra que tales asuntos no se resuelven
perfectamente alin cuando se tengan un mandato
legal, unaestructurainstitucional einteréscolectivo.

However, the practice
of preserving and
sharing statistical data
for the benefit of
wider communities of
users, including future
users, has not experi-
enced the same
evolution observed
with respect to data
collection and analy-
sis. In some areas of
knowledge, like the
social sciences, there
has been some
experience regarding
provision of “data
archiving” services,
most notably in the United Kingdom, with the UK
Data Archive (visit http://www.data-archive.ac.uk/
or http://www.essex.ac.uk/ info/dataresources/) or
in the United States with the Inter-University
Consortium for Political and Social Research (visit
http://www.icpsr.umich.edu/). A recent similar
initiative in Brazil, namely the creation of the
“Consorcio de Informagdes Sociais’ (visit http://
www.nadd.prp.usp.br/cis/index.aspx), is still in its
infancy. Data archives like these ones provide
facilities for preserving and sharing statistical data,
and go beyond this, by also providing training and
education for users wanting to analyze the data
available on their collections. Despite being quite
successful in terms of operating at country level,
these data archives have not yet evolved to cover
broader geographic areas.

Thepracticeof preserving and sharing statistical data
is also well developed in most countries, if you
consider theareaof official statistics. However, there
is much to do even in this area. Harmonization and
comparability are till difficult in many aspects of
several key statistical collections, despitethe efforts
of international organizations and of the various
nationa statistical ingtitutes. About this point, seethe
excellent paper by Fellegi and Ryten (2005), where
the case of the European statistical system is
considered, and which demonstratesthat even when
legal mandate, ingtitutional framework and collective
interest are present, such matters are not perfectly
resolved.

Thereiswideexperiencein gathering, storing, sharing
and disseminating aggregate datarel ated to countries



paisesdel mundo. Pero sdlo muy recientemente han
comenzado atener una experiencia similar algunas
iniciativasrelativasaconservar y compartir archivos
de micro-datos: véase la Integrated Public Use
Microdata Series en http://www.ipums.umn.edu/,
con su coleccidn de bases de datos censales para
varios paises, disponible en laweb paraandlisis.

AUn existen también desafios a ser encarados en
relacion con € desarrolloy uso de métodos adecuados
pararealizar andlisis simultdneos de varias de esas
bases de datos.

En muchas otras &reas de conocimiento y campos
de aplicacion no existen ingtituciones dedicadas ala
conservacion y distribucion de datos estadisticos, y
tampoco se dispone de disposiciones legales que
regulen tales materias. En tales éreas, la practica
actual esavecescontrariaacompartir datos, acausa
de intereses o restricciones legales y economicos.
Sin embargo, aln en esas areas, sugiero que deberian
existir buenas razones paraorganizar y utilizar arre-
glosdearchivossimilaresalos que se encuentran en
el Reino Unidoy Estados Unidosen relacion conlas
cienciassociaes. Datosque no pueden ser difundidos
publicamente hoy debido arestricciones econdmicas
u otras, pueden ser muy Utiles en un par de afios para
unacomunidad mésamplia, sin dafio paralos posee-
dores originales del derecho de acceso a los datos.

Por otraparte, aun cuando |os costos paraa macenar
y procesar datos han bajado substancialmente, en
muchos campos adn es muy costoso recoger u
observar datos. Considere, por giemplo, los altos
costos de observacién de pacientes en pruebas
clinicasrealizadas paraevaluar drogas o tratamientos
nuevos. A pesar del bajo costo de almacenar y
procesar, lamultiplicidad de instrumentos y medios
tecnol 6gi cos usados para obtener y almacenar datos
representan un reto paralaconservacion delosdatos
estadisticos actuales. Piense en la cantidad de
diferentes versiones que ha usado de su software
estadisticofavorito, variasdelas cua eshan requerido
conversiones de datos que lo han llevado a
seleccionar bases de datos para conservar y otras
para“descartar” no convirtiéndolas. Sin mencionar
las muchas piezas de software y sistemas operativos,
etc. que han aparecido y desaparecido.

El punto que quiero resaltar eslaimportanciade crear
laculturade que los datos estadisticos son un activo
valioso parapreservar y compartir, parabeneficio de
lacienciay delasociedad, tanto ahora como en €l

of theworld. But only very recently someinitiatives
have started to operate asimilar experienceregarding
preservation and sharing of micro-datafiles; seethe
Integrated Public Use Microdata Series at http://
www.ipums.umn.edu/, with their collection of census
datasets for various countries made available over
the web for analysis.

Also, therearestill challengesto befaced regarding
development and usage of adequate methods to
perform simultaneous analysis of several of these
datasets.

In many other areas of knowledge and fields of
application there are no institutions dedicated to
preservation and sharing of statistical data, neither
arelegdl provisionsgoverning such mattersavailable.
In such areas, current practiceis sometimes contrary
to the sharing of the data, because of legal and
business interests or constraints. However, even in
these areas, | advocate that there might be good
reasons to organize and utilize data archiving
arrangements similar to those found in the UK and
US regarding socia science. Data that may not be
publicly released today due to business or other
constraints may be very useful in a couple of years
for awider community, without damagetotheorigina
holders of the data rights of access.

