I take this new opportunity of addressing you to
reflect on the need existing in our countries to
raise the level of the mathematical culture, and in
particular that refering to Statistics. In what follows
I will make specific mention to cases taking place
in Mexico, just for being this the country where I
live, but I think that similar cases can be presented
in other countries in the region. I would like to
make it clear that it is not my intention to give
references and details on the cases I will narrate;
I only want, in fact, to make use of them to illustrate
the situation prevailing nowadays, which should
start worrying us, mainly because of the incidence
and relevance that the media has in today's society.

Servicio Meteorologico Nacional anuncié que la
probabilidad de que llueva el sdbado es de 60% y
de que llueva el domingo es de 70%” (de hecho,
es mas que seguro que llovera, pues la suma de
las probabilidades es de 130%).

“El ejecutivo moderno pasa 8 horas al dia en la
oficina. Pasar un tercio de la vida en ella, bien
merece que la oficina sea comoda” (resulta un poco
extrafio que los ejecutivos modernos trabajen desde
recién nacidos y que nunca tomen un descanso).

- “Finalmente se incremento la matricula escolar de
nuevo ingreso, pues de 25 inscripciones en el afio
2000 se paso a 26 en el 2001, a 21 en el 2002, y
para el 2003 se alcanzo la cifra de 23 alumnos de
nuevo ingreso” (me imagino que la administracion
escolar es nueva y por ello no le interesa el logro
alcanzado en los afios 2000 y 2001).

“The average of people present at the Azteca
stadium was 60,000” (I then assume that some
fanatics arrive and others leave the stadium during
the match).

- “As an average, several transit accidents a day

happen at the crossroads of these streets” (with
this, I am meant to understand that 0, 1, 2 or more
accidents a day might occur there).

LOGICAL implications according to the criterium
of whom is telling them.

“This weekend it will rain for sure, since the
National Meteorological Service announced that
the probability of rain for the Saturday is of 60%
and for the Sunday is of 70%” (in fact, it is more
than certain that it will rain, because the sum of
the probabilities is 130%).

“The modern executive spends 8 hours a day at
the office. To spend a third of one's life in it,
deserves that the office be comfortable” (it seems
somehow strange that modern executives work
from the time of birth and never take a break).

- “The new school enrollment has finally increased,

because from 25 registrations in the year 2000
the figure reached 26 in 2001, 21 in 2002, and for
2003 the new enrollment was 23 students” (I
can imagine that the school administration is a
new one and is not interested in the achivements
of years 2000 and 2001).

- “Debido al nuevo sistema, bajo el tiempo de espera
en la cola en 200%, ya que pasé de 18 minutos a 9
minutos” (si hubiera bajado el tiempo en 100% no
se tendria que esperar ni un minuto, pero al bajar
en 200% quiere decir que ahora el cliente es el
que hace esperar a quien lo va a atender).

- “Al pintar lineas de un nuevo carril para automoéviles
en una via rapida, se pas6 de 3 a 4 carriles. Como
la gente se quejo de que los carriles eran muy
angostos y peligrosos, la autoridad tuvo que
regresar a pintar en el pavimento los tres carriles
anteriores. Con estas acciones se incremento
primero la vialidad en 33%, pues de 3 carriles se
crearon 4. Al regresar al estado anterior se redujo
la vialidad en 25%, pues se paso de 4 carriles a 3”
(entonces resultd conveniente hacer el gasto en
pintura, pues con ello se obtuvo una ganancia en
vialidad de 33% - 25% = 8%)).

Uso de TERMINOS MATEMATICOS impactantes,
pero inexactos.

- “El crecimiento (;en habilidad deportiva?) del
jugador X ha sido exponencial” (ojala que se
aminore el crecimiento del jugador, porque es
sabido que la resistencia fisica del ser humano es
finita).

“Habia cualquier cantidad de gente en el evento”
(me imagino entonces que habia 2 personas, o
quizas 3,258,431, da lo mismo).

- “Se registré un numero importante de concursantes”
(¢habra sido el numero ?).

Asi como estos ejemplos, existen muchos mas que
tienen que ver con el manejo de conceptos elementales
de Matematicas y de Estadistica. De éstos conviene
recordar aquellos que confunden correlacion con
causalidad o datos con informacion, o bien aquellos
que surgen al agregar poblaciones heterogéneas y
producen situaciones tipicas de la Paradoja de
Simpson, etc.

