EL IASI Y EL DESARROLLO
ESTADISTICO EN LA REGION

Considero oportuno presentar un breve resumen de
lalabor llevada a cabo por el IASI en el cumplimiento
de su objetivo de promover el desarrollo estadistico
de la region, en los casi 68 afios transcurridos desde
su fundacion, el 12 de mayo de 1940.

Creo que debo hacerlo porque me ha tocado ser
participe de una parte sustantiva de dicha labor,
primero como colaborador en algunos proyectos
desde la década de los 50 y posteriormente como
responsable de la Secretaria del Instituto desde julio
de 1981.

Este resumen puede representar un marco de refe-
rencia adecuado para interpretar y valorar el enfoque
que ha dado el Instituto en los Glltimos afios a su pro-
grama de trabajo, a las lineas de proyeccion permanen-
temente exploradas y a las preocupaciones debatidas
en el seno del Comité Ejecutivo, en una época en
que, por las crecientes facilidades de comunicacion,
no es necesario esperar que se den las circunstancias
para la discusion formal en una mesa de sesiones.

Por ello, y por la trascendencia que tiene el analisis
de nuestro presente y de nuestras posibilidades en el

Note from the Technical Secretary

1AST AND STATISTICAL
DEVELOPMENT IN THE REGION

I consider it timely to present a brief summary of
the work performed by IASI in the fulfillment of'its
objective of promoting the statistical development
of the region, in the almost 68 years elapsed since
its foundation, on May 12, 1940.

I believe I must do so because I have been a
participant of a substantive part of said work, first
as a collaborator in some projects in the 50’s and,
later on, as the one responsible for the Secretariat
of the Institute since July 1981.

This summary may represent an adequate reference
framework to interpret and value the focus the
Institute has given in the past years to its work
program, to the permanently explored lines of
projection and to the concerns discussed in the core
of the Executive Committee, at a time when, due to
the growing ease in communications, it is not
necessary to wait for circumstances to take place
for a formal discussion at the session’s table.

That is why, and for the transcendence of the
analysis of our present and of our possibilities in the
near future with relation to the purpose of contributing
to the statistical development of the region, this note

En su primera década de existencia el IASI contd
con apoyo secretarial de la Oficina del Censo de los
Estados Unidos, lo que favorecid una dedicacion
preferencial del Instituto a los temas de estadistica
publica. En esa década inicial, en que la Secretaria
estuvo a cargo del estadistico Halbert Dunn,
profesional de la Oficina del Censo, se iniciaron
trabajos de recopilacion de datos para la construccion
de un compendio estadistico de los paises de la region,
asi como del desarrollo de las bases de lo que
posteriormente seria el Programa del Censo de las
Américas, incluyendo acciones de capacitacion
dirigidas a ese propdsito. Pero también en ese
periodo se dio comienzo, en 1943, a la publicacion de
“Estadistica”, la revista cientifica y érgano oficial del
IASI, que contintia produciéndose hasta nuestros dias.

También en la década inicial, en 1947, el 1ASI
organizé el Primer Congreso Interamericano de
Estadistica, realizado en Washington, D.C. En esa
ocasion se reunid la Comision de Educacion
Estadistica del Instituto, la que expidié una
recomendacion orientada a la creacion de programas
estables de formacion de personal estadistico, con
distintos niveles y especialidades; esta recomendacion
proporcioné la base para la creacion de la primera
carrera universitaria especializada en estadistica en
América Latina, en 1948 en la ciudad de Rosario,
Argentina, en la Universidad Nacional del Litoral (hoy
Universidad Nacional de Rosario).

El TASI también organizé el Segundo Congreso
Interamericano de Estadistica, realizado en Bogota
en 1950. Este Congreso y el anterior fueron
posteriormente incorporados a la serie de
Conferencias Interamericanas de Estadistica,
formalmente convocadas por la Organizacion de los
Estados Americanos (OEA).y organizadas con el
apoyo técnico del IASI, iniciando en 1955 con la que
se identifico como III Conferencia. Estas
conferencias fueron posteriormente asumidas por la
Comision Econdémica para América Latina y el Caribe
(CEPAL), con la nueva denominacion de
Conferencia Estadistica de las Américas (CEA), la
que ya tuvo, en 2007, su cuarta reunion plenaria.

Cuando en 1950 se inicia una vinculacion del TASI
con la OEA, que se extendera a través de acuerdos
formales con vigencia hasta diciembre de 1996, cobra

will end below in the examination of our current work
program and on the ideas currently promoted by those
leading the Institute.

