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Letter from the President
Dear Colleagues:

En this letter and in the one that will appear in the
next issue of the Newsletter, in September 2008, 1
would like to comment on the role of statistics in the
Southern Common Market MERCOSUR.

Modern world, characterized by the technological
breakthroughs and the ease and speed of
communications, continues in the economic
internationalizstion process. Integrated spaces have
been and continue to be generated, as a strategy for
economic, educational and cultural development of



cultural de los paises que lo
integran.

Esta nueva forma de articula-
cion socioeconomica ha impli-
cado un desafio para los pro-
ductores de informacion esta-
distica oficial. No basta ya que
las oficinas nacionales produz-
can la consabida informacion
confiable, eficiente, oportuna,
con metodologias transparentes
y de conocimiento publico, mas
todos los etcéteras que la
estadistica oficial habia estado
considerando en su produccion
de informacioén. El desafio que
trajo aparejado fue un requeri-
miento adicional; la informacién, con esa calidad,
debia ser comparable. Es esa una demanda natural,
un requisito indispensable para los decisores, tanto
para la toma de sus decisiones como para monitorear
la marcha de los acontecimientos y evaluar los
resultados de medidas adoptadas.

Los paises que actualmente integran el MERCOSUR,
Argentina, Brasil, Paraguay y Uruguay, el 26 de marzo
de 1991 firmaron el Tratado de Asuncion para la
constitucion de un Mercado Comun "concebido como
un espacio para facilitar la consolidacion de la
democracia, la transformacion productiva y la
insercion competitiva en la economia internacional
de sus paises miembros”.

La respuesta responsable de las Oficinas Nacionales
de Estadistica de los paises que lo integran fue
inmediata; a partir de ese mismo afio 1991 comen-
zaron a realizar acciones conjuntas, que tomaron
forma institucional como consecuencia de la reunion
de Directores de Estadistica realizada en Montevideo,
Uruguay los dias 14 y 15 de diciembre de 1992, con
el fin de definir una metodologia de trabajo para la
compatibilizacion de los Sistemas Estadisticos del
MERCOSUR.

Se cred para ello una Comisién de Estadistica en
el marco del Subgrupo de Trabajo (SGT) N° 10
“Coordinacion de Politicas Macroeconémicas”,
integrada por los Directores de Estadistica de los
Estados Parte. La Comision quedd oficialmente
constituida en Montevideo, en 1993.

Los primeros pasos implicaron coordinar los marcos

the countries that compose it.

This new socioeconomic
articulation has implied a
challenge for official statistical
information producers. It is not
longer enough that national
offices produce the oft-
repeated reliable, efficient,
timely information, with
transparent methodologies and
of public domain, plus all the
etceteras that official statistics
had been considering it its
information production. The
challenge it brought along
was an additional requirement;
information, with that quality, had to be comparable.
This is a natural demand, an indispensable requisite
for decision makers, for their decision making as
well as for monitoring the pace of events and
assessing the results of adopted measures.

The countries that currently make up MERCOSUR,
that is, Argentina, Brazil, Paraguay and Uruguay,
signed the Treaty of Asuncion on March 26th, 1991
for the establishment of a Common Market
"conceived as a space to facilitate the consolidation
of democracy, productive transformation and
competitive insertion in the international economy of
its member countries .

The responsible response of the National Statistical
Offices of the member countries was immediate;
starting on that same year, 1991 they began to carry
out joint actions, which become institutional as result
of the Directors of Statistics meeting held in
Montevideo, Uruguay on December 14 and 15, 1992,
with the purpose of defining a work methodology
for making the MERCOSUR Statistical Systems
campatible.

To that end, a Statistics Commission was created
in the framework of the Work Subgroup (SGT) N°.
10 "Coordination of Macroeconomic Policies",
composed by the Directors of Statistics of the Party
States. The Commission was formally established
in Montevideo, in 1993.

The first steps implied coordinating the legal
frameworks of each country in what respects to



legales de cada pais en cuanto a confidencialidad y
divulgacion de la informacion, acordar las areas prio-
ritarias y buscar los caminos para hablar un lenguaje
comun. En ese primer momento se abord6 Comercio
Exterior y Trabajo, Empleo e Ingreso.

