Letter from the President
Dear Colleagues:

As | mentioned in my letter included in last June issue
of the Newsltetter, I will now continue referring to
the role of statistics in MERCOSUR. In this
opportunity I will make reference to the specific
achievements of the first Cooperation Project and to
the formulation of the second phase of cooperation
on Official Statistics matters.

At the end of the agreement for Project !, all
countries counted with an annual industrial survey
and, in most of them, conjuncture indicators are
developed.




Se logro una publicacion sobre
estadisticas de empleo y edu-
cacion v, si bien no se lleg6 a
una metodologia comun, se
sentaron los principios y crite-
rios para producir informacion
armonizada mediante el repro-
cesamiento de los microdatos.
Existe siempre la posibilidad de
actualizar la serie generada en
aquella instancia y avanzar en
la definicion de una metodolo-
giacoman.

La comparacion de las meto-
dologias de las encuestas de
hogares de los cuatro paises
permitieron que en los afios
siguientes, cuando abordaban
sus reformulaciones, se tuvieran en cuenta los
aspectos que permitirian avanzar hacia una mayor
comparabilidad.

Con respecto al GT 7, Clasificaciones y Nomencla-
turas, el esfuerzo se centrd en alcanzar una armoni-
zacion a nivel de la clasificacion de las actividades
economicas; se acordd utilizar la ClHU revision 3. A
partir de la apertura a 4 digitos, cada pais incorporé
su adaptacion nacional, lo que llevé a generar una
matriz que ha permitido pegar exactamente las
actividades idénticas entre los cinco paises
(incluyendo Chile); por tanto es posible generar
informacidn armonizada desde el punto de vista de
la clasificacidn y esto podré mantenerse en tanto los
paises mantengan la Revision 3 de la CIIU.

Con relacion al Indice de Precios al Consumidor,
entre 1998 y 2001 se llegd a construir una canasta
Unica que privilegia comparabilidad frente a represen-
tatividad. A partir de 2002, sin la participacion de
Bolivia, el tema es incorporado a las actividades del
Convenio. En este marco se incrementa la cobertura
de bienes y servicios en base a ponderacion y
comparabilidad en funcién de los criterios metodolé-
gicos empleados en cada pais. Se elabora un sistema
de clasificador comun. Se concreta la serie 1999-
2004 de IPCs armonizados y se difunde a través de
una publicacion.

En términos generales el Convenio con la Unidn
Europea permiti6 dar un fuerte impulso al proceso
de armonizacion estadistica a nivel de MERCOSUR,;
ha constituido la Unica experiencia de envergadura y
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A publication on employment
and education statistics was
achieved and, in spite of the
fact that a common methodolo-
gy was not attained, the princi-
ples and criteria were estab-
lished to produce harmonized
information by means of
reprocessing the micro-data.
There is always the possibility
of updating the series
generated in that instance and
advancing in the definition of
a common methodology.

The comparison of the house-
hold surveys methodologies of
the four countries allowed to
take into account, in the follow-
ing years, the aspects that allowed progress to be
made towards a greater comparability when their
reformulations were approached.

With regard to WG 7, Classifications and Nomencla-
tures, efforts were focused on reaching
harmonization at the level of the classification of
economical activities; it was agreed to use the ISIC
Third Revision. Starting from the 4 digits display,
each country entered its national adaptation, which
lead to generating a matrix that has allowed to
exactly match the identical activities among the five
countries (including Chile); it is therefore possible to
generate harmonized information from the viewpoint
of classification, and this can be maintained as far
as the countires maintain the Third Revision of ISIC.

With regard to Consumer Price Indices, between
1998 and 2001 a unique basket was constructed giving
priority to comparability vis-a-vis representativeness.
As of 2002, without the participation of Bolivia, this
theme is incorporated to the activities of the
Agreement. Within this framework, the coverage
of goods and services is increased based on weighting
and comparability given by methodological criteria
employed in each country. A common classifier
system is elaborated. The 1999-2004 series of
harmonized CPIs is realized and disseminated by
means of a publication.

