The main purpose of this letter is to underscore
IASI’s permanent interest to promote the
development and strengthening of the different
sectorsof the statistical community inthe American
region and encourage cooperation among them. |
wish to give special relevance to collaboration
between academia and public statistics.

The Institute’s activitiesinclude, as may be seenin
our web page, a series of Seminars on Applied
Statistics, aprogram of Meetingson Public Statistics,
aswell asanother one on specialized short courses.

The Seminarson Applied Statistics, for each one of
which adifferent area of application is chosen, are
generally organized in cooperation with universities
and national statistical associations and,
consequently, aremainly aimed at the academic and
professional sectors. IASI promotes participation
in al of them by professionals from institutions
responsible for public statistics, which has been
invariably achieved at least in the case of the
institutions of the country hosting the respective
Seminar.

Meetingson Public Statisticsare specifically devoted
to topics in that field, which normally determines
the almost exclusive participation of representatives
from the national statistics offices and from
specialized international agencies. Two special
cases, however, deserve to be highlighted: (a) the
IV Meeting of the series was an International
Seminar on Satistics and Local Development in
a Globalized World, jointly organized by IASI, the
Statistical Institute of the Universidad Austral de
Chile (UACh) and the National Institute of Statistics
(INE) of Chile, and counted with valuable
contributionsfrom renown members of the academia
from diverse countries; and (b) the VIl Meeting was
an International Workshop on Editing and
Imputation, organized by the Instituto Brasileiro de
Geografiae Estatistica (IBGE), with the support of
IASI, theAssociacdo Brasileirade Estatistica (ABE)
and the Associacéo Brasileira de Estudos
Populacionais (ABEP), which also counted with the
contributions of researchersfromthe public statistics
area and from diverse universities.

The short courses program, originally conceived as
ameans to support, separately, different groups of
statisticians, has proven to be an excellent vehicle
to promote contact and interaction among profes-

be repeated, which would now be open to
participation by statisticians belonging to other
institutions of the National Statistical System, and
(b) the course on Time Seriesin Finance that was
part of the Sessions for the Homage paid to Prof.
Dr. Raul Pedro Mentz carried out in September 2008
in Tucuman, Argentina, which counted with ample
participation of statisticians form universities and
from agencies of the National Statistical System of
Argentina

The interactions between sectors of the statistical
community mentioned in the preceding paragraphs,
withrelation to the activities programs of the Inter-
American Statistical Institute (IASl), have been
constantly sought after and encouraged, taking
advantage of the circumstance that many colleagues
perform in different environments. It is IASI’s
intention to continue its efforts to promote
cooperation particularly between academic and
public statistics, attempting to expand thedimensions
of its work program and exploring new ways of
action.

Customary cooperation relations have been
developed, throughout the years, between the
Statistical Directoratesand Ingtitutesand universities
in a good number of counties of the region. Joint
training and education programs have been
organized in several cases, specially aimed at the
staff of official statistical services. In some cases,
the respective cooperation agreements also
contemplate internships by student from the
traditional university programsin the public statistics
offices, whichinturn allowsthem to strengthen the
foundationsof their professional trainingin applied
aspects, opens better future personnel recruitment
possibilitiesto the receiving officesand contributes
to the development of what is now being called
"statistical culture”.

A space that perhaps has not been sufficiently
exploited is cooperation of academic statisticians
in research projectsfor the development and evalu-

New Satistical Law. In our last issue we reported
the processing of a project for a new national
statistical law. In this occasion we are pleased to
inform the publication, in the "Gaceta Oficial" N°
26,211, dated 28-1-2009, of Law 10 That
modernizes the National Satistical System and
creates the National Institute of Statistics and
Census. This Law and its promulgation by the
Executive Power were dated on January 22, 2009.

Article 1 of the Law establishes the following
objectives of the same:

1. To establish the principles and norms that shall
govern the statistical activity in the Panamanian
public sector.
