manerade asegurar €l conocimiento delos hechos'.

Rice comenta luego que esas fueron las ideas que
habia trasmitido en el discurso que pronuncié para
dar por concluida la Conferencia Internacional de
Estadistica en Washington, D.C. en 1947, y agrega
end prélogo que datosvalidosy dignosde confianza
no aseguraran un mundo sin guerras, pero considera
gue un mundo pacifico dependera en gran parte de
un acabado conocimiento de larealidad y paraello
sera importante el mejoramiento de los métodos
estadisticos para la obtencién de esos datos.

Sobre este paradigma, producir datosvalidosy dignos
de confianza, hemosido avanzando |os estadisticos,
conscientes de laresponsabilidad de describir con
los mejoresmétodosy lamayor fidelidad posiblelos
hechos sociales, econémicos y ambientales que
permiten evaluar politicas, y ratificar o rectificar
decisiones.

Pero el mundo hacambiado mucho desde el final de
la Segunda Guerra Mundial. Se produjo en la

cluded inthe March 2009 issue
of the Newsletter, covering in
an excellent manner the Letter
of the President space.

I nretaking communication with
you | alowed myself to share
with you some reflections that
have come to my mind in the
course of my professional life.

At this moment in the world's
history, when after trying to
adapt to globalization, weare
facing an unprecedented crisis,
| feel that it is appropriate to
take alook at where statistical
scienceisplaced, particularly official statistics.

In the translation into Spanish of the book Some
Theory of Sampling, by W. E. Deming, made by
Marta C. Dieulefait and published in 1952 in
IASI's Inter-American Library of Theoretical and
Applied Statistics, | found that in the preface
written by Stuart A. Rice (Division of Statistical
Standars, Bureau of Budget) statisticians are urged
to, asinformation producers, make constant efforts
to improve methods, to guarantee valid and reliable
data, in such away to ensure true knowledge of the
facts.

Then Rice comments that those were the ideas
transmitted in the address delivered by himto close
the International Statistical Conference in
Washington, D.C. in 1947, and adds in the preface
that valid and reliable datawill not ensure aworld
free of wars, but he considers that a peaceful
world will greatly depend upon a complete
knowledge of reality and, to that end, the
improvement of statistical methodsfor obtai ning that
datawill beimportant.

Onthisparadigm of producing vaid and reliabledata,
we statisticians are progressing aware of the
responsibility for describing with the best methods
and the greatest possible faithfulness the social,
economical and environmental facts allowing for
evaluating policies, and to ratify or rectify decisions.

But world has changed a lot since the end of the
Second World War. A remarkable progress and
acceptance of statistics as agovernment instrument

Con frecuencia hay que esperar semanas, e
incluso meses, para que un estudio realizado por
estadisticosobtengadel Ministerio detutelalafamosa
autorizacion parasu difusion a gran publico. Y basta
gue el tema sea algo sensible para que, en el mejor
de los casos, seare-escrito o, en €l peor, enterrada.

Valelapenarecordar agui, como contraposicion, €l
primero de los Principios Fundamentales de las
Estadisticas Oficiales de las Naciones Unidas, que
se refiere a la pertinencia, imparcialidad y acceso
equitativo: "Las estadisticas oficiales constituyen un
elemento indispensable en el sistemadeinformacion
de una sociedad democrética y proporcionan al
gobierno, alaeconomiay al publico datos acercade
la situacion econdmica, demografica, social y
ambiental. Con estefin, losorganismosoficialesde
estadistica han de compilar y facilitar en forma
imparcial estadisticas oficiales de comprobada
utilidad préctica para que los ciudadanos puedan
gjercer su derecho a mantenerse informados”.

Dado que estas son | as circunstancias actuales, con
conceptos sobre ética estadisticaaln vigentesy accionesen
los distintos paises que sedistancian de el os, deberiamos
pensar como hacer para mantener los principios
intrinsecos de ética de nuestra ciencia en la
elaboraciény difusion delainformacion estadistica.

Hay quetener presentequeen el iniciodel siglo XXI,
en un mundo donde las TIC (Tecnologias de la
Informacién y la Comunicacion), lapublicidad y el
"marketing" predominan entre las estrategias de
gobernabilidad tanto delasempresas como delos

was achieved in the second half of the XX century
(think in the worldwide development of the
national accounts) and now we face a
superabundance of statistical information, not always
of good quality and, what isworse, not always used
in the best manner.

There is a tendency to use data from the official
statistics as messages of political achievementsmore
than information for action.