On another track, although the costs of datastorage
and processing have fallen substantially, in many
fields dataare still quite costly to collect or observe
in thefirst place. Consider, as an example, the high
costs of observing patientsin clinical trials carried
out to assess new drugs or trestments. Despite the
low costs of storage and processing, the multiplicity
of technological devices and media used to gather
and store data pose a threat to the preservation of
today’sstatistical data. Think of how many different
versionsof your favorite statistical softwareyou have
used, several of which have required data
conversions that may have lead you to select which
datasets to preserve and which to “discard”, by not
converting them. Not to mention the many pieces of
software that may have come and gone, not to
mention operating systems, etc.

The point that | want to stress is the importance of
creating the culture that statistical dataareavauable
asset to be preserved and shared for the benefit of
science and society, both now and in the future. Of



futuro. Hay, desde luego, derechos e intereses que
deben protegerse, como aquellos implicados en las
reglas de confidencialidad que respaldan lamayoria
de los datos recogidos por |as agencias estadisticas
oficides.

Quisierasugerir atodoslosinteresados en aprender
mas acerca de este tema, que se tomen el tiempo
para leer el excelente informe “Preserving and
Sharing Statistical Material”, publicado en 2002 por
TheRoya Statistical Society y The UK DataArchive,
disponible en http://www.rss.org.uk/PDF/Archiving.
pdf. Puede servir como buena guia para quienes
deseen encarar € tema. Puede también ser usado
para enterarse de 1os muchos aspectos técnicos,
legales y éticos envueltos en la creacion y admi-
ni straci on de algunos servicios de archivos de datos.

Concluiré pidiéndoles que consideren si en su
organizacion, y tal vez también si en su pais, existen
facilidades para preservar y compartir lariqueza de
los datos estadisticos actualmente disponibles, para
dejarlos como legado para futuras generaciones de
estadisticos y otros interesados en (re-) usar datos
estadisticos para evaluar €l estado y cambios de la
naturaleza 'y de la sociedad. Si, después de debida
consideracion, la respuesta es no, permitanme ani-
marlosaconsiderar |0 que se puede hacer paraforta-
lecer losfundamentos estadisti cos de su organizacion
y/o pais, creandoy promoviendo €l uso defacilidades
adecuadas parapreservar y compartir los datos esta-
disticos, y actuar para asegurar que las personas
relevantes que toman decisiones estén a tanto de
susideasy preocuapciones en este sentido.

course there are rights and interests to be protected,
such as those implied by confidentiality rules
underpinning most datacollected by official statistical
agencies. But well organized data archives are
perfectly capable of providing custody servicesand
to handle suchissueswhile creating thefacilitiesthat
will provide the necessary preservation and
dissemination facilitiesneeded to permit thel egitimate
data sharing and usage by all entitled interested
parties.

May | suggest that those interested in learning more
about this issue take the time to read the excellent
report “ Preserving and Sharing Statistical Material”,
published in 2002 by The Royal Statistical Society
and The UK Data Archive, available at http://
www.rss.org.uk/PDF/Archiving.pdf. Thisreport can
serve as agood guide to those wishing to approach
the topic. It can also be used to raise awareness of
the many technical, legal and ethical issuesinvolved
in creating and managing some dataarchivefacility.

| shall conclude by asking you to consider whether
inyour organization, and maybe eveninyour country,
facilities are in place to preserve and share the
richness of statistical data currently available, to be
left asaheritagefor future generationsof statisticians
and othersinterested in (re-) using statistical datato
assess the state and change of nature and society. If
after due consideration, the answer is no, let me
encourage you to consider what can be done to
strengthen statistical foundationsof your organization
and/or country by creating and promoting usage of
adequate facilities for preserving and sharing
statistical data, and act to make sure that the relevant
decision-makers are made aware of your ideas and
concernsin this regard.

TheWorkshop will aim at satisfying priority objectives
for the group composed by Argentina, Brazil,
Paraguay and Uruguay, as well as by Bolivia and
Chile as associated countries, and at the same time
to serve as a pilot experience for replication in the
other sub-systemsin the region.

It must be recognized that a number of countriesin
theregion have significantly advanced in structuring
and organizing the National Statistical Systems.
However, there is a great dispersion in the attained
levelsand it isgeneralized the opinion that thisisone
of the matters deserving a greater and more urgent
attention on the part of the countriesand the statistical
authorities. Therearenot doubts about the existence
of important obstacles for the study, adaptation and
application of the basic coordination and
harmonizationideas. Consequently, it was not easy
to progressinthedifficult processleading to attaining
systems able to produce statistical information with
no omissions nor duplications and with sufficient
quality and timeliness.

Ontheother hand, it isnecessary to takeinto account
that, while the organization of the national statistical
systemsisnot yet fully consolidated, an even greater
new challenge appears. The vigorous advance of
theintegration regional treatiesurgently requiresthe
indispensable support of sufficiently coordinated and
harmonized statistics, at least among the countries
integrated in the same group. Fortunately, the
National Institutes of Statisticsalso rapidly advance
in the search for the regional agreements needed for
this purpose. However, the focalization of the
statistical systems is an essential condition for the
development of these highly complex processes.

Among the objectives of the Regional Workshop, the
following have specia relevance: thediagnosisof the
status of the national statistical systems, basic
production plans, relations between producers and
users, information sources, tools for statistical
coordination and harmonization, standardization, legal
and administrative aspects, statistical training, and
dissemination and commercialization policies with
the essential requisites of being coherent, pertinent,



pertinentes, comprensiblesy prontamente accesibles.