La pregunta que deberiamos plantearnos como
profesionales de la Estadistica es qué podemos hacer
nosotros para tratar de mejorar la cultura estadistica.
Seguramente algunas cosas pueden hacerse en térmi-
nos de la educacion formal, pero posiblemente hay

Mistaken or tendencious handling of
PERCENTAGES.

“Due to the new system, the waiting time in the
queue dropped by 200%, since changed from 18
minutes to 9 minutes” (in case the waiting time
had dropped 100% not even a minute had to be
waited, but in going down 200% would mean that
the attendant had to wait for the client).

“In painting lines for a new lane for cars in a
highway, there was a change from 3 to 4 lanes.
As the people complained that the lanes were too
narrow and dangerous, the authority had to go
back and paint again the previous three lanes. As
aresult of these actions, the service first increased
in 33%, since from 3 lanes 4 were created. In
going back to the previous situation the service
was reduced a 25%, since the change was from
4 to 3 lanes” (it was then convenient the paint
expenditure, since allowed for a gain in service of
33% - 25% = 8%).

Use of impressive, but inexact, MATHEMATICAL
TERMS.

“The growth (in sports skills?) of player X has
been exponential” (we hope that the growth of
the player is slowed down, since it is a well known
fact that the human being's physical resistence is
finite).

- “There was any amount of people in the event” (I
then imagine that there were 2 persons, or maybe
3,258,431, it is the same).

“An important number of contestants was
registered” (was it the number ?).

In the same way as in these examples, there are
many more that have to do with the use of elemental
concepts of Mathematics and Statistics. Among
these, it is convenient to recall those mistaking
correlation with causality or data with information,
or those derived from the aggregate of heterogeneuos
populations, producing typical situations of the
Simpson's Paradox, etc.

The question that we, as professionals of Statistics,
should consider is what can we do to try to improve
the statistical culture. It is clear that some things
can be done in terms of formal education, but also
there is possibly room for colleagues having contact

CALL FOR PAPERS

MOTIVATION

Population censuses are a key source of detailed demographic and socio-economic information, despite increasing
difficulties in conducting them. In addition, they are often the main source for the updating of sampling frames
that form the basis for carrying out regular household sample surveys, required to provide ongoing information
for monitoring economic and social development. In the past, conferences on the topic of censuses have tended
to focus on the management of the census process, rather than on the underlying methodology, with methodological
issues usually confined to occasional sessions at general statistical conferences. In recent years, National Statistical
Institutes (NSIs) have been directing more resources for developing innovative statistical methodological
techniques, in order to increase the efficiency of the census process, such as in non-response and coverage
adjustments, estimation, editing and imputation techniques, etc. The aim of this meeting is to highlight and focus
on the methodological advances that are taking place around the world, and raise awareness regarding best
practices in census methodology.
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RELEVANCE

The next major round of censuses will be in 2010/2011. This suggests that many NSI’s are currently studying
and testing the methodology for their next census. Holding such a meeting in the second half of 2007 is therefore
an ideal timing for discussing methodological developments that are already taking place, and the challenges
facing the methodology of future censuses.

TARGET AUDIENCE

This meeting intends to bring together leading experts in census methodology from around the world. Each
keynote speaker will focus on specific areas of development and his or her presentation will be followed by
contributed papers that will be organized around the same theme. We foresee three target groups. The first
group consists of methodologists engaged in the development of census methodology in NSI’s. The proposed
meeting will give them the opportunity to share ideas and learn from each other. The second group consists of
potential users of statistical methodology as applied to census taking, and of census data users, who will have an
opportunity to learn of a range of methodological developments, rather than being confined to what their particular
NSI is proposing. The third group consists of statisticians and academic researchers who can contribute to
census methodology by developing and applying relevant state of the art statistical techniques developed in other
areas of statistics, such as small area estimation.

CORE TOPICS

The meeting is intended to cover all the methodological aspects of the census process. Papers may focus on
any of the topics below, but may also cover other relevant methodological issues. The core topics of interest
include, but are not limited to, the following:

enumeration methodology, including the non-standard approaches to modern censuses such as ‘rolling
censuses’ or ‘register-based censuses’;
coverage assessment and adjustments, enumeration strategies to reduce non-response; sampling and
estimation issues;
scientific questionnaire design and testing;
innovative uses of modern communication technology to improve data collection;
editing and imputation techniques;
data disclosure control and the production of flexible and usable outputs;
census geography definition and outputs for geographic information systems;
- census outputs for building or updating frames and other forms of auxiliary information to assist in sample
survey design and estimation;
- reconciling census population estimates with prior population projections.