In its first decade of existence, IASI counted with
the secretarial support of the U.S. Bureau of the
Census, which favored a preferential dedication of
the Institute to public statistics topics. In that initial
decade, when the statistician Halbert Dunn, a Bureau
of the Census professional, was in charge of the
Secretariat, work was begun in the collection of data
for the construction of a statistical compendium of
the countries of the region, as well as on the
development of the bases of what would later on
become the Program for the Census of the Americas,
including training actions aimed at that purpose. But
also in that period, in 1943, the publication of
“Estadistica”, the scientific journal and official
publication of IASI, was begun, which continues to
be published up to now.

Also in the initial decade, in 1947, IASI organized
the First Inter-American Statistical Congress, held
in Washington, D.C. The Statistical Education
Committee of the Institute met in that occasion, and
issued a recommendation aimed at the creation of
stable programs for the training of statistical
personnel, with different levels and specializations;
this recommendation provided la basis for the creation
of the first university career specialized in statistics
in Latin-America, in 1948, in the city of Rosario,
Argentina, at the Universidad Nacional del Litoral
(currently Universidad Nacional de Rosario).

IASI also organized the Second Inter-American
Statistical Congress, held in Bogota in 1950. This
Congress and the previous one were later
incorporated to the series of Inter-American
Statistical Conferences, formally convoked by the
Organization of American States (OAS) and
organized with the technical support of IASI, starting
in 1955 with what was identified as the III
Conference. These conferences were later on taken
over by the Economic Commission for Latin America
and the Caribbean (ECLAC), with the new
denomination Statistical Conference of the Americas
(SCA), which already held, in 2007, its fourth plenary
meeting.

When a new link is begun in 1950 between IASI and
the OAS, which will be extended through formal
agreements in force until December 1996, the Census



impulso el Programa del Censo de las Américas
(Census Of The Americas-COTA), que ha generado
un importante grado de regularidad en la organizacion
y ejecucion de censos decenales de poblacion en los
paises de la region.

También en la década de los 50 se inician las
actividades de la Comision de Mejoramiento de las
Estadisticas Nacionales (COINS), la que, a través
de Subcomisiones especializadas, realizo una impor-
tante labor de apoyo a la generacion y desarrollo de
programas de estadistica publica, a la normalizacion
y a la capacitacion de recursos humanos. A manera
de ejemplo, cito aqui la Subcomision de Estadisticas
Agropecuarias, cuyas actividades relativas a las
estadisticas continuas y a los censos, realizadas en
colaboracion con la Organizacion de las Naciones
Unidas para la Agricultura y la Alimentacion (FAO),
se extendieron hasta la década de los 80. Otro
ejemplo relevante ha sido la Subcomision de
Encuestas de Hogares, la que impulso, orientd y
coordind, en las décadas de los 70 y 80, el Programa
Interamericano de Encuestas de Hogares (PIDEH),
financiado con recursos provistos al IASI por la
Agencia para el Desarrollo Internacional (AID) de
los Estados Unidos y como parte del cual se realizaron
trabajos metodologicos, asi como seminarios y talleres
nacionales en varios paises de la region.

En lo que se refiere a programas de capacitacion, el
IASI se responsabiliz6 por los siguientes: (a) Gestio-
nod, con el Programa de Cooperacion Técnica de la
OEA, el que se identificoé como Proyecto No. 10,
Centro Interamericano de Enseflanza de Estadistica
Econémicay Financiera (CIEF), que oper6 en Santia-
go de Chile entre 1953 y 1961, y cuya supervision
técnica estuvo a cargo de la Secretaria del IASI; (b)
condujo una serie de cursos de larga duracion,
destinados a la capacitacion en técnicas estadisticas
para personal de las oficinas nacionales de estadistica
de Centroamérica y el Caribe, en El Salvador (1954-
56), Republica Dominicana (1957-58), Costa Rica
(1957-58), y Panama (1959-61), mediante convenios
celebrados con instituciones nacionales de los
respectivos paises sede; y (c) generd6 el proyecto que
dio lugar a la creacion del Centro Interamericano de
Ensefianza de Estadistica (CIENES), que opero6 en
Santiago de Chile por 35 afios, desde 1962, con base
en un Acuerdo entre el Gobierno de Chile y la
Secretaria General de la OEA, con la adhesion del
IASI. Las novedades principales que introdujo el
CIENES, en relacion con los otros programas, fue
la incorporacion de una maestria, un programa de in-

Of The Americas-COTA) Program gathers strength,
same that has generated an important degree of
regularity in the organization and execution of
population censuses every ten years in the countries
of the region.

Also in the 50’s activities of the Committee on
Improvement of National Statistics (COINS) begin,
which, through its specialized Sub-Committees,
carried out an important work in support to the
generation and development of public statistics
programs, to the normalization and to the training of
human resources. As an example, I quote here the
Sub-Committee on Agricultural Statistics, whose
activities related to continuous statistics and to
censuses, carried out in collaboration with the United
Nations Food and Agriculture Organization (FAO),
were extended until the 80’s. Another relevant
example was the Sub-Committee on Household
Surveys, which promoted, guided and coordinated,
in the 70’s and 80’s, the Inter-American Household
Survey Program (PIDEH), financed with resources
provided to IASI by the US Agency for International
Development (AID) and as part of which
methodological work was carried out, as well as
national seminars and workshops in several countries
of the region.