En agosto de 1993 aparece la primer publicacion
realizada en conjunto por los Institutos Nacionales
de Estadistica, “Sinopsis Estadistica del
MERCOSUR”; se muestra alli la situacion de las
estadisticas nacionales de los cuatro paises en ese
momento y se pone de manifiesto que deberan
enfrentarse a una cuestion fundamental, la
compatibilizacion de sus estadisticas, y saben que les
demandard tiempo, recursos y esfuerzo comun.

Esta primer publicacion muestra el estado del arte
en cada uno de los paises hasta ese momento; por lo
tanto puede considerarse como el primer paso hacia
una progresiva armonizacion.

Encarando ya las prioridades fijadas, y con relacion
a las Estadisticas de Comercio Exterior, entre 1992
y 1994 se realizaron reuniones de trabajo que dieron
como resultado un “Manual de compatibilizacion de
las metodologias utilizadas para la preparacion de las
estadisticas de Comercio Exterior en el ambito del
MERCOSUR”.

En cuanto a otra de las prioridades, Trabajo, Empleo
e Ingresos, apartir de 1994 y hasta 1996, se reunieron
los especialistas en estadisticas laborales de los cuatro
paises. Suprimer logro fue dimensionar la enverga-
dura del trabajo que implica armonizar las estadisticas
a fin de construir con ellas indicadores comparables.

La tarea de armonizar esta implicita en todas las eta-
pas del proceso de produccion. Es muy facil compren-
der que una misma definicion tedrica es indispensable,
se hace tal vez mas complejo asegurar homogeneidad
en la forma de hacer las preguntas que permitan
extraer del informante el dato al que se refiere esa
definicion. Las preguntas del cuestionario son como
una red de pescadores, segin la abertura de cada
cuadricula es el tamafio de peces que se escapan vy,
con los que quedan dentro de la red, se hacen las
estimaciones que luego se quieren comparar.
También influye en los resultados la metodologia de
control de calidad. En qué etapas del proceso se
aplican los controles, si éstos son 0 no aleatorios; en
caso de no serlo pueden aparecer sesgos que muchas
veces son dificiles de detectar.

confidentiality in the dissemination of the information,
agreeing on the priority areas and look for roads to
speaking a common language. Foreign Trade and
Labor, Employment and Income were discussed in
that early stage.

In August 1993, the first publication made jointly by
the National Statistical Institutes, “MERCOSUR
Statistical Synopsis ” (“Sinopsis Estadistica del
MERCOSUR?”) appears; the status of national
statistics of the four countries at that time is shown
there and it is made clear that an essential matter
must be faced by them, to make their statistics
compatible, and they know that it will demand time,
resources and common efforts.

This first publication shows the state-of-the-art in
each one of the countries up to that time; therefore
it may be considered as the first step towards a
progressive harmonization.

Already facing the established priorities, and with
relation to Foreign Trade Statistics, work meetings
took place between 1992 and 1994 that resulted in a
“Manual to make compatible the methodologies used
for the preparation of Foreign Trade statistics within
MERCOSUR”.

Regarding another one of the priorities, Labor,
Employment and Income, starting on 1994 and up to
1996, specialists on labor statistics from the four
countries met. Their first achievement was to assess
the scope of the work implied in harmonizing statistics
in order to build comparable indicators with them.

The task of harmonizing is implicit in all the
production process stages. It is very easy to
understand that a single theoretic definition is
indispensable, it perhaps becomes more complex
to ensure homogeneity in the manner of asking
the questions that allow to extract from the informer
the data that definition refers to. The questionnaire
questions are like a fisherman’s net, the size of
the fish that will get away will depend on the
opening of the mesh, and estimates that will be
compared later are made with those that remain in
the net. The quality control methodology also
influences the results. In what process stages are
controls applied, if these are random or not; in the
event they are not biases that are often difficult to
detect may appear.



Durante ese periodo de reuniones se avanzo en la
comparacion de las encuestas que cada pais realizaba
para la produccion de sus indicadores laborales,
tomando en cuenta coberturas geografica y tematicas,
definiciones tedricas y operativas.