In general terms, the Agreement with the European
Union allowed for a strong impulse to the statistical
harmonization process at the level of MERCOSUR;
it has been the only larg-scale and structured experi-



estructurada en materia de armonizacion estadistica
en este &mbito, convirtiéndose en la principal fortaleza
de ese proceso. Como contrapartida, la principal
debilidad se centra en no haberse alcanzado la
constitucion de un organismo estadistico regional al
estilo de EUROSTAT.

Terminado el Convenio, la falta de un cronogramay
de compromisos ha llevado a que los procesos de
armonizacion regional fueran desplazados por las
prioridades nacionales. Evidentemente esta es la
consecuencia de la falta de una politica estadistica
comun que defina el desarrollo de esta actividad
teniendo en consideracion las necesidades del proceso
de integracidn regional. Conscientes de esta
circunstancia, en julio de 2002, justamente durante
el desarrollo de este primer convenio, se firmé el
Acuerdo Marco de Coordinacién y Armonizacion
Estadistica, suscrito entre los Directores de los
Institutos Nacionales de Estadistica del MERCOSUR
(incluyendo a Chile), mediante el cual fijaron su
voluntad de avanzar en materia de armonizacion
estadistica en distintos temas.

Entre fines del afio 2004 e inicios del 2005 se formul6
la segunda fase de cooperacion en materia de Estadis-
ticas Oficiales que, incorporando las experiencias
derivadas del primer Convenio, identifico las nuevas
prioridades de la region. El primer proyecto habia
puesto énfasis en los temas econémicos; para esta
segunda fase del proyecto los Directores de los INEs
consideraron que era necesario profundizar los temas
sociales. La firma final del proyecto, que tendré una
duracion de tres afos, se concretd en diciembre de
2005.

Simultdneamente, en abril de 2008 ha iniciado sus
actividades el Proyecto de Cooperacion Técnica y
Financiera CE-MERCOSUR de Apoyo al Monitoreo
Macroeconomico, que esta orientado a fortalecer la
labor estadistica comun desarrollada por los Bancos
Centrales y los Ministerios de Economia (Hacienda
o0 Finanzas) de los paises del MERCOSUR, en temas
complementarios a los que se desarrollarén en el
Proyecto de Cooperacion CE-MERCOSUR en
Materia de Estadistica Il. Ambos proyectos deberan
estar estrechamente coordinados, para evitar la dupli-
cidad de esfuerzos y aprovechar las sinergias méas
relevantes. Esta labor sera facilitada por el hecho
de que las Entidades Gestoras de ambos proyectos
tienen su sede en la ciudad de Buenos Aires.

El Proyecto Estadistico Il tiene tres grandes lineas

ence with regard to statistical harmonization in this
ambit, becoming the main strength of that process.
As a counterpart, the main weakness resides in not
having reached the constitution of a regional statistical
body similar to EUROSTAT.

Upon the termination of the Agreement, the lack of
a timetable and commitments has led to the
displacement of the regional harmonization
processes by national priorities. Evidently, this is
the consequence of the lack of a common statistical
policy that defines the development of this activity
taking into consideration the regional integration
process needs. Aware of this circumstance, the
Framework Agreement for Statistical Coordination
and Harmonization was signed in July 2002, precisely
during the development of this first Agreement,
signed between the Directors of the National
Statistical Institutes of MERCOSUR (including
Chile), whereby they established their will of making
progress in statistical harmonization matters in
different topics.

Between late 2004 and early 2005 the second phase
of cooperation in Official Statistics matters was
formulated that, incorporating the experiences
derived from the first Agreement, identified the new
priorities of the region. The first project had made
emphasis on economic topics; for this second phase
of the project, the Directors of the National
Statistical Institutes considered it necessary to delve
deeper into social topics. The final signing of the
project, which will have a three-year duration, took
place in December 2005.