A note presented in a French website (http://
www.lexpansion.com/), dealing with the statistics
produced by the French Ministry of Education, says
"The temptation of the governing peopleto use the
statistical figuresto favor their policiesor to beautify
reality has never been greater than it is today", as
revealed by an exclusive survey published in May
2009 inthejournal L'Expansion. Onehasfrequently
to wait for weeks, or even months, to obtain the
famous authorization from theinvolved Ministry to
disseminate to the general public a research
conducted by statisticians. And it is sufficient that
the matter be somehow sensitive, to be re-written
in the best case, or to be buried in the worse one.

It is appropriate to recall here, in counterposition
with the above, the first one of the United Nations
Fundamental Principles of Official Statistics,
referred to pertinence, impartiality and equitable
access. "Official statisticsprovide an indispensable
element in the information system of a democratic
society, serving the government, the economy and
the public with data about the economic,
demographic, social and environmental situation. To
this end, official statistics that meet the test of
practical utility are to be compiled and made
available on animpartial basisby official statistical
agencies to honour citizens' entitlement to public
information."

Given that these arethe present circumstances, with
still in-force statistical ethic concepts and actions
in different countries quite apart from them, we
should think inwhat to do for maintaining theintrinsic
principlesof ethicsof our sciencein the elaboration
and dissemination of statistical information.

We haveto consider that in the first part of the XXI
century, in aworld wherethe ICT (Information and
Communication Technologies), advertising and
marketing prevail among the governability strategies
both in enterprises and in the governments of the



gobiernos de | os paises, la estadistica publicaocupa
un lugar cadavez mas supeditado asusresultados, y
las metodologias que se aplican han dejado de ser
del dominio exclusivo del mundo académico paraser
discutidasteniendo predominantemente en cuentalos
objetivos a lograr.

Otro aspecto que se ve afectado por los cambios
mencionados es la vision que la poblacion en su
conjunto tiene sobre lainformacion estadisticay los
miembros de esa poblacidn son nuestrosinformantes,
ya sea como individuos en sus hogares, 0 en su rol
de empresarios o0 productores. Esto se traduce en
ausencia de colaboracion para responder a las
encuestas, seapor faltade confianzaen laprivacidad
de los datos, sea por falta de confianza en la
pertinenciay transparencia de |os resultados que se
obtendran. Quedaasi afectadalamateriaprimapara
la construccion de nuestros datos.

Durante mucho tiempo | os estadisticos publicos avan-
zaron en laconstruccion de metodol ogias de calidad,
adaptadas alasdiversas situaciones nacionales, y en
la construccion de la confianza de |os informantes,
pero el escenario en quelo hicieron eramuy diferente
a que presenta e mundo actual. No s6lo hay un
desafio en lablsguedade metodol ogias que permitan
capturar mejor los nuevosfendmenos que hacausado
laglobalizacion delas economias, con e incremento
del comercio internacional de productosy servicios
y las migraciones de personas, que dificultan obtener
resultados paralos dominios geogréficos nacionales
e infranacionales, sino que también, y fundamen-
talmente, como dije antes, habria que repensar la
posibilidad de aplicar y cumplir con la deontologia
profesional, en un ambito donde las estadisticas se
utilizan mas para mostrar los logros de un deter-
minado gobierno que paraevaluar, ratificar o corregir
laspoliticaspublicas.

countries, public statisticshave arolemoreand more
dependent upon results, and the methodol ogiesbeing
applied are no longer within the exclusive domain
of the academic world, but are now debated taking
predominantly into account the objectives to be
achieved. This is something perfectly
understandable, but therisk of the ethic and reliability
principlesbeing violated in the elaboration of public
statistics is increased.

Another aspect being affected by the above
mentioned changesisthe vision that the popul ation
asawhole has on the statistical information, and it
happens that the members of that population are
precisely our informers, as individuals in their
households or in their roles of entrepreneurs or
producers. Thisintroduces|ack of collaborationin
answering surveys, being by lack of confidencein
the data privacy or in the pertinence and
transparency of theresultsto be obtained. Theraw
material for the construction of our data is thus
affected.

During along time public statisticians progressed
in the construction of quality methodologies,
adapted to the diverse national situations, as well
as in the building of informer confidence, but the
scenario for that progress was quite different
from the one present intoday'sworld. Not only
is there now a challenge in the search of
methodologies allowing to better capture the new
phenomena produced by the globalization of
economies, withincreasing international commerce
of productsand services, and migration of persons,
bringing difficultiesin obtaining resultsfor national
and infranational domains, but also, and
fundamentally, as | said before, we should
reconsider the possibility of applying and fulfilling
the professional deontology, inan environment where
statistics are utilized more to show achievements of
a particular government than to evaluate, ratify or
correct public policies.