In what respects to training programs, IASI took
responsibility for the following: (a) Managed, with
the OAS Technical Cooperation Program, what was
identified as Project No. 10, Inter-American Training
Center for Economics and Financial Statistics (CIEF),
which operated in Santiago, Chile between 1953 and
1961, and whose technical supervision was the task
of TASI’s Secretariat; (b) conducted a series of long
duration courses, aimed at the training in statistical
techniques for the personnel of national statistical
offices of Central America and the Caribbean, in El
Salvador (1954-56), Dominican Republic (1957-58),
Costa Rica (1957-58), and Panama (1959-61), by
means of agreements entered into with national
institutions of the respective host countries; and (c)
generated the project that gave rise to the creation
of the Inter-American Statistical Training Center
(CIENES), which operated in Santiago, Chile for 35
years, since 1962, based on an Agreement between
the Government of Chile and the General Secretariat
of the OAS, with the adhesion of IASI. The main
novelties introduced by CIENES, in relation to the
other programs, was the incorporation of a Masters
program, an applied research program, a broad array



vestigacion aplicada, una amplia gama de cursos
monograficos sobre diversos temas especializados,
la organizacion y realizacion de cursos y talleres en
diversos paises y misiones de asistencia técnica.

Los propositos perseguidos por el IASI, en el area
de la estadistica publica, con varios de los programas
arriba mencionados son ahora atendidos, de otra ma-
nera y con otros medios, con enfoques acordes con
las realidades actuales, dentro del sistema generado
por la CEA de la CEPAL, con responsabilidades de
liderazgo de grupos de trabajo y de proyectos asumi-
dos por algunos institutos nacionales de estadistica.

En lo que respecta a la formacion académica en
estadistica, a lo que aportd de manera significativa el
CIENES, afortunadamente la situacion actual es muy
diferente a la de algunas décadas atras. Los
programas universitarios de formacion de estadisticos
a los niveles de pregrado y de posgrado se han ido
multiplicando en diversos paises de la region, con un
numero apreciable de ellos muy bien establecidos,
desarrollados y reconocidos.

Con estos antecedentes debe verse con naturalidad
que el programa de trabajo del IASI en la actualidad
tenga caracteristicas muy diferentes que las que tuvo
en el pasado. Lo que permanece inalterado es el obje-
tivo de promover el desarrollo estadistico de la region,
dedicando esfuerzos en aquellas areas en que se per-
ciben necesidades y siempre con el antiguo espiritu
de colaboracion con otras organizaciones internacio-
nales e instituciones nacionales de paises de la region.

El programa de trabajo esta bajo permanente
escrutinio, con vistas a su posible enriquecimiento,
con diversas contribuciones personales voluntarias.
Actualmente consta de los siguientes elementos:

1. Publicaciones. (a) Revista Estadistica, con perfil
y cuerpo editorial recientemente renovados; (b)
Boletin Informativo trimestral.

2. Seminarios de Estadistica Aplicada. Programa
iniciado en 1987, en el que se han realizado 11
seminarios, sobre temas especiales escogidos en
concordancia con los intereses de los organiza-
dores locales. El ultimo se realizé en Jurica,
Querétaro, México, en octubre de 2007 y estuvo
dedicado a “Analisis de Series de Tiempo”.

3. Reuniones sobre Estadistica Publica. Serie ini-
ciadaen 1998 y en la que se registran hasta ahora
7 eventos, el Gltimo de los cuales fue un Taller
Internacional sobre Consistencia e Imputacion,

of monographic courses on diverse specialized topics,
the organization and performance of courses and
workshops in different countries and technical
assistance missions.

The purposes pursued by IASI, in the area of public
statistics, with several of the programs mentioned
above are currently served, in another manner and
with other means, with focuses according to current
realities, within the system generated by the SCA of
ECLAC, with responsibilities for the leadership of
work groups and for projects assumed by some
national statistical institutes.

In what respects to academic training in statistics, to
which CIENES contributed significantly, fortunately
the current situation is quite different to what it was
decades ago. University programs for the training
of statisticians at the bachelor’s and graduate levels
have been multiplying in different countries of the
region, with a good number of them very well
established, developed and renown.

With this background, it must seem very natural that
IAST’s work program currently has characteristics
that are quite different to the ones it had in the past.
What remains unaltered is the goal of promoting the
statistical development of the region, devoting efforts
in those areas where needs are perceived and always
with the ancient spirit of collaboration with other
international organizations and national institutions of
countries of the region.