Otro tema importante abordado con éxito fue, a
partir de 1997, el proyecto “Censo comun del
MERCOSUR Ampliado”, del cual participaron,
ademas, Chile y Bolivia. Este proyecto surgié dentro
del Programa Censal de Argentina y cont6 con el
rapido involucramiento de los otros paises. Su objetivo
era “generar un espacio de gestion para fortalecer
los Sistemas Estadisticos Nacionales, formalizar
relevamientos comunes y producir informacion
homogénea”. El propoésito fundamental fue contar
en la region con datos precisos y comparables sobre
las caracteristicas de la poblacion, sus hogares y
viviendas. Hubo intercambios metodologicos y se
logré un conjunto de variables comunes, nomecladores
de actividad y ocupacion también comunes, se
realizaron pruebas piloto conjuntas, tabulados basicos
y evaluaciones comunes. Se acordo el disefio de una
base de datos comun a nivel de microdatos, para la
cual fue necesario hacer acuerdos de caracter legal
entre las autoridades de los INEs

También se avanzd en los Indices de Precios al
Consumidor. En octubre de 1998 las oficinas de
estadistica de los paises de MERCOSUR y Chile
generaron un grupo de trabajo para encarar su
armonizacion. Este grupo tuvo reuniones sistematicas
con compromisos de trabajo en cada uno de los paises
en los periodos entre reuniones. Contd con la
coordinacion de CEPAL y la asistencia técnica, como
coordinador, del experto en el tema Dr. Jacob Ryten.
Hasta agosto de 2001 se mantuvieron estas reunio-
nes, las que permitieron avanzar en distintos aspectos
metodologicos, tales como comparaciones de formu-
las de calculo, tratamiento de articulos estacionales,
de calculos complejos, glosario de términos, de las
canastas, un clasificador comtin (Clasificacion de
Consumo Individual por Finalidades), obtencion de
un egjercicio de calculo de indices de precios para una
canasta reducida comun.

Este proceso de integracion y consolidacion de las
relaciones economicas y comerciales entre los paises
del MERCOSUR ha contado, desde sus comienzos,
con el apoyo de la Comunidad Europea a través de la
financiacion conjunta de programas de cooperacion
en sectores estratégicos. Ambos suscribieron un

Progress was made during that meetings period in
the comparison of the surveys made by each country
for the production of their labor indicators, taking
into account geographic and thematic coverage,
theoretic and operative definitions.

Another important topic successfully covered was,
starting in 1997, the “Expanded MERCOSUR
common census” project, with the participation of
Chile and Bolivia as well. This project was born
within the Argentina Census Program and counted
with the quick involvement of the other countries.
Its objective was to “generate a management space
to strengthen the National Statistical Systems,
formalize common census-taking and producing
homogenous information”. The essential purpose
was to count with precise and comparable data in
the region on population characteristics, their
households and dwellings. There were
methodological exchanges and a set of common
variables were achieved, and common activity and
occupation nomenclators, joint pilot tests were
performed, basic tabulations and common
evaluations. The design of a common database at
the micro-data level was agreed, for which it was
necessary to make legal agreements between the
authorities of the National Statistical Institutes.

Progress was also made in the Consumer Price
Indices. In October 1998, the statistical offices of
the MERCOSUR countries and Chile generated a
working group to face their harmonization. This
group had systematic meetings with work
commitments in each one of the countries in the
periods between meetings. It counted with the
coordination by ECLAC and the technical
assistance, as coordinator, from the expert on the
topic Dr. Jacob Ryten. These meetings were held
until August 2001, and they allowed progress in
different methodological aspects, such as calculation
formulas comparisons, treatment of seasonal articles,
of complex calculations, glossary of terms, of the
baskets, a common classifier (Individual
Consumption Classification by Purposes),
obtainment of an exercise for the calculation of price
indices for a common reduced basket.