Simultaneously, the EC-MERCOSUR Technical and
Financial Cooperation Project to Support
Macroeconomic Monitoring began its activities in
April 2008, aimed at strengthening the common
statistical work developed by the Central Banks and
the Ministries of Economy (Treasury or Finance) of
the MERCOSUR countries, in topics complementary
to those that will be developed in the EC-
MERCOSUR Cooperation Project in Statistical
Matters 1. Both projects will have to be closely
coordinated, in order to avoid duplication of efforts
and to take advantage of the most relevant synergies.
This work will be facilitated by the fact that the
Managing Entities for both projects are
headquartered in the city of Buenos Aires.

The Statistical Project 11 has three large topic areas:



teméaticas: el Componente 1. Armonizacion y

El objetivo del Componente 2 es armonizar las Cuen-
tas Nacionales y producir Indicadores Armonizados.
Definir una Metodologia Comun para la medicion de
la Economia Informal. En Estadisticas de Servicios,
preparar e iniciar un Sistema de Estadisticas de
Servicios para el MERCOSUR. Y, en cuanto a
Comercio Exterior de Servicios, ampliar y armonizar
el registro del Comercio Exterior de Servicios.

El componente 3 esté bajo la responsabilidad de los
Directores de los Institutos Nacionales de Estadistica.
Su objetivo, en lo que se refiere a fortalecimiento
institucional, es preparar y aprobar un Plan Estadistico
Comunitario parael MERCOSUR, crear un Sistema
Comunitario de Estadisticas Sociales y aplicar
indicadores comunes para la mejora continua de la
calidad total de las estadisticas. También se incluye
dentro de este Componente el promover, ampliar y
mejorar los Registros Administrativos y Directorios
con fines estadisticos, adoptar armonizadamente la
CIIU 2007, y definir y adoptar una Nomenclatura
Comun de Productos y Servicios, que vincule los datos
de produccidn con los del comercio exterior.

Se han conformado ocho Grupos de Trabajo que, a
diferencia del Proyecto |, estdn conformados sélo
por expertos de los paises del MERCOSUR. Se
espera en esta fase ir aplicando lo aprendido en la
anterior. Se prevén dos reuniones anuales de los
grupos y se tienen previstas actividades de
cooperacion horizontal, talleres y asistencia técnica
de expertos internacionales.

Mas alla de diversas dificultades y las demoras admi-
nistrativas, este Proyecto permite generar un &mbito
de intercambio de experiencias entre los técnicos de

Component 1: Harmonization and Development of
Social Statistics, Component 2: Harmonization and
Development of Economic Statistics and Component
3: Harmonization process for global statistics and
for regional institutional convergence in the statistical
chapter.

The purpose of Component 1 is to comply with the
Millennium Goals and with the 2004 EU-ALC
Guadalajara Summit agreements, by means of
statistical harmonization and production of
compatible indicators on priority aspects included
in the employment, revenue distribution and poverty
topics; and to establish a Continuous Statistics
System for the Measurement of Employment in
Paraguay (Paraguayan Subproject).

The objective of Component 2 is to harmonize
National Accounts and produce Harmonized
Indicators. Define a Common Methodology for the
measurement of the Informal Economy. In Services
Statistics, prepare and start a Services Statistics
System for MERCOSUR. And, regarding Services
Foreign Trade, expand and harmonize the Services
Foreign Trade registry.

Component 3 is under the responsibility of the
Directors of the National Statistical Institutes. Its
objective, in what refers to institutional strengthening,
is to prepare and approve a Community Statistical
Plan for MERCOSUR, create a Social Statistics
Community System and apply common indicators
for the continuous improvement of the total quality
of the statistics. Also included within this Component
is the promotion, expansion and improvement of
Administrative Records and Directories with
statistical purposes, adopt ISIC 2007 in a
harmonized manner, and define and adopt a
Common Nomenclature of Products and Services,
that links production data with foreign trade data.

Eight Working Groups have been established that,
unlike Project I, are made up by only experts from
MERCOSUR countries. It is expected that, in this
phase, what was learned in the previous one be
applied. Two annual meetings of the group are
foreseen and horizontal cooperation, workshops and
technical assistance from international experts are
also foreseen.