The work program is under permanent scrutiny, with
a view to its possible enrichment, with diverse
voluntary personal contributions. It currently consists
of the following elements:

1. Publications. (a) Journal Estadistica, with a
recently renewed profile and editorial body; (b)
Quarterly Newsletter.

2. Seminars on Applied Statistics. Program begun
in 1987, where 11 seminars have been held, on
special topics selected in accordance with the
interests of local organizers. The last one was
held in Jurica, Querétaro, México, in October
2007 y and was devoted to “Time Series
Analysis”.

3. Meetings on Public Statistics. Series begun in
1998 and in which 7 events are currently
recorded, the last of which was an International
Workshop on Consistency and Imputation, held

Mexico

2007 Agricultural Census. The National Institute
of Statistics, Geography and Informatics (INEGI) has
collected the information for the 2007 Agricultural
Census, comprising the execution of two statistical
projects: The IX Census of Community Farms, and
the VIII Census of Agriculture and Forestry.



El primero de ellos, producira informacion relaciona-
da con las caracteristicas basicas de los ejidos y co-
munidades agrarias del pais, en tanto que el segundo
generara informacion estadistica sobre la estructura
del Sector Agropecuario y Forestal y permitird
disponer del marco de referencia para el desarrollo
de investigaciones y estudios sobre el sector.

El operativo de recoleccion comprendio dos etapas:
Enumeracién de terrenos y levantamiento de la
informacion.

La primera etapa operativa permitio identificar los
terrenos sobre material cartografico e investigar los
nombres y domicilio de los productores agropecuarios
y forestales del pais. Se llevo a cabo del 11 de junio
al 6 de julio de 2007, con un periodo posterior de
rezagos que cubri¢ hasta el 20 de julio. Los resultados
obtenidos constituyeron la base para emprender las
entrevistas a los productores agropecuarios.

En forma paralela al desarrollo de la etapa de
enumeracion de terrenos, se efectuo el levantamiento
del IX Censo Ejidal.

La operacion de recoleccion del VIII Censo Agri-
cola, Ganadero y Forestal consistio en aplicar los
cuestionarios a los productores agropecuarios y
forestales, a fin de obtener los datos estadisticos de
sus unidades de produccion. Esta etapa tuvo lugar
del 1° de octubre al 30 de noviembre, mas un periodo
adicional destinado a captar los rezagos, que abarco
hasta el 15 de diciembre.

Cabe destacar que, por primera ocasion en un proyec-
to estadistico de las caracteristicas, complejidad y
dimension del Censo Agropecuario 2007, se aplicaron
estrategias, técnicas e insumos no tradicionales que
contribuyeron a dinamizar el proceso, fortalecer el
seguimiento y control operativo, asi como a incremen-
tar la calidad y oportunidad de la informacion.

El control de los procedimientos de campo
desarrollados durante las etapas operativas, el
registro de informacion y la aplicacion de
cuestionarios se llevaron a cabo mediante dispositivos
moviles PDA (Personal Digital Assistant), tecnologia
que permitio obtener la informacion de manera
dinamica y facilitar ampliamente los procesos
posteriores.
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The first of them will provide information related to
the basic characteristics of the agrarian communities
of the country, while the second one will generate
statistical information on the structure of the
Agriculture and Forestry Sector, and will allow for
the availability of the reference framework for the
development of research and studies on the sector.

The operation of data collection comprises two stages:
Listing of terrains, and collecting the information.

The first operative stage allowed for identifying the
terrains over cartographic material and obtaining the
names and addresses for the country's agriculture
and forestry producers. It was conducted from June
11 through July 6, 2007, with a period that followed
through July 20 to take care of delayed cases. The
obtained results constituted the basis for starting the
interviews with the agricultural producers.

The taking of the IX Census of Community Farms
was conducted concurrently with the development
of the stage of terrains enumeration.

The operation of data collection for the VIII Census
of Agriculture and Forestry, consisted in the
application of the questionnaires to the agriculture
and forestry producers, to obtain the statistical data
for their production units. This stage took place from
October 1 through November 30, with an additional
period through December 15 to capture information
from delayed cases.

It has to be highlighted that for the first occasion
non-traditional strategies, techniques and inputs were
applied in a statistical project with the characteristics,
complexity and magnitude of the 2007 Agricultural
Census, contributing to making the process dynamic,
strengthen the operational follow-up and control, as
well as to improve the quality and timeliness of the
information.

The supervision of the field procedures developed
during the operational phases, of the information
registration, and of the questionnaires application, was
made through Personal Digital Assistant (PDA)
mechanisms, technology that allowed for obtaining
the information in a dynamic way and largely
facilitated the processes that followed.