This process of integration and consolidation of
economic and commercial relations between
MERCOSUR countries has counted, since the
beginning, with the support of the European
Community through the joint financing of
cooperation programs in strategic sectors. Both

queentrd en plena vigencia en 1999. Por su dimension
estratégica, el tema del desarrollo, la armonizacion,
validacion y divulgacion de la informacion estadistica
esta presente en el ambito de la cooperacion
Comunitaria con el MERCOSUR

La experiencia de Europa en torno a EUROSTAT y
su relacion con los Institutos Nacionales de
Estadistica para conseguir la comparabilidad,
constituia una valiosisima experiencia para el
MERCOSUR. En ese contexto surge el primer
Proyecto de Cooperacion Técnica y Financiera en
Materia Estadistica, que se desarrollé mediante un
Convenio firmado entre la Comisién Europea y los
paises del MERCOSUR. En Luxemburgo, los dias
14 y 15 de diciembre de 1998, fue aprobada la
documentacion que formalizé el comienzo de las
actividades del Convenio.

Los objetivos de ese proyecto fueron: (i) fortalecer
la integracion estadistica entre los paises del
MERCOSUR; (ii) desarrollar indicadores estadisticos
armonizados entre la Comision Europea y los paises
del MERCOSUR; y (iii) adoptar metodologias
estadisticas armonizadas, en el marco del fortaleci-
miento de las relaciones econdmicas y comerciales
entre las dos regiones. El Proyecto se ejecuto entre
1998 y 2002, conjuntamente con otro similar suscrito
por la Comision Europea con Chile, compartiendo
ambos proyectos la Codireccion Europea.

Entre las actividades desarrolladas durante la vigencia
del proyecto se destacan la integracion de 10 Grupos
de Trabajo Tematicos con el objetivo de elaborar
propuestas de armonizacién metodolédgica, la
realizacion de moédulos de formacion, de estudios
metodologicos y de subproyectos nacionales.

Los Grupos de Trabajo estaban conformados por dos
expertos europeos y dos expertos de cada uno de los
paises del MERCOSUR. Debian cumplir con
objetivos concretos, entre otros, alcanzar un alto grado
de convergencia metodologica, lograr estadisticas
armonizadas del MERCOSUR vy entre éste y la
Comunidad Europea. La funcion de los expertos
europeos era transferir el know-how de la CE a las
instituciones del MERCOSUR, estrechando los
contactos profesionales

Segun las areas tematicas que se convino abordar,
se constituyeron diez Grupos de Trabajo: GT 1)
Estadisticas de aduanas y comercio exterior; GT 2)

signed a Cooperation Framework Agreement in 1995,
which entered into full force in 1999. Due to its
strategic dimension, the topic of development,
harmonization, validation and dissemination of the
statistical information is present in the environment
of Community cooperation with MERCOSUR.

The European experience with EUROSTAT and its
relation with the National Statistical Institutes to
achieve comparability, constituted an extremely
valuable experience for MERCOSUR. The first
Technical and Financial Cooperation Project on
Statistical Matters, arose in that context, and was
developed by means of an Agreement signed between
the European Commission and the MERCOSUR
countries. In Luxembourg, on December 14 and 15,
1998, the documentation that formalized the beginning
of the Agreement activities was approved.

The objectives of this project were: (i) to strengthen
the statistical integration between the MERCOSUR
countries; (ii) to develop harmonized statistical
indicators between the European Commission and
the MERCOSUR countries; and (iii) to adopt
harmonized statistical methodologies, in the
framework of the strengthening of economic and
commercial relations between both regions. The
Project was executed between 1998 and 2002, jointly
with another similar one signed by the European
Commission with Chile, with both projects sharing
the European Co-Management.

Among the activities developed during the life of the
project, the integration of 10 Thematic Work Groups
stands out with the purpose of elaborating
methodological harmonization proposals, the carrying
out of training modules, of methodological studies and
national subprojects.

The Working Groups were made up by two European
experts and two experts from each one of the
MERCOSUR countries. They had to comply with
concrete objectives, among others, achieve a high
degree of methodological convergence, achieve
harmonized MERCOSUR statistics and between this
and the European Community. The function of the
European experts was to transfer the know-how of
the EC to the MERCOSUR institutions, bringing
professional contacts closer

According to the thematic areas it was agreed to
cover, ten Working Groups were established: WG 1)
Customs and Foreign Trade statistics; WG 2) Invest-



Estadisticas de inversiones; GT 3) Estadisticas
deservicios; GT 4) Indicadores macroecondémicos y
contabilidad nacional; GT 5) Estadisticas de
productividad y competitividad de empresas; GT 6)
Estadisticas sociales (empleo y educacion); GT 7)
Clasificaciones y Nomenclaturas; GT 8) Politica de
difusion y relaciones con los usuarios; GT 9) Grandes
orientaciones de los sistemas de informacion
estadistica; GT 10) Estadisticas de transportes.