Beyond the diverse difficulties and administrative
delays, this Project allows for the generation of an
environment for the exchange of experiences be-



los INEs, nivelar sus conocimientos, y, gracias a las
reuniones presenciales, establecer verdaderas
amistades que permiten una mayor fluidez en las
interconsultas, generando informalmente un espacio
integrado en la region.

Se dan asi las condiciones para que simultaneamente
se pueda avanzar en el aspecto formal que implica
lograr institucionalizar la coordinacion estadistica a
nivel regional, lo cual asegurara la continuidad y
sostenibilidad de la produccién de estadisticas
armonizadas.

Mexico

ThelNEGI's input-output matrix of Mexico 2003.
The North American Industry Classification System
(NAICS 2002) was used for its elaboration, and it
was presented adjusted at the level of 20 sectors of
economic activities, but it was also disaggregated to
79 subsectors where the interior production processes
and the operations of goods and services valued at
basic prices are described; commerce and
transportation margins, as well as net taxes and
subsidies to production on the products were also
presented, in separate auxiliary matrices.



La MIP simétrica (producto a producto) debe
interpretarse como un cuadro de doble entrada que
muestra las relaciones de intercambio de productos
entre cada par de sectores o subsectores productivos
homogéneos en que se ha dividido la economia de
México. En las columnas se registran los consumos
de factores productivos que realizan los sectores y
subsectores para obtener sus producciones, mientras
que en filas se muestra el destino de dichas
producciones. En consecuencia, cada celdilla
corresponde a los consumos que realiza el sector-
columna de productos del sector-fila, de manera que
en cada columna del cuadro se representa una
funcion tecnolégica o de produccién.

Sin embargo, no son solamente productos
(mercancias y servicios) de otras ramas los que se
utilizan en el proceso productivo de las actividades
econodmicas; es necesario, ademas, el concurso de
otros factores como la mano de obra, el capital y la
capacidad empresarial que son incorporados
al circuito productivo por las unidades de produccion.

Ademas, no toda la produccion de un sector se desti-
na a satisfacer la demanda de los restantes sectores
pues una parte de la misma se destina al consumo
final, a la formacion bruta de capital o a lademanda
proveniente del exterior. Estos ultimos constituyen
los empleos finales de la produccion o demanda final,
gue se denominan de tal modo porque no se reintegran
al proceso productivo.

En el caso de México se elaboraron tres cuadros:
en el primero se distinguen las operaciones realizadas
por el mercado doméstico o interno de la economia,
de aquel realizado por la industria maquiladora de
exportacion, que tiene escasas relaciones con el
mercado interno pues la mayor parte de sus insumos
son mercancias importadas que no cambian de
propietario por el hecho de cruzar la frontera con
U.S.A.; por ultimo, ambos cuadros se resumen en
un tercero, donde se totaliza la economia del pais.

A su vez, cada cuadro se divide en tres vectores,
agrupandose cada uno de ellos en tres recuadros interde-
pendientes. En el primer vector se contabilizan las relaciones
de intercambio entre los distintos sectores productivos:
primario, secundarios y de servicios; se le denomina vector
de demanda intermedia, porque recoge exclusiva-
mente la que es utilizada por otros sectores para la
realizacion de su proceso productivo. Cada casilla
refleja de manera desagregada la procedencia de
estos gastos en mercado interno y resto del mundo.
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The symmetrical IOM (product to product) shall be
interpreted as a double entry table showing the
exchange of products relations between each pair
of homogeneous productive sectors or subsectors in
which the economy of Mexico has been divided.
Consumption of productive factors made by the
sectors and sub-sectors to obtain their productions
are shown in the columns, while the destination of
said productions is displayed in the rows.
Consequently, each cell corresponds to the
consumption made by the sector-column of products
from the sector-row, in such a way that a
technological or production function is represented
in each column of the table.

However, itis not only products (goods and services)
of other branches are used in the productive process
of economic activities; the collaboration of other
factors is also necessary, such as labor, capital and
the entrepreneurial capacity that are incorporated
to the productive circuit by the production units.