Los lineamientos de trabajo de cada grupo fueron
establecidos por el Grupo de Trabajo N° 9, del que
participan los Directores de los INEs del
MERCOSUR, en su primera reunion del 15 de
diciembre de 1998.

En tres afios se desarrollaron 20 modulos de
formacion, 10 en Europa y 10 en los paises del
MERCOSUR, vinculados a las tematicas de los
Grupos de Trabajo.

Los Estudios Metodologicos se desarrollaron con
la participacion de expertos europeos y de los paises
participantes. Los temas fueron seleccionados por
los Directores de los INEs del MERCOSUR y Chile,
teniendo en cuenta las necesidades de la region en
temas de estadistica: Calidad Total, Compendio
Estadistico, Innovacion Tecnoldgica, Indicadores
Macroecondémicos, Indice de Precios de Consumo
Armonizado.

Se destind una parte del presupuesto del Proyecto a
la realizacion de proyectos de fortalecimiento meto-
dologico dentro de las necesidades de cada pais, los
subproyectos nacionales. En los mismos participaron
expertos europeos y técnicos nacionales del pais
respectivo. Los temas seleccionados y desarrollados
por cada INE fueron los siguientes: Argentina, Sistema
Integrado de Estadisticas Regionales; Brasil,
Estadisticas de Oferta Turistica; Chile, Indice de
Precios al Productor; Paraguay, Estadisticas del
Sector Industrial; Uruguay, Estadisticas de Servicios.

Los resultados de este primer Proyecto de
Cooperacion han sido en general satisfactorios. Los
logros de cada Grupo de Trabajo han dependido de
los avances previos y de la naturaleza de las
tematicas, asociadas también con el grado de
desarrollo de las mismas en cada INE.

En mi proxima carta, a publicarse en el Boletin
Informativo N° 78-Septiembre 2008, me referiré a
los logros especificos de este primer Proyecto de

ment statistics; WG 3) Services statistics; WG 4)
Macroeconomic indicators and national accounting;
WG 5) Companies’ productivity and competitiveness
statistics; WG 6) Social statistics (employment and
education); WG 7) Classifications and
Nomenclatures; WG 8) Dissemination policy and
relations with the users; WG 9) Broad guidance of
statistical information systems; WG 10)
Transportation statistics.

The work guidelines of each group were established
by Working Group No. 9, where the Directors of the
MERCOSUR National Statistical Institutes
participate, at its first meeting on December 15, 1998.

In three years, 20 training modules were developed,
10 in Europe and 10 in the MERCOSUR countries,
linked to the Working Groups’ themes.

The Methodological Studies were developed with the
participation of European experts and experts from
the participating countries. The topics were selected
by the Directors of the MERCOSUR and Chile
National Statistical Institutes , taking into account the
needs of the region in statistical topics: Total Quality,
Statistical Compendium, Technological Innovation,
Macroeconomic Indicators, Harmonized
Consumption Price Indices.

A part of the Project’s budget was destined to the
carrying out of methodological strengthening projects
in each country’s needs, the national subprojects.
European experts and local technicians of the
respective country participated in the same. The topics
selected and developed by each National Statistical
Institute were the following: Argentina, Integrated
Regional Statistics System; Brazil, Tourism Offer
Statistics; Chile, Consumer Price Index; Paraguay,
Industrial Sector Statistics; Uruguay, Services
Statistics.

The results of this first Cooperation Project have been
generally satisfactory. The achievements of each
Working Group have depended on the previous
progress and on the nature of the themes, also
associated with the degree of development of the
same in each National Statistical Institute.

In my next letter, to be published in Newsletter No,
78-September 2008, I will refer to the specific
achievements of this first Cooperation Project, to the