Moreover, not all the production of a sector is
destined to meeting the demand of the remaining
sectors because a part of the same is destined to
final consumption, to the gross formation of capital
or to the demand form abroad. These last ones
constitute the final employment of the final production
or demand, so called because they are not
reintegrated to the productive process.

Three tables were prepared in the case of Mexico:
the first one differentiates the operations carried out
by the economy’s domestic or internal market, from
those carried out by the export multure (maquila)
industry, that has few relations with the internal
market because most of its inputs are imported goods
that do not change owner for the fact of crossing
the border with the U.S.A.; lastly, both tables are
summarized in a third one, which totalizes the
country’s economy.

In turn, each table is divided into three vectors,
grouping each one of them in three interdependent
boxes. The first vector accounts for the exchange
relations between the different productive sectors:
primary, secondary and services; it is called
intermediate demand vector, because it exclusively
includes the one used by other sectors to carry out
their productive process. Each box reflects, in a
disaggregated manner, the source of these expenses
in the internal market and in the rest of the world.



Como estas transacciones entre ramas estan valora-
das a los precios basicos no incorporan los impuestos
netos sobre los productos, por lo que se habilita una
fila en el segundo vector, donde se recogen los
impuestos que gravan a estos consumos intermedios,
asi como los pagos a los factores de la produccion:
trabajo, capital y capacidad empresarial. El tercer vec-
tor registra la parte de la produccion que se destina a
los usuarios finales: consumo final, inversiény deman-
da exterior o exportaciones. La produccion bruta ge-
nerada por todos los sectores, coincide con la suma
de los destinos a la demanda intermedia y a la final.
Se trata de una matriz cuadrada, con tantas filas como
columnas de sectores o subsectores contenga.

La MIP 2003 se basé en Cuadros de Oferta y
Utilizacion clasificados en 750 clases SCIAN y 869
productos que se equilibraron por clases y se
despejaron las producciones secundarias hasta
obtener la MIP simétrica.

En este
contexto, y con el apoyo del Banco Mundial (BM) y
la Comision Econdmica para América Latina y El
Caribe (CEPAL), la DGEEC ha elaborado un Plan
de Trabajo que cuenta con la aprobacién y aval del
Gabinete Social, y en el cual se prevé la conformacion
de un Comité Asesor y un Comité interinstitucional
compuesto por representantes de entidades publicas
y la academia.

El Comité Interinstitucional tendré las siguientes

responsabilidades:

- Conocer los diagndsticos, propuestas metodologicas
y resultados de los andlisis presentados por la
DGEEC.
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"Cuéntame...de México", un puente hacia el
acervo institucional ("Tell me... about Mexico", a bridge
towards institutional body of knowledge). Work is being
performed in INEGI for Mexico to count with an
infrastructure of reliable and updated statistical and
geographic data that respond to the information needs of all
sectors of society. Astrategic activity of the Institute is
to expand its use and leveraging. With this objective,
Cuéntame... de México is created, a section of the
INEGI site in the Internet, aimed at elementary
school students and non-specialized public. Its
contents and innovative presentation are for this
population to know the information, understand it and
find practical ways for its application.

Cuéntame structures its contents based on three broad topics:
territory, population and economics. These are presented at
the national level and at the federative entity level. Other
sections are: Sabias que (Did you know), Mapas para
imprimir (Printable maps), Mapoteca digital (Digital
map library), Glosario (Glossary), Foro de discusion
(Discussion forum); it also offers a tool to receive
comments. Games, didactic activities and teachers’
guides have been developed based on these. Generally
speaking, the guidelines that govern the editorial and fun game
style of Cuéntame... are: short texts, information in
context, triggering questions, curious data, tables that
are accompanied with a graphic representation or vice-
versa, comparative tables, images and animations.

Paraguay

Paraguay advances towards the creation of a
national consensus on poverty measurement. The
General Bureau of Statistics, Surveys and Censuses
(DGEEC) is engaged in the task of creating a national
consensus on poverty measurement methodology,
within the framework of transparency in the
generation of public statistics. In this context, and
with the support of the World Bank (WB) and the
Economic Commission for Latin America and the
Caribbean (ECLAC), the DGEEC has elaborated a
Work Plan that counts with the approval and backing
of the Social Cabinet, which foresees the
establishment of an Advisory Committee and an inter-
institutional Committee made up by representatives
of public entities and academia.

The Inter-Institutional Committee will have the

following responsibilities:

- Know the diagnosis, methodological proposals and
results of analysis presented by the DGEEC.



- Acordar los cambios metodolégicos a ser
implementados por la DGEEC consensuando la
metodologia mas apropiada, su actualizacion y
medicién a futuro, tomando en cuenta que toda la
metodologia sea publicay replicable.

A finales del mes de mayo, se realizé la primera
reunidon del Comité Interinstitucional cuyas
principales conclusiones fueron:

Igualmente se considerd la necesidad
de elaborar notas breves de sintesis dirigidas a
tomadores de decision.

- Se juzgo6 importante que la DGEEC pueda contar
con los recursos presupuestarios necesarios para
llevar a cabo las operaciones estadisticas que
permitan disponer de la informacion indispensable,
por un lado, para la actualizacion de las lineas de
base de pobrezay su conformidad con las mejores
practicas internacionales.

- Por otro lado, la evaluacién del impacto de las
actuales tendencias internacionales de alza de
precios de alimentos requerird que la encuesta a
hogares incluya la medicién detallada de los gastos
por productos, modos y lugares de adquisicion y
por ende de las calorias adquiridas por los hogares.

- Siendo el Comité Interinstitucional eminentemente
técnico, se espera que su funcionamiento no sea
interrumpido por el cambio de régimen politico.

- Existen actualmente diversas iniciativas de armoni-
zacion regional (MERCOSUR) de indicadores socia-
les que requieren, de la parte de los representantes
nacionales, poder plantear cuales son las opciones
consensuadas que han sido adoptados por los paises como
etapa previa al proceso de armonizacion. Del mismo
modo, las propuestas de armonizacion regional
requieren ser validadas y consensuadas en el
ambito nacional por el Comité Interinstitucional.

- Programar una segunda reunién del Comité
Interinstitucional dentro de tres meses con el fin
de discutir el Primer Informe Borrador, con el
andlisis de varias metodologias de medicion de la
pobreza y ejercicios propuestos. Este documento
debe ser entregado a los miembros del Comité
Interinstitucional por lo menos una semana antes
de la segunda reunion del Comité.
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- Agree on the methodological changes to be
implemented by the DGEEC achieving a consensus
on the most appropriate methodology, their updating
and future measurement, taking into account that
all methodologies be public and replicable.

The first meeting of the Inter-Institutional Committee
was held at the end of May and its main conclusions
were:

- To extend the discussion on poverty indicators so
as to include other non-monetary and subjective
dimensions, relevant for the definition of public
policies in the fight against poverty.

- It is made evident that there is a greater need to
use indicators for decision-making and that in
thissense the Committee may play an important
role. Likewise, the need of elaborating brief
summary notes aimed at decision-makers was
considered.

- It was considered important that the DGEEC may
count with the necessary budget resources to carry
out the statistical operations that allow counting
with essential information, on one hand, for updating
the poverty baseline and their conformity with the
international best practices.

- On the other hand, the assessment of the impact
of the current international rising food prices trends
will require that the household survey includes the
detailed measurement of expenses by products,
modes and places of purchase and, therefore, of
the calories acquired by the households.

- Being the Inter-Institutional Committee eminently
technical, it is expected that its operation is not
interrupted by the change in political regime.

- There currently are diverse regional social indicators
harmonization initiatives (MERCOSUR) that
require, from the national representatives, that they
be able to present which are the agreed options
that have been adopted by the countries as a stage
prior to the harmonization process. On the same
token, the regional harmonization proposals require
to be validated and agreed in the national scene by
the Inter-Institutional Committee.

- Schedule a second meeting of the Inter-Institutional
Committee within three months with the purpose
of discussing the First Draft Report, with the
analysis of several poverty measurement
methodologies and proposed exercise. This
document must be delivered to the Inter-Institutional
Committee members at least one week before the
second Committee meeting.

Statistical Ethics and Official Statistics — A Special Issue of the Statistical Journal of the

Call for Papers

The Statistical Journal of the International Association of Official Statistics (SJIAOS) announces a forthcoming
special issue focused on the topic, “Statistical Ethics and Official Statistics.” The editor for this special issue is
William Seltzer (seltzer@fordham.edu). The editor invites IAOS members and others to submit papers on this
broad topic by 31 March 2009 for consideration for publication in this special issue of SJIOAS. All papers will
be refereed. To give prospective authors some guidance on the kinds of papers the editor is particularly looking
for the following summary of highly relevant issues and approaches was prepared. However, prospective
authors are not necessarily limited to the topics identified here as long as the papers they submit are directly
relevant to the theme of the special issue, “Statistical Ethics and Official Statistics.”

Both the ISI Declaration of Professional Ethics and the UN Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics imply
certain ethical obligations for those working in government statistical programs and agencies, as do the ethics
documented adopted by a number of national professional associations or unions of statistical workers. The
range of issues addressed in these documents is a primary emphasis of the special issue of SIIAOS along with
those real life ethical challenges that are not yet widely embodied in the various ethics statements now available.

Among the important topics that could be covered are: (a) How to balance considerations related to ethics,
science, cost, and user needs in the work of a national statistical agency; (b) Ethical implications of the national
statistical system using a long-outdated methodology in the collection or analysis of official statistics; (c) An
evaluation of the work of a national statistical office or of a leading NSO director from an ethical perspective;
(d) Efforts by those in or outside the national statistical system to undermine (or strengthen) the system’s
professional integrity and independence; (e) Legal and technical safeguards, Papers should be submitted to the
Editor of the Special Issue as a Word or Word Perfect document attached to a covering email sent to
seltzer@fordham.edu prior to the March 31, 2009 deadline. Prospective authors are invited to contact the editor
at the same email address with any questions they may have about the Special Issue or their contemplated
submission. All correspondence and submissions should have Statistical Journal of the IAOS in the subject line.

The Fourth ISI Mahalanobis Prize 2009

The Indian Ministry of Statistics and Programme Implementation, representing the Indian Government, is continuing
its biennial initiative to award the P.C. Mahalanobis Prize in memory of this eminent Indian statistician. The Prize
is to be awarded to a statistician who comes from a developing country and has worked there in recognition of
his/her lifetime achievement in statistics and the promotion of best statistical practices. This initiative will serve
the double purpose of keeping the memory of P.C. Mahalanobis alive and of recognising and stimulating progress
in statistics in developing countries. The previous winners of the Prize are Prof. C.R. Rao, Prof. Benjamin
Kiregyera and Dr. Isidoro David. At the request of the Minister of Statistics and Programme Implementation
for the Government of India, the International Statistical Institute has again established a Committee to propose
a candidate for this Prize, according to the Memorandum of Understanding. The ISI administers a Fund of
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€ 52,000 provided by the Indian Government, of which the interest will be used to award the Prize, which will
consist of an economy class return airplane ticket to the ISI Durban Session, a per diem payment for accommodation
and other living expenses while in Durban, and a Euro currency equivalent prize of US$ 5,000. The prize will be
awarded at the ISI Session in Durban (August 16-22, 2009). The Mahalanobis Committee Jury invites you to
propose a candidate to the Committee, with arguments supporting the proposed candidate. Proposals can be
sent to Ms. Shabani Mehta at the ISI Permanent Office (smha@cbs.nl) before October 1, 2008.

The International Statistical Institute announces the fourteenth Competition among young statisticians from
developing countries who are invited to submit a paper on any topic within the broad field of statistics, for
possible presentation at the 57th Session of the I1SI to be held in Durban, South Africa, in August 2009.
